A double 

column advertisement once a year is 

not so good as a half inch fifty-two 

times a year.—Newspaperdom, 

THE DEMAND FOR UNSKILLED 
LABOR. 
cdi veto 

The demand for unskilled labor in 

Western Canada is assuming alarming 

proportions. Just what the outcome 

will be is not quite clear. A strong 

protest is being registered against all 

immigrants who fail to meet certain 

requirements, The heavy duty charged 

upon Chinamen makes it out of the 

question for western farmers to look 

for help from: that source, although 

British Columbia farmers pay big 

wages to Chinese help. 

The indications- are that the supply 

of laborers for the western harvest 

this year will be quite inadequate and 

it is just possible that a great deal of 

inconvenience will be caused as a re- 

sult. But this same fear has been 

needlessly expressed in years past, 

and it may be that when harvesting 

begins in earnest, more men will be on 

hand than are expected. Thé& railroads 

are making extraordinary provisions 

| for the excursions and the indications 

now are that the exodus from Eastern 

Canada, especially the Maritime Prov- 

inces will be much larger than ever 

before. 

There is much speculation as to the 

future of the Indian coolie in Canada. 

It would seem that he is destined to 

play an important part in the labor 

situation of the west. Hindu agents 

have already visited the Dominion, and 

their reports were so encouraging that 

a few trial shipments of coolies were 

immediately. brought over, Whether 

they will be a valuable asset to Can- 

ada’'s population remains to be seen. 

The Montreal Star commenting on 

the Hindu laborer in Canada says.— 

“There are only a few hundred in 

Canada so far, but there are millions 

where they come from, They are said 

to be civil, peaceable, strong and in- 

dustrious. As they are British sub- 

jects, anti-alien laws do not apply to 

them, and they certainly ought to 

serve the purposes of temporary la- 

bor very well. Still, it would look 

strange at first to see a copper-color- 

ed man, wearing a bandana handker- 

chief, digging sewers in Montreal or 

running a mowing machine in Mani- 
toba.” ‘ 
Very little attention has so far been 

paid to this class of immigrants, If they 
make: good citizens and good work- 
men, it is altogether likely they will 
in a few years’ time have much to do 
with the solution of the unskilled la- 
bor problem in Western Canada. If 
they are found wanting their welcome 
to Canada will not be cordial, In 
spite of the inereased demands of the 
west, the government should take 
every precaution to exclude from this 
country all who fail to meet the 
strictest requirements. They must 
consider what the standard of Can- ada’s citizenship is to be fi

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MR. BRYAN'S VIEWS. 
— en. 

In a few days William Jennings Bryan 
will be welcomed back to the United 
States. His tour of Europe has been 
extensive. Mr. Bryan has travelled a 
great deal in recent years, and now 
that his most important trip abroad is 
nearly finished we find the Republican 
journals across the border speculating 
as to the ways in which the Democratic 
leader has changed. 

“Bryan has been broadened,” some 
say; “Bryan has grown conservative,” 
say others; “he is the same old 
Bryan,” insist another group. © What 
is really happening to the next presi- 
dent of the United States;—if the 
Democrats succed in electing their 
wan? This question is not entirely un- 
interesting. That he has changed is un- 

doubtedly true. No intelligent man 

could travel so extensively as’ Mr. 

Bryan has, and be privileged to meet 

all of the important personages of his 

time in all countries, without being 

educated in one of the best of all possi- 

ble ways. = Everywhere he has gone 

Mr. Bryan has not merely contemplated 

scenery and cities, but he has had in- 

tercourse with the foremost men. He 

has been making eminent acquaint- 

ences all around the earth, and he 

made them much faster after it became 

the talk of Europe that he was again 

likely to be a candidate for the presi- 

dency of the United States. The cur- 

rent talk about Bryan being “broad- 

ened,” amusing as it is in some re- 

spects, has a basis in truth, and 

necessarily so, unless he was a born 

fool, which he was not, for he is one of 

the cleverest public men in the world 
today. 

But it does not follow that be- 

cause Mr. Bryan has been “broadened,” 

as a recent cable from the London cor- 

respondent of the Toronto Globe, 

stated, he has grown more conserva- 
tive, more radical, or abandoned his 

earlier political principles. His wider 

outlook upon the world has probably 

led him to fortify his old position anew, 

as an engineer may rebuild the defenses 

of a fortress, abandoning ground in one 

place no longer tenable or made useless 

by changed conditions, and strengthen- 
ing elsewhere points, which have gained 

in strategic value. Since 1900, and 

especially since 1904, this is apparently 

what has been going on in the case of 

Mr. Bryan. Until he abandoned his old 
doctrine of pure individualism as to 

natural monopolies, Mr. Bryan lagged 

behind his age, but that has now 

changed. What has happened to Bryan 

is that he has come to draw the line 
very skilfully and very wisely, on the 

whole, between pure individualism and 

the modern socialism. 

Hon. Mr. Hyman’s telegram to Ald. 

McGoldrick is somewhat disappoint- 

ing.. Several days ago it was believed 

that the contract for the extra dreds- 

ing in Carleton had been let, but the 

official information from the public 

works department is not so encourag- 

ing. This does not necessarily mean, 

however, that the work must be seri- 

ously delayed, or that the city will 

have to revert to its original plan of 

constructing a 450 foot berth. While 
it is true that the problem has become 

more complicated, there is little doubt 

that the city can make some arrange- 
ment with the government which will 

permit them to go ahead with the work 

immediately, the government to pro- 

vide the funds asked for later on.
