Pauline Oukner had risen to leave the
room when the revolver went off and
the bullet, narrowly missing young
Oukner’s mother, struck his grand-
mother in the back.

She fell to the floor. The boy, as
soon as he realized what had happen-
ed, rushed out of the house and sent
for an ambulance. The policeman on
post followed the ambulance to the
house and took the boy to the Kings
County Hospital, where Mrs. Oukner
had been carried.

Mrs. Oukner pleaded with the police-
man not to arrest her grandson, cor-
roborating Harry’'s story of the shoot-
ing and declaring that it was entirely
an accident. The policeman, however,
after learning that  Mrs. Oukner’s
wound would probably prove fatal,
took Harry to the Liberty avenue po-
lice station, where he was locked up.
