Wireless Electrical Power Gould 

Not Go Very Far.

PARIS, Sept. 22—M. Santos-Dumont 

does not think much of the success of 

Professor Bell, the Canadian, who is 
reported to have manoeuvred an aero- 

plane at Brantford, Ontario, by means 

of “wirzless” electrical power. 
“The report of the ascent of Pro- 

fessor . Bell’s aeroplane,” he said, ‘is 

very interesting, mainly because of 

the use of wireless energy. Of course, 

force. has already been transmitted 

from a dynamo placed on the ground 

to a motor on a flying machine of suf- 

ficient power to raise it from the 

ground, and I remember that an ex- 
periment of this kind was made com- 

paratively recently at Monaco. 
“I do not think that Professor Bell's 

experiment: is of very much practical 

value, A flying machine must, if it is 

to be any use, be self-supporting—that 

is to say, it must carry its own motor 

on its own back. Unless power can be 
transmitted by wireless energy from 

to a practically unlimited 

distance, the experiment which Profes- 

sor Bell‘is reported to have made is 

of little real use, for a flying machine 

worked by such means could not fly 

very far.”
