HOW TO PLAY THE
GAME OF FAN-TAN

The simplest form of the game of
fan-tan played by Chinese very much

resembles roulette as played with the'

four-card suits and no horses. Exactly
the same element of chance enters. In-

stead of the wheel, however, Chinese

coins are used. The stakes are usually
low, seldlom more than five or ten
There are two officers at the
play, the cashier, who handles the coin
and keeps the bank, and the stickman,
or croupier, who directs the game. An
oblong table is provided, with the di-
gets 1, 2, 3. 4 arranged one on each
corner. A bag of Chinese coins is pro-
vided, and from this the man with the
sticks takes a handful and places it on
the table.

He covers it with a small veil, so
that the players can estimate the
nulmber of coins, but cannot count
them. Each player places his money,
say ten cents, on the number on* the
board which he expects to win, Whan
the wager has been laid, the croupier
counts the coins with his stick, divid-
ing them into four equal heaps. The
remainder left after the division has
been made, is the winning number, For
fnstance, if there were fifty-cight coins
in. the heap, there would be two left,
and this number would win. All the
rersons betting on two would get 3
times the money they laid, as 3 to 1 is
the odds. If a person is afraid to lay
his money on any number, he may lay
it between any two. Then, if either of
these win® he gets even money, The
‘game is quite simple, but is said to be
very exciting, especially when played
by large numbers,
