Second, 
to afford assistance to unfortunate and 
destitute persons who have been evicted 
for the non-payment of arrears of rent 
which misfortune has rendered them quite 
unable to discharge. These cases will be 
alleviated by obtaining for them honour- 
able employment or a re-instatement in 
their holdings on fair and more equitable 
terms. Third and last, to tender help to 
the destitute cottiers aud enable them, as 
in the case of small tenant-farmers, simil- 
arly situated, to come within the radius 
of the Arrears Act, without which evic- 
tion will be an inevitable consequence to 
look forward to.” ;
