In the last car there were only twelve
persons, and of these eight or nine were
killed by the collision or burned to death.
Some in the second car also were killed.
Those who were not fastened down by
the broken weod work were able to
escape through the windows or the open-
ings made by the crash, and a Mr.
Valenting; who was standing on the back
plattorm, jumpedioff ifftime. The stoves
were broken; the fire scattered about, and
the two cars were soon. ablaze. It was
