them have been opened. Mr. Blake said: 

“They knew the popular voice in On- 
tario was very different from what their 
opponents represented it—very different 
from what it appeared to be in 1878 by 
the verdict of the people as appearing in 
Parliament, and as it appeared in June 
last. The Government determined: to 
thwart the fair expressiongof the people 
of Outario by so alteringuie bounds of 
th» constituencies that the voice with 
which the people of Ontario should speak 
at the polls should not be the voice ‘of 
their representatives in Parliament. No 
less than eight seats, which, if the boun- 
daries had been left as they ought to have 
been left, would not have been gained hy 
the Conservatives, are represented, not 
by virtue of the popular voice, but by 
virtue of the Gerrymandering Bill. North 
Lanark would have been carried by a ma- 
jority of 150. Brockville would have 
been carried by the Reformers by a deci- 
sive majority, but because they had add- 
ed a Conservative district to it thoy had 
succeeded in carrying it. Muskoka was 
in the same predicament, and Monck, 
which had been gerrymandered time and 
again in order to make and keep it Tory, 
had been kept Tory at the last election 
by an additional county also. West Mid- 
dlesex was in the same circumstances, as 
also were North Bruce, East Huron, and 
the electoral district of Bothwell. These 
eight constituencies, which the figures 
prove would have gone Reforin, added to 
the 37 now held, would make tiie Reform 
representation in the House of Commons 
45 to the Oonservative 47. Thus the 
voice of the people of Ontario would have 

at polling-places other than their own cer- 
tificates, which would entitle these scruti- 
neers to vote at the poll to which they were 
going on duty. There were a large number 
of these certificates issued to men who had 
no right to them as agents or scrutineers, 
or who only made a nominal use of them in 
that capacity, men who would not have 
been allowed to vote, and who could not in 
their own locality where they weré known, 
yet who used these certificates and voted. 
They even went so far as to issue blank 
forms of these certificates, signed by the 
returping-officer, and handed them over to 
med without an iota of claim to vote. In 
one hard fought constituency 60 or 70 of 
these were polled in defiance of the law, 
and against the protests of the Reform scru- 
tineers. Yet in spite of it all the Reform 
ers succeeded, ‘and the Conservatives are 
actually protesting the election on the 
ground that these very 60 or 70 men had no 
right to vote! The deputy reterning- 
officer would forget to initial the ballots, 
and then they could not be counted; some 
of them would mark the ballots by mistake, 
and then they were to be. thrown out upon 
a rescount; and upon the whole there never 
wag in the’'modern history of the country— 
that is since Confederation—such a general 
exhibition of partisanship and betrayal of 
duty as ‘on this occasion. This was of the 
highest consequence to all, ‘and he affirmed]

Disorderly houses exist in rows 4nd 

blocks, and are seldom troubled, and of 

those who get drunk only those who lie 

in’ the gutter or make a great noise, and 

who have no influential friends, find their 
way to the watch house and the dock of 
the police court.
