But while the Government and .philan-
thropists are so willing to send the people
away they trouble themselves little to
provide those who go with even the
merest necessaries. Those people, wasted
by hunger, and almost naked, require to
be properly clothed and carofully nour-
ished, but the Montreal Witness says of
300 of them who, sent out by the Tuke
fund, arrived in that city a few days ago,
accompanied by a young priest who de-
voted himself to their service, that they
were miserably clad and worse fed. Com-
posed of whole families, including the
very aged and very young, their clothes
were mere rags, quite unfit to protect
them from the cold, they were unwashed
and weak and weary and careworn, and
they seemed willing to stop anywhere
they could get succor, although they were

bound to St. Paul. The cars in which
they came were in a filthy state, and no
proper provision for comfort or cleanli-

ndp been made at the railway sta-
tion. Unless those coming hereafter are
better cared for, thé Witness thinks a
-repetition of the svourge of 1847 must
be apprehended.

The consecration of Bishop Richter, of
the new diocese of Grand Rapids, Mich.;
on last Sunday, by Bishop Elder, of
Cincinnati, was an event of no common
interest. = It was the second time that
such a rite was performed in the whole
State of Michigan in which State there
are now three prosperous dioceses, al-
though less than fifty years ago, the
single diocese of Detroit included what
now forms three States and seven dio-
ceses.

Two persans were killed outright
and four have since died of their injuries.
LoxpoN, May 5.—A despatch has been
received from Tabreez, Persia, reporting
that that city was visited by an earth-
quake, which destroyed a great many
houses and caused the death of a large
number of persons.

Vicroria, B. C., May 5.—Further
particulars have been received of the
terrible steamboat calamity at Seymour
Narrows near Butte inlet. The ‘‘Grap-
pler” was proceeding north with one hun-
dred passengers and a full freight which
took fire She burned and sunk; twen-
ty whites, two Indians aad forty China-
men were lost. It is feared a number
of young Canadians from Bay of Chal-
eur, who accepted employment at the
coast canneries, are among the lost.
The b®dies of two white men were found
in the water floating, tied by pieces of
shirts to wreckage. The captain of the
steamer was plcked up insensible on
shore, and restored. Two white men
who were floated off in a boat without
oars, were picked up by Indians. Heart-
rending scenes are described by the survi-
vors. Men clung to ropes until the
flames reached them when they dropped

in 30 fathoms of water. ;
