There are in all countries persons who, 

{in order to Increase or maintain their 
{poliviont power, seek to represent them- 
{selves as the champigus of the Catholic 
Church, and all thei: acts as done in the 

service of the Church, or as fully approv- 
ed of by the Church, and thus the weak 
and the credulous are sometimes greatly 
scandalised. This we know is the case in 

the Province of Quebec, in which'a party, 
many of whose leaders are notoriously 
unprincipled and profligate, arrogates to 
itself the title of Defender of the Faith, 
of the Church, of Morals, of Christian 
society, and many ‘well meaning men 
countenance t g pretensions. Because 

o Wap, 
&c., &e., &c. It seems that in Spain of 
late one of the political parties has made, 
similar efforts to represent the interests 
of the Church as in some way involved 
in the interests of the party. Pope Leo 
has found it necessary to explain, in a 

letter to the bishops, the position which 
the Church holds towards political parties 
in every state, and the duty which all 
parties owe to religion. He says :— 

“‘ Formerly, a tranquil and certain con- 
cord was established not only amongst the 
Catliolics themselves, but also between 
Catholics and their Bishops, It is on this 
account that Gregory XVI., our Predeces- 
sor, justly praised the Spenish nation for this, 
that it persevered in a marked manner in its 
ancient respect towards the Bishops and in- 
terior Pastors tanonieally constituted. And, 
nevertheless,-at present, in the division of 
parties, traces of dissension appear which 
divide souls as in opposing armies, and 
bring a serious trouble even into societies 
constituted with a religious aim. It hap- 
pens frequently that amongst men who seek 
the best means of defending =Catholicity, 
the authority of the Bishops does not main- 
tain all the force fitting to it. And even 
the counsels of the Bishop or the decisions 
he has taken in virtue of his power, are 
supported with impatience, or openly 
blamed; they are received as if it were 
thought that the Bishop was desirous of 
favoring some persons and of striking 
others. . -. . 
“Thus moved at the thcught of such dan- 

gers, it is to you, Dear Sons and Venerable 
Brothers, that We appeal in these Letters, 
and that we earnestly ask you to make 
yourselves the interpreters of Our salutary 
warnings and to employ your prudezce and 
your authority in strengthening concord. 

“It will be opportune to have in mind the 
mutual relations of sacred affairs with civil 
matters, because many fall into a contrary 
error, Some desire not only to distinguish 
politics from religion, but to separate them 
and divide them completely, in such a man- 
ner that there may be nothing common be- 
tween them, and they imagine that one 
should not have any influence on the ather. 
These, ‘assuredly, are far removed from 
those who pretend thas the State should be 
constituted and 

and 
admioistered without God 

command pletely summed Bp in this: To 

to virtue, to render to each what belongs to 
him, and not to touch the property of others. 
“But, if it is necessary to decline this 

impious error; it is necessary also to avoid 
the contrary opinion of those whe mix up 
religion with a political party, and almost 
confound one with the uther, to ‘the point 
of deciding that the members of another 
party have ceased to merit the Catholic 
name. That tends to favor the irruption of 
political factions in the august domain of 
religion, to suppress concord between breth- 
ren, to open an entrance and an access to a 
crowd of fatal inconveniences. It is then 
necessary to separate in opinion and in 
judgment the religious domain from the 
political domain which are distinct by -ma- 
ture and by essence. 

“For, these political interests, howsoever 
legitimate and honest they may be, consi 
dered in themselves, do not overpass the 
limits of this life which passes away on 
earth. Religion, on the contrary, is the 
daughter of God and wholly relating to God, 
has a wider scope and reaches even to 
Heaven. That which it secks, which it de- 
sires, is to penetrate the soul, which is the 
better part of ourselves, with the knowledge 
and the love of God, and eonduct with cer- 
tainty the whole human race to the future 
City to which we aspire. It is also neces- 
sary to regard religion and all that is attach- 
ed to it by a special tie as belonging to a 
superior order. It follows that, being the 
sovereign good, it should remain intact, in 
the vicissitudes of human things, and even 
in the changes of the State; for it embraces 
all times and all places. 

“It is then necessary that the partisans 
of opposing parties, even when in Cisagree— 
ment on all else, obonld come to an under- 
standing to at least pm “the Catholig 
religion intact io the State. To this end, so 
noble and so necessary, all those who love 
tbe Catholie name should apply their ardor, 
after having made a sort of pact on this 
subject, and, in order to obtain it, to impose 
a little silence on their diverse opinions on 
political causes, to’ which they may accord 
however an honest and ligitmate attention 
according to their relative importance. The 
Church does not at all condemn this kind

There 
must be no employment of litigions dispu- 
tation in favor of the sacred rights of the 
Church and of Catholic doctrines, but on 
the centrary a moderate and sober discus- 
sion, where the weight of reason gives to 
the writer the prize of the combat, more 
¢han the rudeness of too vehement a style.”

At Mannheim the whole district presents 
a melancholy aspect. Nothing is visible 
from the observatory but a sea of water, 
with a few treessand roofs emerging from 
the flood.

All the streets of Cologne adjacent to 
the wharves are made water.

From the 
warehouses the remaining goods are being 
moved away.. The police and fire brigade 
are laying trestle walks to facilitate the 
escape of residents, while boats laden 
with household effects assist in the work 
of conveying merchants to their offices, 
into which they creep through the win- 
dows. Below Cologne the little towns of 
Mulheimer, Weiden and Warringen are 
entirely under water. In Friesenheim 
houses have fallen and furniture is float- 
ing about. The inhabitants in many 
cases are prisoners in their half submerged 
dwellings and are threatened with famine. 
The Rhine is now beginning to fall slowly 
after remaining at its highest point for 

twenty four hours. The Grand Dukes of 
Hesse and Baden are busying themselves 
with relieving the distress. Berlin and 
other towns have opened subscriptions, 
but the damage done and the misery 
caused is so enormous that public and 
private charity will be taxed to the utter- 
most. To thousands upon thousands of 
Germans and Austrians this has been a 
sad and terrible Christmas and New Year. 
Vienna, Jan. 10.—The inhabitants of 

Raab have abandoned the town. The 
floods rose so rapidly that many persons 
in trying to escape fell through and were 
drowned. : 
The town of Raab, Hungary, and the 

adjacent village, had only been saved 
from inundation by the frost. When the 
thaw commenced the water suddenly rose 
all over the district. Early yesterday the 
inhabitants by alarm of bells commenced 
a rapid flight. Large numbers of fugi- 
tives crowded into the solidly built theatre 
on the Island, in the midst of the Park, 
but a new panic arose, the water gradnally 

rising as far as the first gallery, Mean- 
while around Raab the dykes breaking at 
length admitted the deluge, which soon 
reached Tanner, a town containing 6,000 
fugitives as well as ordinary inhabitants. 
A considerable number of lives were lost. 
The flood did not reach some of the higher 
parts of the town and ceased to raise at 
noon. The city of Grau, on the Danube, 
the seat of the Hungarian Primate, is 
also menaced by floods. The inundation 
of the neighboring town of Komorn, at 
the confluence of the Waag with the 
Danube, is also particularly extensive. 
The water has passed over the dyke at 

Komorn, Hungary, and flooded the 
country for miles. 
Ten thousand persons are roofless and 

between 300 and 400 houses inundated 
and partially destgoyed at Raab. 
A dozen villages have. been ruined in 

the Raab district.
