DubLiN, Feb. 11.—Kavanagh, in replying
to Murphy, Crown Counsel, said that on
the 6th of May he wore a white hat, buta
man on the car, who was not ip the prison-
ers’ dock, changed with him, giving him a
large brown one. This is important, as it
is belleved to furnish a clew to a murderer
who has not been apprehended.

Samuel Jacob, witness at the inquest, de-
posed to seeing the struggle in the Park
from a distance of fifty yards. He saw the
assassins mount a car; one of them after-
wards returned and struck a prostrate form.
He could not say whether four or five men
were engaged. Jacob was unable to recog-
nize any of the men on the car.

Kavanagh identified Fagan as an asso-
ciate of the assassins.

LoxDoN, Feb. 11.—A man supposed to
be connected with the Pheenix Park murders
was arrested at Swansea to-day.

DusLiN, Feb. 11.—Divers are searching
the basin of the Grand Canal for the knives
which Kavangh deposed at the enquiry at
Kilmainham Court Honse, yesterday, that
he and Brady bad thrown into it.
