sugar for consnmption is also included in
above total.”

We are also told that in the works of
this Canada Company one half of all the
sugar required in Canada can be refined.
The Gazette, in another article, tells its
readers that the consumer is now better
off than he could possibly be under what
it persists in calling the Cartwright tariff;
that Canadian sugar is the purest in the
market and is sold at a lower price than
foreign sugar could be imported under
“the old tariff ; that our direcc trade with
the West Indies has been increased and
two thousand additional hands have been
employed. It may be doubted whether
two thousand hands altogether are really
employed in the work of refining all the
sugar used in Canada, or whether Canada
derives any tangible advantage from any
increase in the direct trade with the West
Indies which the Increase of refineries has
caused. It may be doubted also whether
refineries sufficient to do all our work
would not have been erected in good time
without the aid of the extraordipary stim-
ulus which the N. P. gave to that and a
few other industries. It is qnite certain
that if sugar refined in Caoada 8an be
sold at prices lower than that of sugars of
the same quality imported under the old
tariff, the N. P. was not necessary for the
healthy growth of the refining business.
It is also certain that a large amount of
capital has been sunk in the erection of
works of greater capacity than the coun-
try required, and that this capital must
be unpreductive if the people are not
forced to pay more for their sugar than it
is worth. It can easily be made to pay
enormous dividends by combination
amongst the proprietors of those five re-
fineries, and it is natural, indeed almost
Jinevitable, that those companies will com-
bire as soon as competition has shown on
principles the combination can per-
maflently rest. The law which makes
_#Mch combination possible should not be
tolerated merely” b for a
competition has lowered prices.

The statement that the Canada Com-
pany made only six per cent. can not be
acoepted withont reserve when we find
the directors of the Halifax refinery state
that, commencing operations anew under
unfavorable circumstances, they made
$25,675 in about nine months, or very
nearly ten per cent. per annum on their
capital of $350,000, besides charging for
alterations and 1mprovements to ordinary
expenditure. Having obtained a new
manager, and made  alterations deemed
necessary, they remewed operations on
the 10th of April. In their report they
say :(—

““ The past year has been far from a
profitable one for refiners generally, espe-
cially for us, as owing to the difficulties
surrounding our commencement, wé miss-
ed the early purchases and were com-
pelled to enter thelraw market at advan-
ced prices;
~ ‘“ Again, an unexpected downward ten-
dency of the sugar market early in July,
which continued during the remainder of
the season, increased the difficulties which
we had to surmount towards making the
year a profitable one.

‘‘ Bat, notwithstanding all this, we are
pleased to report that our business shows
a profit of $27,675.47 tor the portion of
the year we have been werking, which
has been used to reduce the loss, to 3lst
March, from $48,101.569 to $22,526.12.

‘ We may also add that a large portion
of the expenses of making the necessary
alterations in the refinery has been in-
cluded in ,the manufacturing charges for
the year.”

Perhaps the Canada Company charged
the cost of alterations, or new machinery
or spmething of that sort to current ex-
penditure, and so reduced their apparent
profit ; or it may be that their stock was
largely watered when the company was
reorganised and the six per cen. is_the
dividend on a nominal stock two or three
times as great as the &ctual value of the
building, machinery, etc. If there is not
something of that kind to account for the
small dividend, the conclusion is inevita-
ble that Montrcal is not the place for a
sugar refinery. The Halifax company la-
bored under the disadvantage of having
an estal. -lhment far too large for the
business i/iey do. The capacity of their
refining is from 400 to 500 barrels a day,

and their sales last year were only 73,000
barrels. We presume that the 73,000
barrels could have been refined more
cheaply in an establishment working to
its fair average capacity. It is very ob-
vious that much of the capital invested in
building and machinery is at best idle,
and that with larger sales, or with a
smaller refinery, the profits would be
larger.

It is
said that the Government intend also to re-
adjust the electoral districts in' this Pro-
vince, where some inequalities of repre-
sentation are very glaring. There will be
room, however, to suspect that the Govern-
ment, in making such sweeping changes in
this Province as are said to be contemplat-
ed, are not actuated by an honest desire to
carry out as fully as may be the principles
of rep. by pop., if the glaring inequalities
in the other Provinces are not removed. A
telegram to the Telegraph says :—

Tt is proposed that the County of Resti-
gouche shall be extended eastward, so as to
include the Parish of Beresford and a portion
of Gloucester county, west of the line of the
Intercolonial Railway. This will increase
the population of Restigouche from 7,058 to
over 12,000. To the remaining portion of
Gloucester will be added the Parish of
Alnwick from Northumberland and Glou-
cester will then have a population of 20,000
and Northumberland 23,000. The parish of,
Hardwick will be taken from Northumber-
land and added to Kent, leaving the popu-
lation of the first named county at 21,000.
From Kent will be taken the parish of
Dundas, which, added to Westmoreland,
making the population of the latter county
43,000. The parishes of Elgin and Alma,
now in Albert, will be added to St. John
and the remaining portion of Albert incor-
porated with Westmoreland, which will
then be divided into two constituencies, in
one of which, the French speaking popula-
tion will probably have a majority.

The parishes of Clarendon, Lepreaux and
Pennfield from Charlotte, will be added to
the east end of St. John County, which will
then be shaped something like a bark canoe.
A portion of the parish of Westfield, from
Kings, will also be added to 8t. John, and
the City and County will then have a popu-
lation of 60,000 or 20,000, to each member.
The parish of Havelock, now in Kings, will
be added to Queens, which will then have a
population of 18,000, against 14,017 as at
present. The Counties of - York and  Sun-
bury will be united and formed into two
constituencies, with the St. John River as
the dividing line. The parishes of Kent
and Wicklow, now forming part of Carleton,
‘will be added to Victoria, which will then
have a population of about 19,000. It is
claimed that these changes will not mater-
ially alter the political or national complex-
ion of any of the counties, except that a
French constituency will be formed out*of
& part of Westmoreland.

It seems scarcely credible that some of
these changes will be made. St. John
would by them be elongated to a ridiculous
extent. Even if Carleton and the Parishes
West of the River St. John named in the
telegram were made a distinct electoral dis-
triet, and the right of the city to elect a
member of its own were extinguished, the
readjustment would still be absurd.
