to-morrow morning. The Little Miami 
division of the Pittsburg, Cincionati & St. 
Louis, and all the roads south of the Ohio 
river, remain intact and are likely to con- 
tinue to do so. All the Mill Creek Valley 
for miles north from the Ohio is a broad 
sea. In this city, from Pearl street down 
to the river front, the greatest activity and 
excitement prevails. The fire depariment 
is pumping out cellars, trying to enable 
merchants to save their goods. The river 
this morning invaded a house adjacent to 
the suspension bridge where unslacked lime 
was stored along with quantities of rosin. 
The heat from the lime set the rosin oa 
fire, and the fire department has been work- 
ing at this fire all day. Jt continues obsti- 
nate, but is not violent. 

On Walnut street up to Fourth street, 
the entire sidewalks are covered with pack- 
ages of sugar and groceries which have 
been hastily removed from the cellars, and 
the work of removal continnues to-night, as 
rapidly as men can accomplish it. The 
damage to goods in cellars on Pearl street 
is much feared. The Cincinnati stock 
yards are flooded and stock trains cannot 
move in any direction. All business will 
be suspended until after the danger is pass— 

At half-past eight to-night it was ex- 
pected every minute that the gas light would 
be extinguished, and ohly a few inches 
more of rise would bring about that result. 
The belief is now that it will not etop under 
sixty-three feet, which will make the great- 
est rise on record. 
A later despatch said that at nine o‘clock 

the gas works were flooded and only enough 
gas was left to last through the night. The 
pressure is so weak that the gas will not 
burn in many places. The water supply is 
also in danger and only one engine at 
pumping works is able to work. Its capacity 
at last trial was ten million gallors per day, 
while the daily consumption®is sixteen mil- 
lions. It will require a rise of four feet 
more to disable this engine. The coal fleets 
are believed to be safe and they are guarded 
by steamers ready to render assistance if 
the lines part, but if the wind rises it is not 
thought that any can be saved. The weather 
is still warm and the snow is melting with 
occasional light rains. i 
Excitement here to-night continues. The 

stage of the water is taken every half-hour 
and is bulletined at newspaper offices. 
Crowds are seen going to the water’s edge, 
where the workmen are busy in removiog 
goods. In some of the churches to-night 
no service were held on account of the 
failure of gas light. 

LouisviLLe, Ky., Feb. 12.—The highest 
point of the flood of February, 1882, was 
reached this afternoon, and is passed now. 
There is more than 86 feet of water on the 
falls and 64 feet in the .channel at the foot 
of the falls, which is but two feet below the 
great December flood of 1847. The water 
is rising slowly, and a great tide from the 
Kentucky river isto be added. Honses 
along the river front are vacated, and the 
drift is damaging them seriously. Fourth 
street is closed from Main street to the 
river. Every bullding in Shippingport has 
from three to eight feet of water on the 
floor. The cement mills, the principal in- 
dustry there, are submerged. Nine squares 
in Portland are at the merey of the water 
and business is at an end. Houses on the 
river front will have water on the second 
floors before morning. It is estimated that 
at Shippingport and Portland 1800 persons 
are homeless. Most of them are poor and 
great suffering exists. Losses aggregate 
$60,000. In the city proper heavy damage 
will be done by the stoppage of work in the 
factories and 2,000 men have been thrown 
out of employment.

No bodies have been recover- 
ed. The names of the members of Coup’s 
circus reported missing are Harry Cardoni, 
of England; Miss Fanny Reind, of New 
York, Wm. F. Frinklin and Wm. C. Mat- 
thews, of St. Louis. The baggage master 
says, he is sure at least 50 people were 
thrown into the water. It now appears 
certain that the disaster was caused by the 
breaking of the great sewer. Twenty-five 
feet of one end of the freight depot and half 
of the passenger depot are gone, the water 
being separated at the portion thetween the 
waiting room and ticket office. Books, 
tickets, #afe, etc., were gone in an instant. 
LouisviLLe, Ky., Feb. 18.—The river 

continued to rise slowly all day and is now 
about 664 feet. The rise is now an inch 
above the flood of 1847 aad but 8 inches 
below that of 1832. On the point where 
the Cisaster occurred last night, the flood 
extends aver a space of over a quarter of a 
mile wide and more than a mile long.. Over 
257 houses either are under water or floating 
about. Those known to be lost are John 
Finch and son, George.

INCREASED Pav.—The increases recently 
made in the pay of the employes of the L C. 
Railway extend, we understand, to nearly 
all classes, aud are general over the whole 
line. The mechanics whose pay had been: 
previously increased, do not come in for 
additional favors now and the same rule 
seems to have been generally applied to 

clerks and officials of various grades. 

Trackmen, porters and laborers get 5 cents 
a day additional, section foremen 10 cents, 
station agents and operators about $50 a 
year, and ® number of clerks about the 
same. For conductors and brakesmen a 
new scale has been gdopted, which gives 
them a considerable increase and greater 
advantages from continued service. It may 
be added that the pay of the laboring classes 
was not reduced in ’79, when retrenchment 
was the order of the day, and the salaries of 
the better paid officials greatly cut down, 
80 that any increase now is an increase on 
the best wages heretofore paid to that class.
