The Marine and Fisheries Department
at Ottawa, notwithstanding the number
of its high salaried officials, it seems does
not possess one of intelligence sufficient
to enable him to distinguish between a
shad and an alewive. The department,
it appears, arrived at the conclusion that
the millions of dead fish found floating
on Lake Ontario were young shad hatched
in Seth Green’s fish breeding establish-
ment at Rechester, N. Y., and which,
being & sea fish, could not live .in the
lake. Representations wére about being
made to the United 'States Government
respecting the matter, when Seth Green
and other scientific authorities came to
the front and exploded the shad theory.
The fish, it appears, are alewives, which
only experts can distinguish from young
shad. As to the causes 6f the great mor-
tality amongst these fish Mr. Green says :

¢« The alewives are great breeders ; they
cast their spawn in shallow water and
hatch in about three days. Now it's easy
enough to explain why these fish die in
such large numbers. When they get to
be two or three years old they form in
schools and feed on the surface of the
water. A moderate sized school will
cover three or four acres. They feed on
the small animalcules on the top of the
water —little water insects. They feed
just like a herd of buffaloes on' the prai-
rie. Of course the strong fish lead the
school, the weaker ones follow, and the
weakest bring up the rear. The strong
fish ahead clear the surface of insects and
the weak fish are unable to get any food.
When they get too weak, from lack of
food, to follow the school any longer they
fall behind and die.”

At Wednesday's meeting of the Com-
mon Council Ald. Jordan called attention
for about the twentieth time to the in-
tolerable stench that pervades portions of
Sydney Werd,-owing to the choking up
of a sewer, which prevents the escape of
refuse from the gas works into the har-
bour. The evil is a long standing one,
and it is a disgrace to the city that steps
have not before this been taken to remedy
it. The effect on the health of those liv-
ing in the neighborhood and who are
compelled day after day, in their homes
as well as on the streets to inhale the
poisonous gases emanating from this
sewer must be very injurious. It was
thought when the gas company were in-
duced to put down a sewer to carry away
the waste matter from their works, which
previously was allowed to enter the public
sewer, that there would no longer be any
cause of complaint, but latterly, either
because of the unsufficiency of this sewer,
or for some other reason, the nuisance,
instead of decreasing, has become very
much worse. It is to be hoped now that
attention has again been called to the
matter and that medical and other au-
thorities are showing the necessity of a
thorough cleansing of the city in view of
the possible appearance here of a disease
which is devastating some of the cities of
Europe, that prompt measures will be
taken to abate the nuisance,
