~ Imperial Parliament.

The British Parliament opened ~on
Tuesday last. The Qneen’s Speech,
judging from the telegraphic summary re-
ceived, is mot a very interesting docu-
ment. After announcing the continuance
of friendly relations with all foreign
powers, it enumerates the diplomatic per-
formances of the Government during the
recess as follows : —

¢ Correspondence with France relative
to Madagascar has so terminated- as to
confirm the cordial understanding between
the ‘two countries. In conjunction with
the President of the United States a com-
mission has been appointed, and is now
sitting in Paris; to discuss theregulation
of the Newfoundland fisheries. An agree-
ment with Portugal regarding Cengo and
adjacent territory has been formed. . Di-
plomatic relations with Mexico are ina
fair way of being soon resumed. A treaty
of commerce with Turkey is under dis-
cussion. A commercial agreement with
Spain ha® been signed and awaits the ac
tion of the Cortes. The revision of the
commercial treaty with Japan is nearly
completed, and a treaty of commerce and
friendship with Corea has been formed.”

As to the legislation during the coming
session it is promised that : —

‘“The aim will be to secure a greater
cfficiency of administration and the en-
largement of the powers of ratepayers,
including the regulation of the traffic in
intoxicating liquurs. A plan ¥iil be im-
posed for the extension of municipal gov-
ernment to the whole metropoiis, znad
bills relating to the security of life and
property at sea, the repression of corrup
tiok at elections, . the promotiyn
of education and morality, wifl be intro-
duced.” .

When the House of Comnions resumed
ita sitting after the delivery of the speech
from the throne, Mr. Gladstone gave no-
tice that the Franchise Bill * for the
United Kingdom” would be introduced
on Friday.

In the debate on the Address an extra-
ordinary, and, it is said, unprecedented
incident occurred.

Nobody rising, the Speaker put
the question, and the amendment was re-
jectud by a vote of 77 to 20. - This resuit
was unexpected, Bnd is sure to lead 'to
trouble, as it was the Government’s duty
to hiave somebody ready to reply and allow
the debate to be continned. The collapse
of the debate on Mr. Bourke's amend-
ment has placed the Conservatives in a
paiufully ridiculous position. Uader the
usual arrangeément between the Govern-
ment and Oppositivn whips, the speakers
were to coatinue successive debate until
Friday, when a division was to take place,
the Conservatives expecting that the dis-
aster to Baker Pacha’s troops would con-
tribute to the defeat of the Government.

¢ Baron de Worms, who was the last
Conservative speaker, asked Lord Ed-
mund Fitzmaurice, under secretary for
.hs foreign department, to continue the
debate for the Government, but elicited
no reply. The amendment would have
been negatived without a division if Sir
Statford Northcote had not challenged
the division. The Speaker allowed the
Counservatives a long time to marshal
their forces, but they could collect only 20
members. The incident is unprecedented
in the history of Parliament.: -

Thé Conservatives accuse the Govern-
ment of trickgry.
