nah line, which left Boston at three o’-

breaking up. It is reported about 100 
lives are lost, but the number may be re- 
duced when further particulars are ascer- 
tained. The following is Captain 
Wright's statement regarding the loss 
of the steamer: The. City of Columbus 
left Boston at three p. m., Thursday, car- 
rying 80 passengers and a crew of 45. 
At 345 a. m. on Friday, Gay Head light 
was bearing south half east, and the ves 
sel struck outside the Devil's Bridge 
Buoy. The wind was blowing a gale 
west by north, and the vessel lmmediate- 
ly filed and keeled over. The water 
broke in and flooded the port side of the 
saloon. 

All of the passengers escaped, and a 
few womon and children came on deck, 
nearly all wearing life preservers. 

All of the boats were cleared away, but 
they were immediately sw: mpe d and the 

overboard. Seven passengers left the 
vessel, on a life raft and about forty took 
to the rigging. 
At 4.30 o'clock a, m., the Gay Head 

life boat put off and took seven persons. 
Another life boat put off between 12 and 
1 o'clock. The revenue cutter Dexter 
came along about 12.30 o'clock and sent 
off two boats. Twenty-one persons, 
one of whom was dead, were 
placed on board the Dexter, and after all 
the persons were taken from the vessel 
the Dexter proceeded to New Bedford. 
Three persons died after going aboard 
the Dexter. Among the names of the 
saved are: 8. E. Wright, Captain, aud 
John White of Prince Edward Island, 
The total number of persons saved is 

23. Five dead bodies have been recov- 
ered and 110 souls are unaccounted fcr. 
Seventeen of the saved and four of the 
dead were brought here and six are sup- 
posed to be living and one dead at Gay 
Head. The names of those at the latter 
place known are John Holmes, fireman;

* BosToN, Mass., Jan. 20.—About 40 bodies 
of those who perished in the wrecked 
steamer City of Columbus have been found 
up to to-night and active search is being 
made. 

The following is an additional statement 
of Capt. Wright of the wrecked steamer: 
“Passed Nobska light at 1.15; 10 minutes 
later gave orders to lay her course west- 
southwest and went to room, sitting down 
on the floor with my back against the 
steam heater; think I may have been there 
20 minutes; Quartermaster McDonald being 
at the wheel; heard some one say port; I 
immediately rushed into the pilot house, 
saying hard a port; before seeing where I 
was or what was the cause of changing the 
course, the steamer struck, and in about 
twenty minutes sank, it being then about 
4 o'clock. When I went into my room I 
Taid the course directly out of the Sound, 
and following these directions, I can't see 
how he should have passed nearer than two 
miles from the buoy.” 
The second mate has been reported as one 

of the men on the life raft and it so he un- 
doubtedly perished. 
A comparison of the times mentioned 

by Capt. Wright will show that, if correct, 
he must have slept at least two hours in- 
stead of twenty minutes and his order
