The Toronto Globe has published a se- 

ries of reports on the state of our manu- 

factures, made by gentlemen sent express- 

ly to make careful enquiries in the manu- 

facturing cities and towns, which confirm 

what has been said in so many quarters of 

the failure of the N. P. There are new 

factories, but the greater part of the capi- 

tal invested in them lies: waste. Very 

few factories of any kind were found fully 

employéd. Several were running but 

three-fourths or two-thirds time. In 

many the number of hands employed 

was but a third or a half of the number 

that could work in the factory. In the 

older factories the number of hands em- 

ployed is smaller than it was in 1878, and 

not a few which in 1878 were prosperous 

are closed to-day. Retributive justice 

has overtaken the advocates of the N. P. 

very speedily. Men who, beginning with 

nothing but their industry and skill, had 

become owners of factories and accumu- 

lated handsome fortunes, were captivated 

by the prospeet of making money more 

rapidly by being enabled to charge higher 

prices. In their great greed they became 

blind, not only to the truth that what 

they expected was to rob the public by 

the help of law, but also to the fact that 

the cost of their raw materials would, in 

many cases, be 80 increased as to reduce 
their vapectod profits groatly, and thet in 

a short time the home competition would 

be increased. They imaginad, no doubt, 

that they could guard against that, and 

they have tried to do so, the stove makers, 

and perhaps others, binding themselves 

by oath not to sell below the prices agreed 

upon. But high prices mean diminished 

consumption, and increase of taxation 

means a lessening of the power:to pur 

comes over-production. Thus, netwith- 

standing the high tariff, and the private 

arrangements, and even the brigand oaths, 

the manufacturers who combined to rob 
the public find themselves in many cases 

stripped of the wealth they had acquired 

when they were honest, and in nearly all 

cases overwhelmed with difficulties. The 

number of men employed is not as large 

as it would have been had not the N. P. 

blighted the trade of the country, and 

while the cost of living has increased, 

wages are low ; in many cases lower than 
they were in 1878.

An Irish Martyr. 

At the opening of the new Catholic 

Church at Sarsfield’s Rock, the Archbishop 

of Cashel, in reply to an address, gave a 

brief sketch of the life and sufferings of 

one of his predecessors—the most Rev. 

Dermod O'Hurly, Archbishop of Cashel— 

| who died a martyr’s death in Stephen’s- 

green, Dublin, on the 30th of June, 1584, 

in the reign of the ‘‘ meek and virtuous” 

Queen Elizabeth. His Grace said :— 

The martyred Archbishop Hurley awas 
born in the year 1519 at the village of 
Lycodoon, not far from the site of the pre- 

gent Boher station-house. His father held a 
large farm there, his mother being nearly 
allied by blood to the great family of 
O’Briens of Tomond. He very likely made 
his early studies in the city of Limerick; but, 
at all events, at a more advanced period of 
his career, we find honorable mention of 
him in the Universities of the Louvain and 

| Paris, where he won his degrees in theology 
and canon law with much distinction. We 
know that he was appointed Archbishop of 
Cashel on the 11th of September, 1581, but 

| are not certain as to the precise date of his 
reaching Ireland after his consecration. It 
may be fairly presumed, however, from cir- 
cumstantial evidence, that he landed near 
the town of Drogheda in the month of Oct. 
1583 He travelled of course, in disguise, 
accompanied by one solitary priest named 
Dillion, who, unfortunately, was arrested 
soon after their landing and cast into prison, 
where he was detained for four months. 1 
am not going to trace for you at any length 
the trials, the troubles and wanderings of our 

[great and good archbishop from the time 
that he first touched on our shores till the 
period of his arrest. Suffice it tosay that he 
managed to elude the vigilance of his pur- 

