Union with Canada, or, as it used to be 
calied, annexation of Canada to the United 

| States, is a subject always up for disussion. 
Once upon a time, and that not so long ago, 

| the newspapers and periodicals-on this side 
of the imaginary dividing line held almost a 

| monopoly of the subject, while at present | 
|it is the Canadians who seem, and doubtless | 
are, most interested. Ard naturally so, for | 
they are the parties chiefly concerned. A | 

| change will affect them very much indeed, | 
while union to citizens of this country would | 

| have pretty nearly the same meaning as the | 
| admission of so many Territories as States. 

After the War of Independence the United | 
States felt as if the Republic ‘was not com- 
plete without Canada. After: the war of 
1812-14, while Canada was considered 

| thoroughly British anf consequently anti- 
American, advanced patriots were an xious | 
for its annexation. The Canadian rebellion 
of 1837, and the irritating events connected 

| with it, also ripened the feeling into action, | 
and war would have resulted only that the 

| common sense of American statesmen proved 
| stronger than the Chauvinism of irrespon- | 
| sible pactiots. England's treachery during 
| the late war brought the annexation idea to | 
| the front oncc more, and two Fenian raids | 
| were the punishment inflicted on Canada for 
| the active Southern sympathies of its rulers. 
Thus, from the Declaration of Independence 
in 1776 till the second of the Fenian raids 

{in 1870, events of more or less gravity tran- 
spired periodically to produce a state of 

{ friction between the Uunited States and | 
Canada, and cause the latter to indignantly | 
protest against the idea of a union, especially 
of a union by force. And there is no ques- 
tion but a feelling of loyaity to England had 
something to do with hostility to the neigh- 
boring republic. = A war between America 
and Great Britain was seldom off the tapis, 
and as those having a say in in the news- 
papers and in public affairs were pro-British, 
or pretended to be so, they set the fashion of 
dislike to the “Yankees.” 

Since 1873 a vast change has taken place 
in Canadian sentiment, particularly as it 
affects this country. . The Conservative, or 
ultra-leyal party, was ground to the dust at 
the polls that year, and a'though it has since 
returned to power, it has been on a tariff 

| increase which ‘militates against England 
more than against the, United States. In- 
leed, the chief organ of the Conservatives— 
the Toronto Mail— used the following words 
in answer to a Joyal whine on the tarriff: 
‘It the tariff changes discriminate against 
England so much the worse for England.” 
Since 1873, also, Americans have become 
indifferent on the annexation question, 
which, in itself, is sufficient to make Canada 
feel hurt, as it were, and like the ladies in 
Ismail inquire with some interest, if not 
solicitnde, “When will this annexation 
begin ?” g 
Canada was at one time thought necessary 

to the existence of this* Republic. “It was 
feared it would form a base of Operations for 
England. That fear is no longer enter 
tained. All the might and majesty of Eng- 
land concentrated on the Canadian frontier, 
and looking in this direction, with sword in 
hand. and’ eyes aflame, would only make 
Americans smile. Then, again, the people 
of the United States - have such immense 
téritory at their disposal that they can 
afford to do without an increase for @ century 
at least. When they were restive as regards 
the West, they.seized hold of a mightier 
country than Canada is ever destined to bé- 
come.  1tis Canada:mow, therefore, ‘which 
taliks about union with the United States, 
The question is with Canadiansa liviag 
issue, ‘which: will not down at the bidding of 
the potent voice. ‘They consider thion as 
their inevitable destiny. Many of the old 
organs of public ‘opinion are for Indepen- 
dence or Union, while, almost without ex~ 
ception. every new paper called into exis- 
tence at once proclaims itself Opposed to 
British connection. The best and migst 
enterprising newspapers in Canada call for a 
trial first of Independence, and, if thas fail, 
then for Union with the States. There are, 
the Toronto Morning News, Morning’ World 
and Evening Telegram; those papers thatd 
would not discredit New York journalism, 
all for Independence, which is merely 
another word. for Upion, There is the 
Montreal Sidr, the paper in Canada claiming 
the largest circulation; the Montreal Post, 
organ. of the Irish Catholics of the Dominion; 
the Quebec Telegram, the Ottawa Sun; St. 

