to be hoped that the market for our great 
staple will, ere long, show some signs of 

improvement. With the heavy drains 

made on our working classes in tho shape 
of taxation and increased prices for every- 

thing they eat and wear, and no corre. 

sponding benefits to be hoped for by any 
increase in the general business prospects 
of the city, the outlook for poor people 
will be anything but pleasant unless the 
volume of shipping at our port is main- 
tained or increased, and of course this 
cannot be done if there is not within the 
next month or two a marked improve- 
ment in the prices of our principal article 
of export. 

The Sun the other day published a 
statement of the operations at the St. 
John Post Office for 1883, from which we 
learn that the revenue from all sources— 
including commissions on money orders— 
was $36,967.40, an increase of $1,200 
over the revenue for 1882. There is said 
to have been an increase in the number 
of money orders and in the amount is- 
sued, but there was a decrease of $20,000 
in the amount of Canadian orders paid 
as compared with 1882. It is compnted 
that there were mailed at the St. John 
office during the year: newspapers, &o." 
(from offices of publication), 1,658,516; 
city letters, 181,498; other letters, 824,- 
782; postal cards, 153,612; and 6,316 
parcels. The letters, papers, postal cards, 
&e., received for delivery here or passing 
through reached a total of nearly three 
millions. The reception and forwarding 
of all this matter involved the handling 
of over 115,000 mail bags, er at the rate 
of 368 bags for every work day. Of the 
drop letters posted at St. John 224, or 
one in 810), wers sent to the Dead Letter 
office for want of sufficient postage. Of 
other letters the proportion was about the 
same. The office staff at present consists 
of the postmaster, his assistant, and 
twenty ong clerks in the various depart- 
ments, b the superintendant and his 
14 letter carriers and the office keeper— 
in all 39 men. Twenty years ago, it is 
shown, the entire work of the office was 
dope by ten men, including three letter

Below are a few extracts from Mr 

Parnell's speech furnished by the special 

correspondent of the Boston Pilot :— 
Mr. Parnell rose to respond to the address 

of his nation at half-past eleven. "He was 

greeted in such manner as few men have 
ever known. The whole assembly was on 
its feet, and the enthusiasm of the moment, 
for they felt that they must cheer for all 
Ireland watching outside, kept Mr. Parnell 

standing four minutes before he pould say a 
word. In his opening words it could be 
seen that he was laboring under tremen- 
dqusly strong feelings, for nothing less can 
shake the severe equability of his manner. 
He thanked the company present, and his 
countrymen in a few words. Then bis mind 
went out to the great Irish question. 

« Ag an Irishman,” he said, “I have no 
doubt, in common with many thousands of 
my countrymen, I looked around me ; I saw 
the artisan in the towns struggling for.a 
precarious existence with a torpid trade, 
with everything against him; | saw the 
Irish tenant farmer trembling before the 
oye of his landiord (hear, hear), with the 
knowledge that in that landlord's power 
rested the whole of the future of himself 
and of his family ; that his position was 
literally no better, physically not so good, 
as the lot of the South African negro (hear, 
hear); that he was endeavoring to mgke 
both ends meet, that his life was a constant 
struggle to keep the roof over his head and 
over the head of his family by the most 
grinding and pinching self-denial. I saw 
as you have all seen, the Irish laborer whose 
lot, even to this day, has been but very 
little improved (hear, hear), but for whom 
there is now, also, I trust, a 1ay of {ight and 
hope dawning (cheers, and cries of T, P. 

O'Connor). 1 saw the Irish laborer the 
lowest of the low, the slave of the slave, 
with not even a dry roof over h's head, with 
the rain from heaven dripping upon the 
couch on which he was forced to lie; dres- 
sed in regs; subsisting upon the meanest 
food ; and, whether | loeked upon ane side 
of the social system or upon the other side, 
irresistible conviction wus horne back upon 
me that here was a nation carrying on its 
life, striving for existenee, striving for 
nationhood under such difficulties as had 
never beget any other peeple on the face of 
Europe” (hear, hear). 

“All our experience of English force in 
Ireland results in this, that they gre always 
willing to employ that force to the fullest 
extent while it is a question of protecting 
the so-called rights of the minority against 
the majority (eheers). The proceedings in 
the North teach us this lesson, that the law 
in Ireland is only powerful when the mi- 
nority applies for protection; it is then: 
quick to strike—is very vengeful and un- 
merciful. Gentlemen, we are told about 
the franchise. The Libeval party is going, 
we hear, to extend the franchise to Ireland. 
I am very much inclined to believe that 
were it not that there exists in the House of 
Commons a solid band of solid men 
(cheers) who would vote steadily against 
any extension of the suffrage in England if 
Ireland were left out we would see very 
little of the inclusion of Ireland in the 
torthcoming bill. We can survey these 
contests between the English parties with 
perfect equanimity. Our position is a 
strong and a winning one. Whether they 
extend the franchise to Ireland cr not we 
will return I believe bLetweed' seventy and 
eighty members (cheers). 

“ And although it is hard, although one’s 
blood often boils at witnessing the indigni. 
ties and suffering and persecutions which 
the people of this country are obliged to 
submit to every day and night, we must be 
patient. We have every reason to be pa- 
tient. We shall win if we are patient 
(cheers). The miserable character of the 
shifts and evasions which the Irish Exeeu- 
tive have daily resorted to show that we 
must win (cheers). Coprcipn cannot last 
forever (cheers), and there is one thing to 
be said, as this Coercion Act is running ous, 
and as we are living it down—there is ope 
thing we must remomber, and remind the 
English people of, namely, that if there is 
one fact more certain than another it is that 
if we are to be coerced, even if the present 
Coercion Act, or any part of it, is to be re- 

newed, if the Constitution is not to be re- 
stored to us, these things shall be done by 
the Tory Government, and not by the Lib- 
eral Government (cheers). and shall carry 
with them in the shape of increased taxa. 
tion the fruits and penalties inflicted u 
us. Beyond a shadow of a doubt, it will 
be for the Irish people in England, poorly 
as they are supported, and isolated as they 
are, alld for your independent members, to 
determine at the next general eleption 
whether the Tory or Liberal Ministries 
shall rule England. This is a great force 
and a great power, if we may not rule our- 
selves we can at least cause them to be 
ruled as we choose (cheers). This foree has 
plready gained for Ireland inclusion in the 
coming Franchise Bill, and we haye reason 
to be proud, hopeful, and energetic, deter- 
mined that this generation shall not pass 
away until it has bequeathed to those who 
come after us the birthright of great na- 
tional independence and prosperity (loud 
cheers).”
