IRISH HOME RULE. 

The Marquis of Lorne’s Scheme 

The. London correspondent of the New 

York World says :— 

The Marquis of Lorne is treading in 
his father’s footsteps as a sensational doc- 
trinaire. He has come out as an advo- 
cate of Irish home rule, with a brand- 
new, panacea for Irish discontent. He 
has elaborated it in a long article just 
published in the ‘April number of the 
Contemporary Review. Ireland, he says, 
is clamoring for a parliament of her own, 
but at the same time the English states- 
men deem it intolerable that the imperial 
yay of 2 land should be removed gs 
one posscasions or that the 
vast interests of Englishmen should be 
left to the mercy of an independent and 
perhaps hostile legislature. He therefore 
proposes as a compromise what he calls 
4‘ Provincial home rule in Ireland.” He 
would have four Provincial Diets, that of 
Leinster, to sit at Dublin; of Munster, 
at Cork: of Ulster, at Belfast, and of 
Connaught, at Galway. These diets 
should each consist of an upper house or 
senate, and a branch or chamber 

e term of service in the 
upper house he would estsblish at six 
years, one-third of the members being 
elected every two years, while all the 
members of the lower house should be 
elected biennially ; all the members of 
both houses to be elected by popular bal-

TELEGRAPHIC. 

WATERVILLE, Me., April 3.<-Last night 
at about 11.30, the lock - -up was partially 
burned and a prisoner named Peter Vigno 
suffocated in the smoke and flamze.

The uncertainty of the English 
policy in regard to Egyptian financial af- 
fairs and the Soudan question is paralyz- 
ing commerce. The official bureau is in 
a state of anarchy ; Euglish and Egyptian 
officers are quarreling, and the English 
are referring every despatch to London 
for settlement. 1t is doubtful whether a 
successor to Nubar Pacha can be found. 
Nubar Pacha has found it especially diffi- 
cult and often impossible to co-operate 
with Clifford Lloyd, under-secretary of 
the interior. 
The reads deyond Berber are blocked, 

being occupied by rebels. It is impossi- 
ble to forward telegraps to Khartoum, 
The tribes between Shendy and Khar- 
toum are in open rebellion and in con- 
stant communication with the Bicharickia, 
who aré momentarily expected to revolt.
