And perhaps he ‘may

have seen the apxiety and turmoil pro-

duced on a farm by the report that some

one of the cows had ** lost her cud,” and

as the resglt of this excitement he may

have scen the absurd attempt to make

a new cnd,” in the hope that the cow

would by such means be restored to good
condition, There is in the minds of a
large proportion of the readers of the
Scientific Americza (which simply means
the community) so little correct under-

standing of the true nature of ¢t chewing
the cud,” that a few words concerning 1t
may not be artss. S

A very large tribe of animals, of which
sheep and cows are only familiar exam-
ples, are called in works of natural his-
tcry Ruminan'in becanse they all rumi

na.>, they chew the cud. They do so be-
cause their peculiar organs of digestion
require it ; they can get their nourish-
ment in no other way.  They huve, it is
said in the books, from stomachs, but the
statement is not strictly correct, for the
entire digesiion is done in a single one,
that which is called the fourth, -the other
three being only places for preparatory
work. Their foad is swallowed without
being chewed; the chewing is to come
later. When this unchewed food is swal-
lowed it passes directly into the first
stomach, to use the common term; but
the drink which the animal takes goes
straight past the entrance of the first
into the second. These two serve only to
soak and soften the coarse ﬁx‘. When
the first has done what it , the food
passes out of it into the second, aud then
the cow or sheep 18 ready to ‘‘chew the
cud.”

The second stomach, while busily at
work in soaking the food, keepa it in
motion, end gradually rolls it up invwo
masses, so that in the small upper
part there is formed an oblong solid lump
of the size that we recognize as the ‘‘cud.”
This the animal throws up into the mouth,

faction as the same act of mastication
gives us when . we put;the most delicate
morsels between our teeth. ~ When it is
sufficiently chewed, the mass is swallowed
and-its place teken by another which had
beeu rolled up in the mean time..

Bat the “cud” thus masiicated does
not reiurn to the second stomach, from
which it had come. It passes smoothly
into the third, a p'ace for additional lub-
rication, and then into the fourth, where
the true digestion beging and ends.

This is, in brief, the whole story, and
we see how naturally the chewing comes
in ; it is the same as in our own case, only
that it is at a diferent stage of the food’s
prosress. And we see also what “ losing
the cad” really is. Tne cow or sheep is
saffering from indigestion ; the ‘‘ second
stomrach” has failed to roll up the little
masses suitable for chewing, and thereis
nothing which the poor beast can bring up.
Of coarse, therefore, the one being requir-
ed is to resiore the tone and power of the
stomach ; not to burden it with an * arti-
ficial cud,” which would only increase the
difficulty, instead of relieving it.

T ProracANDA,—The Monileur de
Rome refers in a special manuer to the
address of the Bishops of Nova Scoua
(Maritime ' Provinces) to Queen Victoria
concerning the spoliation of Propaganda.
It also dwells with pleasure on the part
taken by Mgr. Capel in the drawing up
of the protest 6f the New York Catholics.
[t is noted also that the Swiss Piusverein
has sent a despatch to his holiness in
which, in the name of 2,000 members of
the gociety, it unites its protest to that
sent by the Bishop of Switzerland. In
Austria the protests against the action of
the Italian Government are most numer-.
ous, and two new demonstrations in this
respect are noted—that of the Patriotic
Association of Vienna and that of the Po-
litical Circle of Troppau.

St. Jomn's, N. F., June 27.—Nineteen
River Head prisoners, charged with the
murder of five Orangemen, on St. Stephen’s
Day, were all acquitted this evening amid
intease excitement.

New LonpoN, Conn., June 26.—Yale de-
feated Harvard in {he 'Varsity race over the
four mile straigh*-away course on the
Thames, this afternoon, winning by three
lengths, in 20 minuies and 31 seconds, the
fastest time on record.  The course was in
fine condition. arvard was the favorite in
the peiting before the start. Yale rowed in
splendid form, pulling 29 strokes to the
minute from the start.

Paris, June 26.—Despatches from
Hanoi state that 4,000 Chinese regulars,
who were provided with artillery, en-
trenched themselves at Langson, in viola-
lation of the treaty, and attacked the
French forces on Monday, as they were on
the march, kiiling seven and wounding
forty-two. Gen. Nigrier at once set out
with reinforcements.
