In Belgium the day of religious liberty 

appears to have dawned at last. The so- 

called Liberals continued to deceive a 

large number of people as to their real 

objects and purposes until, believing their 

power firmly established, and that they 

could, by bold measures, become masters 

of the country permanently, they set to 

work to extirpate Christianity. They 

sought to do this chiefly by banishing re- 

ligion from the schools and appointing 

freemasons and atheists to the chairs in 

the universities, the management of 

schools, etc. The Catholics, as once the 

Catholics of this Province did, established 

and supported their own schools. There 

were several hundred state ‘schools sup- 

ported at great cost, in which there was 

not a single scholar. There were yet a 

greater number in which the pupils did 

not average a dozen. In many other 

ways was religious liberty violated. At 

length the people, awakened to a sense of 

the danger, resolved to make a change. 

The eclections held a few weoks ago result- 

ed in the triumph of religion and the 

overthrow of the Government. The Ca- 

tholic Government then formed very pro- 

perly dissolved the Senate, which had be- 

come very infidel, but which, fortunately, 

was elective. That body also will be 

made Christian, and justice and fair play 

will again be supreme. 

From Germany also comes good news. 

Herr Windthurst introduced a bill in the 

Reichsrath which virtually will restore 

the Catholic Church to the position in 
relation to the State which it held before 

the May law passed. This must have 

been done as the result of an understand- 

ing with Bismarck, as it was opposed only 

by some forty, who, we suppose, were 
ultra Radicals and Socialists.

Laying the Corner Stone of 
a New Church. 

Between three and four thousand per- 

gons witnessed the laying of the corner 

stone of the new Catholic Church of St. 

John the Baptist, corner of Main and 

Carmarthen streets, on last Sunday after 

noon. The ceremony was performed by 

His Lordship the Bishop of St. John, 

assisted by the Rev. Fathers Ouellet, 

Collins, Walsh and Dollard, of this city, 

and Father Daly, of Meteghan, N. S, 

His Lordship, accompanied by the 

clergymen named, arrived at the church 

at 2.30 o'clock, and, after being clothed 

in his episcopal robes, at once proceeded 

with the solemn ceremony, first blessing 

the water to be used in the service ; then 

the foundations of the building, and 

finally the corner stone, whichis laid on 

the north-western corner of the tower 

wall, to the right of the main entrance to 

the Church; and beneath which is em- 

bedded in the cement a box containing, 

besides copies of the FREEMAN and the 

city daily papers, and the various coins of 

the Dominiom, a parchment containing an 

inscription, of which the following is a 

translation :(— 
To the greater glory of God, 

In honor of St. John the Baptist, the pre- 
cursor, John Sweeny, Bishop of this Diocese 
of St. John, New Brunswick, laid this corner 
stone of this temple, now rising, with solemn 
ceremonies in presence of a large concourse 
of the faithful of Christ, this sixth day of 
July on the feast of the most precious blood 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, and in the year of 
salvatien one thousand eight hundred and 

eighty-four. 

~ 

The ceremony occupied about an hour, 

and was watched with the greatest inte- 

rest and devotion by the thousands of 

Catholics present, and with equal interest 

and decorum by many pon-Catholics, 

who, as well as the majority of the Catho- 
lics, witnessel the beautiful service for 

the first time. The ceremony was, of 

course, conducted throughout in Latin, 

according to the ritual of the Church.

if there is any act of religion that can bring 
down upon men these favors, it is in the 
commemorative offering up of that t 
sacrifice of Christ, as in our churches®nd 
upon our altars to-day. At the last supper 
Christ commanded his apostles to continue 
to do this in rememberance of Him and so, 
in the Catholic church, that sacrifice spoken 
of by the prophet is offered from the rising 
of the sun to the going down of the same. 
The same sacrifice which we offer up on our 
altars in this church is offered in every part 
of the habitable globe wherever there is a 
Catholic congregation. 
The blessing of this corner stone, which 

we may call the principal stone of this edi- 
fice, is done according to the teaching and 
ritual of the Catholic Church. I need not 
remind you that when God created the 
primeval pair He created them in innocence 
and perfection, but when pride entered into 
their hearts and when they disobeyed His 
laws and commandments, a terrible curse 
fell upon them, When God drove them out 
of Paradise He told Adam that he should be 
condemned to death, that he should earn his 
bread by the sweat of his brow and the 
earth was cursed on account of his sin. But 
He promised that he would send a Redeemer 
to wipe away the sin and remove the curse 
and bring down His benediction upon His 
people and open heaven to them.

Peace, O Paraclete most holy, ever hither | quently the church has been in the habit of 
blessing as she received that authority from 
her divine founder and as practised from the 
beginning, by the patriarchs and by the 
priests of the Jewish dispensation. ~ When 
Moses led the children of Israel out into the 
desert they came to a place where they were 
badly in need of water to drink. It was 
called Marah and the water was bitter and 
unfit to drink, but Moses bléssed the pool 
in the name of the Lord and the waters 
straightway became sweet and healthful. 
Then we read that the prophet blessed the 
wells and cisterns of Jericho and he said he 
blessed them by command of God and that 
henceforth they should be sweet and health- 
ful. We read many examples such as these, 
Showing that when those vested in authority 
of God bless any object or person a direct 
blessing from on high accompanies the act. 
Our Lord in the New Testament gives us 
this example, because he brought the little 
children before Him and blessed them. 
When the multitude followed Him and His 
disciples into the desert, He asked where 
food should be obtained for them, and His 
apostles knew not where it was possible to 
procure food for such a multitude. And 
when the few small loaves and fishes were 
brought to Him, He blessed them and the 
multitude were filled and the fragments 
filled many baskets. When at the Last 
Supper our Lord instituted that great sacri- 
fice I have spoken of, the Holy Eucharist, 
He took bread and blessed it and brake it, 
and said : “Take, eat, this is My body;”’ and 
in like manner He took the chalice and said: 
«Take, drink ye, all of it, for this is Mx 
blood of the new testament, which is shed 
for many for the remission of their sins.”
