O'Donovan Rossa Wins. 

ue cor HOLD OF THE “sKIRMISHING 

FUND” AND “THE LAW HELPS THE DIL- 
IGENT.” - 

O'Donovan Rossa and his confreres 

scored a judicial victory yesterday in the 
Superior Court, a judgment bei T- 
ed for the defendants by Judge Truax in’ 
the suit & A ws Mas against 

Rossa, omas .C. Luby, os A 3 
Bourke, John J. Breslin, Joha Devoy, 
William Carrol @fid James Reynolds, 
trustees of the so-called Irish **skirmish- 
ing fund.” Mr. Muleahy complained that 
Rossa received from people * who desired 
to advance liberty in and to 
honor Irish patriots,” during the month 
of March, 1876, upward of $23,000—the 
money to be known as the * skirmishing 
fund” and to be used by Rossa at his 
sole discretion to advance liberty in Ire- 
land and to keep in active operation the 
party which favours *‘ Irish liberty.” 

In February, 1877, Colonel John O’- 
Mahony, who was head centre of an Irish 

organization, died in this city. The en- 

thusiastic Rossa, as the complaining Mul- 
cahy further avers, in order to ‘‘ agouse 

the feelings of patriotism in an ardent 

people,” resolved to have O'Mahony's‘re- 

mains conveyed to Ireland to be interréd. 

In furtherance of this design Rosas re- 

quested the plaintiff to accompany the 

remains to Ireland and lock after and 

superintend the funeral. The plaintiff 

was to receive $1,000 out of the skirmish- 

ing fund for his expenses. He says Rossa 

did pay him $300, and subsequently paid 

him $237 more, but has failed to pay him 

the balance. He says that since the 

agreement referred to the other defend - 

ants named have, at the request of Rossa, 

assumed coatrol of the fund, but how or 
in what way he does not know. Claim- 
ing that Rossa was responsible and that 
there was danger that the funds wouid be 

due him be declared a lien on the fund, 

and that the defendants be restrained 

from transferring the fund until the 

plaintiff's claim was paid. 
Judge Truax, in giving judgment for 

Rossa and his friends says :—* It is con- 

ceded that the fund in question was given 

to the defendant, O'Donovan Rossa, to 

be used by him at his sole discretion. It 

does mot appear that said defendant 

Rossa has violated this provision of the 
trust. lt nowhere ‘appears that anybody 
else has had a chance to ‘ use’ the fund. 

The defending this case is an endeavor 
on the part of said Rossa to prevent any- 

body other than himself © using’ the fund. 
The plaintiff has not acquired a lien 'on 
the fund. The best way to get a lien on 
the fund is to get hold of the'fund itself. 
This the plaintiff has failed to do. This 

O'Donovan Rossa has done. and ‘ the law 
helps the diligent.”"—XN. Y. Herald.
