lw;ompany were glad to sell out. Now it
| is not to be built, and the settlers in one
of the most fertile parts of the North
West, who were waiting for its construc-
tion to give value to their property, will
be forced to migrate to Dakota, as so
many others have done. Mr, Van Horne
admits that Mr. Stephen has failed to
raise the small sum required for the ex-
tension, and in a letter published a few
days ago he asserted thas the farmers who
held those meetings last winter to de-
mand redress of grievances which had be-
come intolerable, have caused this failure
by their complaints, and demands, and
threats. This is very absurd. The real
cause of the failure is the mismanagement
and blundering of the Syndicate and the
Government controlled by the Syndicate,
They were too greedy ; they depended
too much upon the statements made by
emigration agents, and in pamphlets,
speeches in Parliament, etc. They ima-
gined that these would induce hundreds
of thousands to flock to the country and
take up the land at any price, and on any
terms, and that they could treat the emi-
grants as they pleased. They discovered
their mistake when it was too late. Ip-
deed it may be doubted whether they
have yet discovered the full extent of
their blundering. Up to this time all the
organs of the Government and of the
Syndicate have asserted that the tide of
emigration to the North West was every
year becoming larger, and that those who
abandoned it were few. Now Mr. Van
Horne says that emigrants have been
turned away, and that the inflow of capi-
tal for railroad purposes has been put a
stop to. After thiy the Government pa-
pors will not assert so boldly that the
country is filling up as fast as they said,
and they will try to throw the blame for
the failure on the Liberal papers, which
80 repeatedly and so vainly warned Gov-
ernment and Syndicate that their policy
would produce the effects for which Mr.
Van Horne now tries to throw the blame

A few weeks ago Sir John A. Maecdon-
ald refused to grant better terms to
Manitoba, and it was said treated
with scant courtesy Mr. Norquay,
who went to Ottawa to ask them.

| trouble would cease, and the people, find-
‘ing themselves deceived by those they
‘trusted, would, in despair, abandon the

They asked

is Sir John, agreed to increase the reve-
nue of the Province by about $210,000 a
year. This is done by estimating the
population at 150,000, and calculating
debt and subsidy on that basis. At firat
the amount placed to the credit of the
Province on account of the federal debt
was a little over half a million. That has
been nearly all eaten up, and the Province
must soon reduce its expenditure, resort
to direct taxation, or become bankrupt.
| The increase proposed would raise the
revenue above present expenditure, and
it was proposed that the subsidy, instead
of increasing every ten years, should in
crease every two and a half years, accord-
ing to the estimated increase of popula-
tion. This would place the Government
in an easy position, and Mr. Norquay
and his colleagues would probably have
accepted the offer. But the only lands
Sir John would transfer to the Province
are the swamp lands. He would give
150,000 acres also to endow a university.
He absolutely refused to lessen the evils
of the monopoly even so much as they
may be reduced by the chartering of rail-
roads within the Province. He would
not promise not to disallow the Provincial
Acts incorporating such roads hereafcer,
and he would not reduce’the dutiss on
agricultural implements, building mate-
rials, etec. Mr.- Norquay, to get rid of
responsibility, proposed that the report be
referred to the Legislature in committee,
but ®h ascertaining what the general feel-
ing was, he withdrew that motion, and
submitted a resolution exprau\mg quali-
fied satiefaction with the concessions
made, and regret that the other demands
were refused. This some thoughi not
strong enough, and two members who
usually vote with the Government joined
the Opposition in the division. It passed
by a large majority, but it may well be
supposed that the dissatisfaction out of
doors is very great, and that the agitation,
in which there has been a lull, will be-
come more active and formidable than
ever. The patching and piecing policy
of this Government is failing everywhere.

The Scott Act in Nova Scotia.

The Toronto Globe’s commissioner is
now doing Nova Scotia, and his letters
from Digby and” Annapolis show a state
of things almost similar to that existing
in the Scott Act townain this province.
In Digby where, out of 1,000 votes, only
42 were cast against the adoption of the
Act, and where, for many years before,
no licenses were issued, there are no open
bars, but it is not denied that liquor is
gold secretly. It is claimed, however,
that drunkenness and rowdyism had

ome less, and for anything of that
charactér that does occur *‘city roughs
who come off the boats filled with St. John
whiskey’’ are held responsible.
lord of the leading hotel, when asked as
to the working of the Act, invited the
correspondent to have a drink, and
brought him into a bar-room in which
was posted the following notice: * Persons
not boarders having business in.this room
will please enter and retire by the side
door.” In conversation with some of the
inhabitants the correspondent was told,
by Mr. Russell, a local magistrate, that
‘“the Act had accomplished very little in
Digby;” by Judge Savary that the amount
of drinking had not been diminished to
any appreciable extent; and by Rev. Mr.
Ainsley, the Methodist Minister, that
‘“ ag a moral power, following the no li-
cense era in Digby, the Scott Act had been
afailure.” ~