| su rs for a few days, and that, having tra- 
{ versed the counties of Cavan and Longford, 
he succeeded in reaching the town of Car- 
rick-on-Suir, where he hoped to find a refuge 
in the castle of the Earl of Ormonde. From 
Carrick he-stealthily made his way to the 
then flourishing monastery of Holycross, 
near Thurles, and having administered there 
the holy sacrament of Confirmation, returned 
to Carrick, where he was arrested on the 
double charge of being a Popish bishop snd 
an enemy of her Gracious Majesty the Queen. 
From Carrick he was marched to Kilkenny, 
and thence to Dublin where he was cast into 
the public prison, nine months exactly be- 
fore his trial and execution. During that 
time he had to endure the greatest priva- 
tions, and was finally put to the torture. 
The historian of his life tells us that in order 
to extract-from him, if possible, a confession 
of guilt and an acknowledgment of the 
Queen’s supremacy, he was finally led 
to the prison yard, where bis legs were forced 
into long tin boots filled with oil, butter, 
and other such substances. = They then set 
him in the stocks, his legs projecting at one 
side, where a fire was kindled under them 
While his legs were thus being roasted, the 
agents of the Government questioned him 
as to his alleged treasonable practices, pro- 
mising a free pardon if he would admit the 
supremacy of the Queen. But in vain. He 
bore his sufferings with the most heroic 
constancy, repeating from time to time the 
words, “Jesus, have mercy on me;’ and 
when the red-hot boots were taken off the 
flesh was found melted away and th& bones 
literally laid bare. . He was then led back 
to prison. His trial for treason and recu- 
sancy took place soon after; and having been 
found guilty on the 29th of June, he was 
hung with a straw rope on the morning of 
the 30th of June, on or near the spot where 
the Catholic University now stands in St. 
Stephen’s Green. His remains were after- 
wards decently interred in the adjacent 
Church of 8t. Kevin. Such, my dear friends, 
are the leading features of the life and suf- 
ferings of the sainted ‘Archbishop Hurley, 
who was born and reared not far from this 
spot, and whose Christian heroism has shed 
such a lustre on the Church and diocese of 
which he was so distinguished an ornament. 
But why do I refer to this subject, and say it 
ie appiapriata ta cpeak of and to-day? 
I refer to it for five plain, distinct, and, as I 
believe, weighty reasons. I refer to it, in the 
first place, because it is not in anywise ex- 
pedient, but the coutrary, that the sufferings 
of our fathers in the faith should be either 
unknown here or forgotten. I refer to it 
secoadly because, as this is the third anni- 
versary of Archbishop Hurley's execution, I 
hold it to be both ‘meet and just that we, 
assembled a8 we are in such numbers close 
by the place of his birth and the scenes of 
his boyhood, should pay a passing tribute of 
respect to the holy martyrs memory. I re- 
fer to it thirdly, in striking illustration of 
the fact that constancy and devotedness to 
any good cause, be it sacred or secular; will 
be sure in the long run to be crowned with 
success, besides giving a clear title to the 
lasting gratitude of posterity. I refer to it 
fourthly, in order to prove that the struggle 
in which we are actually engaged for the 
elevation of our country and the recovery of 
pour national rights is an' hereditary one, 
transmitted to us as a deathless inheritance 
from sire to son, and that we must be stead- 
fast and fearless in the fight, prepared for 
every; even the most hazardous, contingency, 
as our ‘martyred fathers in the faith were 
prepared to suffer before us. I refer to'it 
fifthly and finally, to show by contrast how 
much of civil and religious liberty has been 
aequired by Irishmen since the martyrdom 
of Archbishop Hurley, and to impress on all 
whom it may concern that had we this cen- 
tury, unlike those who had gone before, 
ignominiously held our tongues and tamely 
submitted to oppression—bad we not as- 
sumed the air and attitude of freemen rather 
than contentedly settle down as slaves—our 
faith would be banned to-day as it was in 
the days of the martyred Archbishop, and 
ourselves still striving for even that moder- 
ate measure of civil and social equality 
which we now, thank Ged, possess. I shall 
say no more. I thank you once again for

ment. He is an experienced official, hav- 
ing tilled that position in the Macdonald 
ministry which fell when the first Pacific 
scandal was exposed. His administration 
of the office was vigorous‘and able. Mr. 
Murclell is said to deny the soft impeach- 
ment. ‘He is just now in Toronto.