| Catherine News, all daily papers of influence, 
avoring the same -idea. In fact, the two 
papers. of Canada of importance that do not 
countenance Union are the. Globe and Mul, 
organs respectively of the two contending 
political: parties. If, however, you go to 
each member. of the editorial staffs of those 
journals and ‘inquire of him, “What is 
Canada’s futute 7” he will answer without 
hesitation; “Independence first, perhaps; 
ultimately and certainly Union. with the 
States,” and he will probably add it isa con= 
summation most devoutly to be wished for. 
And so with the vast majority of all publie 
men, such as members of Parliament, 
mayors, aldermen, reeves and even senators, 
though, it must be admitted, some of them 
are outrageously flambuoyant in theirloyalty 
on the public platform. This is, however, 
but showing a decent respect for the law/as 
it stands, and for the Queen, Governot: 
General and powers that” be—that sort af 
respect manifested by the Fathers of the Re- 
public before they signed the Declaration of 
Independence, Still.a number of Canada’s 
most distinguished men have expressed 
themselves in public with no uncertain 
sound. SirJohn Rose, now at the head of a 
large financial house, Sir A. T. Galt, late 
Canada High Commissioner to England, 
Sir Richard Cartwright, ex-Finance Minister; 

Hon. Lucius Seth Huntingdon, ex-Cabinet 
Minister; Hon. William Macdougall, ex-Ca- 
binet Minister; all these prominent men, 
belonging to. both parties, have expressed 
themselves in public as opposed lo British 
connection. Let an intelligent, unaggressive 
American make a tour of the Dominion next 
month, leaving the Province of Quebec out 
of his programme, and I say, without fear of 
contradic.ion, he will find nine out of every 
ten C.nadians either for Independence or 
Union with the United States. 
If it be asked why they are for a change, 

the answer is sufficiently easy and simple. | 
They are of opinion they would be better off 
as American citizens than as British sub- 
jects. ‘There is nothinz of sentiment con- 
nected with the matle:. - As regards his 
government, or Tather his numerous govern- 
ments, the Ganadian has no reason to com- 
plain. Hele just as free, and his rights ate 
as strictly guarded, as if he lived in Obio. 
Perhaps move. His grievances are real, 
practical, and affect the inne most reces 

{of it home to their friends.

vincial railroads in favor of the great Cana

dian Pacific Railroad monopoly. The 

Maritime Provinces are discontented because 

they are decaying under Confederation, 

while democratic Ontario, the most prosper- 

ous of the Provinces, is American already, 

in feeling, in principles, and in literatare— 

if I may say sO. 

The operating against Union, though pos- 

sessing more glitter than force, are still 

worthy of respectful consideration. There 

is first the element surrounding the Gover- 

nor-General. The Canadian aristocracy are 

almost as servile in their imitation of things 
English as aie our own here in New York, 
and have almost as profound a respect for 

titles, To them the noble Marquis is a god 

moving in the clouds, while his aides de camp 

aredemigods. They are the centre of circles; 
|'they dictate the laws of fashion; they 
represent mysterious royaltry. When the 
rustic aristocracy go to Ottawa to attend the 

annual ball and reception they drink in 

loyalty at the fountain head, and take some 
f They were 

jubilant at Beaconsficld’s attempt to impose 
a monarchy on Canada, though fearing the 
people would not show such nonsense. The 
influence of this class of people is fading 
away in proportion as the intelligénce of the 

masses increases. 
A more powerful’ enemy of Union with 

the States are the Conservatives of Quebec, 
a large and compact body supported by the 
Catholic hierarchy and clergy. The motto 
of this body is «Our language, our religion, 
and our laws.” They fear that annexation 
would mean absorption, as in the case of 
Louisiana, and the abolition of the French 
language, which is now recognizzd by law. 
They have forty-seven members to represent 
them in the Canadian Parliament out of a 
total of two hundred and six, and hold the 
balance of powor. Their compactness, 
however, may prove their weakness as well 
as theirstrength. Ontario complains loudly 
against their influence in the Dominion, and 
the other Provinces are following suit. A 
Union of the: Provinces against Quebec 
would hasten annexation to the States. 
Quebec would have to go with the others, 
éven against her will, as sue could not stand 
alone. . Itis in this direction Canadian 
events are tending. 
The views of Americans on the question 