From Digby the correspondent drove to
Annapolis, stopping at Smith's Cove and
Hemington, at neither of which placgs hé
says can liquor be obtained, m
*¢ I am told that an intoxicated individual
in thesze communities is an unknown spee-
tacle. * - At Annapolis there are six hotelss
and * liquor can bw obtained in contraven”
tion of the Act in all of them,” but bar-
room loafing has been effectually stopped,
and he saw no person in any degree under
the influence of liquor. _At Bridgetown,
he was informed, the same condition of
things prevails, and regarding Yarmoutb,
which has long been a no license County;
he was told that ‘‘a drunken man was
never seen on its streets, and crime was
almost unknown in thre county.” The
correspondent, it will be observed, has
visited only a small section of the Prov-
ince, yet he tells us that:—

“ Throughout the greatdr -part of Nova
Scotia there is practically no bar-room
drinking in rural localities, and the cor-
ner hotel, found at 80 many points in On-
tario, is without ‘‘local habitatioa"” in
this Province. I think it may be stated
almost beyond attempt at contradiction,
that total abstinence is practiced in Nova
Scotia to a greater extent than in any
Province. in the confederation. There
is infinitely less bar-room patronage, while
the hotel accommodation is almost equally
good and equally cheap.”

The Toronto Globe commissioner has
got as far as Kentville, N. 8., in his search
for information regarding the working of
the Scott Act. In this place, where the
Act was carried by a larger majority than

n any other city or couaty in the Domin-
on, the law is admitted on all sides to be a
complete failure. The correspondent dis-
covered ‘‘ before he had been fifteen min-
utes in the town, that liquor could be had
with comparative ease, and that there was
not that suspicion of strangers on the part
of the hotel keeper which would indicate
any grave anxiety regarding the penaltie-
prescribed for the infraction of the law.

In his sermon in St. Michael’s Cathe-
dral, Toronto; on Sunday evening l’ut,
His Grace Archbishop Lynch preached a
very interesting sermon on the mission of
the Holy Ghost to the Apostles, in the
course of which he said :—

“Toronto, in many respecis, is like the
great city of Athene, in Greece. Athens
was once the most cultured and most
highly civilized city in the world.
Cuvilization was at its height there whilst
Rome was barbarian, but that civilization
was Pagan. There is no civilization out-
side the Gospel of Christ. The people of
Athenscreated altars to every god, and lest
there might be any god adored in other
places of whom they knew nothing, they
erected an altar to the unknown god. St.
Paul, in the Areopagus, reproached them

Toronto is a highly cultitated city. 1t has
many temples embodying various ideas of
religion, all differing more orless.

A Committee of the Board of Trade
have pronounced against the Assessment
Law on the grounds that it is ‘* conflicting
and ambiguous;” that it taxes the
goods of the resident trader at home and
abroad, while exempting a non-r-sident’s
property here; that our local banks are
taxed more heavily than the branches of
outside banks; that it refuses the right of
appeal to the courts; in a word that the
Law is detrimental to the advancement
and prosperity of the city; and they rec-
ommended that ‘‘ a competent commission
by the proper authority be appointed to
frame a new law, based upon an intel-
ligent and equitable principle; and that it
be submitted to the people and legislaturé
for their consideration, and, if approved
of, that it be enacted to take the place of
the present law.”

The new Irish Laad Bill introduced
by Mr. Trevelyan, is intended to enable
the Irish Farmer tenants to bocome abso-
late owners of their lands by paying
yearly for forty years a sum less than
they now pay as rent. The Government
will advance for the purposes of the bill
the gum of $100,000,000. The measure,
it1s said, does not give entire satisfac-
tion to the Irish representatives, and the
cable reports say that Parnell will oppose
the Bill. A chief ground of objection,
it is said, is that it is proposed to make
the several counties linble as security
for the advances made by the Govern-
ment under the Act,

The Republican Convention for the no-
mination of a candidate for the Presidency
met in Chicago, on Tuesday. Two days’
were spent in organizing, and up to Thurs-
day p. m., no choice of a candidate had
been made.  Arthur and Blaine it was
understood, stood nearly equal in the
convention, but neither possessed the re-