On dit that Hon. Mr, McLslan wants 
to be Minister of Railways, and should 
his ambition be gratified, Peter Mitchell 
will be Minster of Marine and take Sir 
Leonard Tilley's place as New Biuus- 
wick’s representative in the Cabinet, Mr. 
Tilley becoming Lieut.-Governor; Mr. 
Costigan will give way to Mr. Daly as the

That Tilley’s retirement is imminent is

But the 
mau who professed a readiness to go down 
with his own friends in the political ship 
in which they were all sailing, but who 
got away as fast as possible, is not likely 
to be troubled with any feelings that will 
prevent him from keeping his hands in 
the public chest. For the past few days 
a rumor has prevailed that Senator Boyd 
was to be Governor. But this is a mere 
blind. Senator Boyd, or anybody may 
be Governor ; but nubody will be Gover. 
nor but Tilley, if Tilley can take it. 
Some time ago there was quite a 
boom for Mr. Justice Wetmore, but 
those St. John lawyers who were 
anxious that the appointment of a 
Governor should be made from some one 
on the Bench, so as to create a vacancy 
which might advantage them, are not so 
anxious now since it has been made clear 
to them that the first vacany on the Bench 
will be filled by the elevation of Mr. Lan- 
dry. The removal of Tilley from politics 
is now anxiously looked for by many on 
his own side, the men who have been long 
waiting for the spoils. There are quite a 
number of men who, by reason of their 
failare to carry on business successfully 
for themselves, are now qualified to enter 
the public service. These grow more im- 
patient day by day. They curse Tilley’s 
co ice, and thunder at his timidity. 
As soon as he gets out of the way nothing 
will stand between several public servants 
and superannuation.

meteorological phenomena, direction of 
currents, rise and fall of tides, density 

and movement of ice, etc. The result of 

these observations will show whether or 

not Hudson's Bay is ever to become an 

outlet to Europe for the wheat crop of 
the North West.

The corner stone of anew custom house 
and post office at Truro, N. S., was laid a 
few days ago with ‘ imposing” masonic 

ceremonies.

an occasion. Sir Hector Langevin, Min 

ister of Public Works, who was by some 

held responsible for this outrage on the 

feelings of so large a portion of the peo 

ple, has written to the Montreal Post that 
the ceremony was performed ** without 

the sanction” of himself or his colleagues 
in the Government. The explanation or 

apology does mot go quite far enough. 
Sir Hector and the other Catholics in the 
Government should be able to show that 

the ceremony took place without their 

knowledge, and, until they do this, they 

must be held to share with their Orange 
and other colicagues the odium of the 

transaction. 

Since the above was written we have 

seen a copy of Sir Hector’s note to the 

Post. In this he does say that the cere- 

mony took place without the knowledge 
of the Government, which, when applied 

to on other occasions, has, he says, “al. 

ways refused its consent to any ceremony 
which would wound the susceptibilities 
or belief of any religious denomination, 
or body, or race in Canada.” 

The clique in Gloucester County and 
their supporters in others of the northern 
counties are determined, if possible, to 
bring about the dismissal of Sheriff Dou- 
cett. Mr. Robert Young, ex-M. E. C., 
has been selected as the instrument of 
their vengeance. Notwithstanding the 
failure of the criminal proceedings before 
Stipendiary Magistrate McLauchlan, at 
Bathurst, some time ago, Mr. Young has 
been induced by the Sherif's persecutors 
to take the matter up, and Mr. Doucett 
has been summoned to appear before him 
at Caraquet to answer the old charge of 
abstracting letters from the post office at 
Shippegan. Itis not possible that, under 
all the circumstances, the proceedings can 
succeed. The only effoct will be to in- 
crease the number of Sheriff Doucett’s 
sympathisers and to expose more fully 
than has already been done the malignant 
spirit which animates the parties to this 
and the previous prosecutions. 

The Chinese Minister to the United 

States recently visited his countrymen in 

New York, and at a reception tendered 

him made a speech in which he gave 

some statistics which would seem to prove 

that the ‘‘ heathen Chinee,” undesirable 

as his presence is to the vast majority of 

other nationalities in the States, and in 

the Dominion as well, is not, after all, so 

bad as he is represented to be. The 

minister said :— 
‘I find in conversing with the magis- 

trates here that you have a good records) 
Of the 10,000 Chinamen in New Yorke 
and its neighborhood not one has been 
arrested for drunkenness, for pauperism, 
or for being a nuisance, and in ten years 
only eight have made themselves amen- 
able to the law for misconduct, and in 
these cases five were guilty from igno- 
rance rather than from evil intent.” 