are well known in Canadaand appreciated. 
The intelligent advice from this side to 
Canadians is to try Indepeadence first and 
see how a Canadian Republic would work. 
If it did not work well they would be always 
welcome as three or four States in the Great 
Republic. That the transition from dis- 
contented subjects of a British monarch to 
American citizens is both easy and natural, 
is a fact well attested in history. 

What Greely Accomplished. 

ARCTIC EXPLORATION ROBBED OF ITS DANGERS 

AND TERRORS. 

WasHiNgToN, D. C., July 22.—Gen. Hazen 
furnished the following statement with re 
gard to the work and experience of Lieut. 
Greely’s party at Lady Franklin bay : 
«The work done by the Gree'y expedi- 

tion far surpasses in importance, complete- 
ness and scope that done by any other on 
record. It has shown the fallacy of the old 
belief that fatal diseases, especially scurvey, 
were necessarily incident to Arctic life, and 
that life there was constantly menaced by 
great cold. Tt has shown that with discip- 
line, suitable clothing, proper and abundant 
food, and a good, suitably warmed house, 
men can live there in perfect health and 
comfort for a considerable period of time. 
This fact is corroborated by Lieut. Ray's ex- 
perience at Point Barrow, where in two 
years he never had a man on sick. report, 
and pronounced’ service more safe there 
than in Florida. Lieut. Greely literally ac- 
complished everything he was sent to do in 
the two years at Lady Franklin Bay, main- 
taining - pioper discipline, without .more 
serious fiosting or discomfort than is ex- 
perienced every winter in Dakota, without 
serious illness or discomfort of any member 
of his party, bringing them all safely and 
well, With ajl his records and instruments 
for final comparison, to the point where his 
regponsibility ended. It has also solved the 
question of arctic exploration of the future, 
and wilh the additional precaution of judi-4 
ciously locating suitable depots. with 
houses, the party never passing beyond, 
natil this is done, arctic explorations will 
be robbed of its dangers and apprehensions.”

railways the steamers of the International 
Line have long enjoyed the monopoly of 

the United States, in such articles as eggs, 
potatoes and vegetables. Mr. H. D. Mc 
Leod, general freight ageut of the N. B. 
Railway, has just returned from Boston, 
whither he has been making arrangements 
with the *‘ Fastman Heater Car Com- 
pany,” for the placing, ou the route be- 
tween St. John and Boston, of a number 
of their cars, in which such perishable ar- 
ticles as those we have indicated can be 
carried safely. In winter these cars have 
been successfully used in the carriage of 
potatoes. They are fitted up with an oil 
tank beneath the floor, filled with kero 
sene, which will burn four or five days. 
The heat is carried by pipes to different 
parts of the car, thus keeping the tem- 
perature sufficiently high to prevent the 
contents of the car from being injured by 
frost. Itis now proposed tu use these 
cars for the carrying of fruit and vege- 
tables. Hitherto the lack of ventilation 
has been a great drawback in this busi- 
ness. This will be fully met by placing 
in the car automatic ventilators, so arrang- 
ed as to open and close according to the 
height of temperature in the car. In the 
summer season there will be ventilators 

current of cool air to pass through at all 
times. One of these vegetable cars will 
leave Boston every night, at seven o’click, 
and will be due to arrive in Carleton in the 
early morniog of the second day. On the 
return the car will be used in the trans- 
portation of eggs, a business which has as- 
sumed large proportions, about 4,000 cages 
per month being shipped. The transpor 
tation of eggs by rail was fist introduced 
this season, and has been found to work 
satisfactorily, the ventilated cars keepin 
the eggs cool and nice— Globe.