The Mentreal Witness is of opinion 
that the decision in the Ontario boundary 
award case will eventually result in the 
dissolution of the Union. It says :— 
‘ Ontario's advantages as to climate, 

fertility of soil, latitude and neighborhood 
with wealthy States south, are such as to 
make it certain that her population will 
be much more depsé in proportion to her 
area than that of any other Province. It 
is probable, therefore, that she will always 
be far the most powertul Province in the 
Dominion. The great danger will be that 
her predominant political power will be 
fatal to the good-will which should unite 
and can only unite the provinces, and, 
therefore, to the unity of the Dominion.

"The best authorities, 
ancient and modern, are of opinion, says 
His Eminence, that the date of the Bless- 
ed Virgin's Nativity cannot be definitely 
fixed, while the celebration of the centen- 
ary would be a novelty in the Church, pre- 
vious centenaries not having been observ- 
ed. We may add that, according to the 
best conclusions of modern criticism, the 
latest date that can be assigned to the 
birth of our Lord is the year 4 B. 0. So 
that, if the Blessed Virgin was, as one tra-

“I promise and swear that I will keep a brother's 

secrets as my own, when com nitted to me as such, 
—murder or treason not excepted,—and that I wii 
apprise him of all approaching dager, so far as it 
shal: come to my knowledge.” “Tuat 1 will obey al 
regular signs, summonses, or tokens given, handed, 
sent or thrown to me from the hand of » brother 
Master Mason, or from the body of a jnst aud lawfuliy 
constiiuted Lodge, provided it be within the ienztn 
of my cuble-tow. That ifany putof my ova hbd 
omitted, I hold myse'f amendable thersto, whenever 
informed, binding myseif under no less pesally tua 
to have my body severel in two, my bowe's burnt t 
ashes, and the ashes scattered to Lhe four winds, thal 
there might not be the least track or trace or remem 
brasce remain among men, of 80 vile and perjirei a 
wretch as [ shou'd be, were I ever to prove wilfuliy 
guilty of violating Bny part of this, my solemn cath 
or obligation as a Master Mason,” 

And the oath 8f a Royal Arch Mason : 
‘I swear to assist a Royal Arch Mason when in any 

difficulty, and to extricate him from the same 
whether right or wrouy, under penaity of having my 
skull smote off, and the brains exposed to the scorch- 
ing rays of the hurning sun 

Further it is declared that— 
The Master Mason’s vows of *' Chastity’! are con- 

fined to the wife, daughter, sister, or mother of a 
Master Mascn, knowing them to be such, while he 
may be a libertine with all beside. . 

The writer characterizes as ‘‘ audacious 
and preposterous” the *‘ pretensions of 

this huge and moustrous swindle,” and 

{juotes approvingly from the letter of an- 

other rev, gentleman who calls Freema- 

sonry ‘‘ that foul system of iniquity, one 

of the worst in Christendom,” and prays 
that the time may soon arrive when “not 

a Freemason can be admitted to a Baptist 
Church anywhere.” 

Freemasonry and the Holy 
Inquisition. 

The following is a slightly summarized 
form of the instruction issued’'by Cardinal 
Monaco on behalf of the Inquisition to the 
Bishops of the Catholic world on the recent 
Papal Bull on Fre¢masonry : 
In order to avert ‘the grave evils with 

which the Masonic sects ere inflicting the 
Church and Society, our Holy Kather the 
Pope has recently addressed to all Bishops 
the Encyclical letter Humanum Genus. In 
it he has exposed the doctrines, the aims, 
and the designs of these sects, and has de- 
clared the care taken by the Papacy for the 
deliverance of the human family from the 
pest. His Holiness then lays his censure 
upon the sects, and instructs the faithful 
how they are to be met and conquered. 
And, as he hopes for success from the unani- 
mous efforts, the counsels, and the labours 
of all the Pastors of the Church, he has 
charged the Holy Inquisition to propose to 
them those measures which are most timely 
and most efficacious. In virtue of the man- 
date of the Sovereign Pontiff, the Cardinals 
who exercise with me the functions of 
General Inquisitors have thought well to 
give to all Bishops and other Ordinaries the 
following instruction :— 

1. Tne most clement Pontiff, following in 
the footsteps of Our Saviour, Who came not 
to call the righteous but sinners to repen- 

| tance, calls with his fatherly voice all mem- 
bers of the condemned sects to return to the 
bosom of the Divine mercy. To this end 
he has suspended for a year the obligation 
of denouncing the secret leaders of societies, 
and has also suspended the reserve of the 
censures, granting the power of absolution 
to all confessors approved by the Ordinaries. 
The pastors of souls will therefore announce 
this generosity, and would do well to hold 
services for the exhortation of their flocks 
on these points. . 

2. His Holiness ‘desires that the Encycli- 
cal should have the greatest possible pub- 
ncmy. To tnis end the zeal of the clergy 
should be excited, and all those to whom 
God has given tae power of speech or of the 
pen, all those who are educators of youth 
and teachers of the sacred truths, should be 
called upon to denounce secret societies and 
to aid in reclaiming their members. 

3. So that there may be no error as to 
which of the societies are under censure and 
which are simply forbidden, let it be cer- 
tainly known that Freemasonry and the 
other sects mentioned with it in the Pon- 
tifical constitution, Apostolicze Sedis, as well 
as those sects which threaten the Church 
and legitimate authority, whether with or 
without the secrecy of an oath, are under 
excommunication; late sententize. 

4. Besides these there are other societies 
which are to be avoided under pain of mor- 
tal sin. Buch are any that bind their mem- 
bers by a secret, and exact from them obe- 
dience without reserve. The faithful should 
also beware of certain societies. which are 
doubtful and open to suspicion, whether on 
account of their doctrines, their actions, or 
the principles of their chiefs. ~The minis- 
ters of religion should be especially careful 
in - guarding their flocks against the ap- 
parently harmless snares of sects of this 
description. 

5. The clergy will do good service by 
adding to the usual routine of public in- 
struction those methods which are useful 
for the special defence of Catholic truth and 
‘or the defeat of the errors pointed out in 
the Encyclical. 

6. Very young people, and poor artisans 
and workmen, are to be protected with par- 
ticular care. The young should be guarded 
in their first years, in the house as well as 
in the church and in the school. Clubs and 
religious societies will be among the best 
means of their safety. 

7. Moreover, fathers of families should 

greater power in protecting their children 
and in helping their eternal salvation. { 

8. With regard to the labouring class, | 
the old colleges and guilds of artisans should | 
be imitated. Not enly should societies be | 
formed with a religious object, but such 
should be made the instruments of mutual 
assistance in temporal troubles. Over these 

the clergy should watch with counsel and 
protection. | 

9. Ministers of religion should give special 
countenance to the admirable “Society of 
Prayers and Good Works’ which is prosper- | 
ing in so many places. Among the forms | 
of prayer to be used by such associations, 
Bishops will make a particular recommend- 
ation of the Rosary, prescribed as it has been 
by our Holy Father. Among works of piety 
and preference is to be given to that of the 
Third Order of St. Francis, and that of St 
Vincent de Paul, or the Children of Mary. 

10. Finally, it would be well, wherever | 
possible, to establish Catholic academies for | 
holding assemblies or congresses of the | 
chosen men of several districts; priests should | 
not omit to attend such meetings, and to aid | 
them with their advicef in the choice of| 
measures most useful to the interests of re- 
ligion and to the public good. Those per- 
sous, furthermore, who by their literary work 
have acquired influence in the Cause of God 
and the Church should do their best to up- 
root the errors and calumnies which spring 
up day by day, and for this end should also 
associate together under the direction of the 
Bishops. Such a union of forces could not 
but do much to redeem society and restore 
it to a Christian liberty. 

11. The end proposed by us to-day will 
not be gained without union. Archbishops 
must consult with their suffragans how best 
to answer to the appeal of the Supreme 
Pastor. It is his Holiness's wish, and the 
wish of this Congregation, that each of them, 
without delay, and every time that he shall 
make a report on the state of dioceses, shall 

not-omit to mention what he bas effected 
in his own person or in union with his col- 
leagues, towards the end in view.
