In some instances || 

those who remained away were. willing 

that the experiment should be tried or 
unwilling to assume the responsibility of 

preventing the trial. In many cases the 

electors felt that the experiment would 

be a failure, and that they could at any |, 

therefore they would take no trouble 

about it. Every one knows now that it 

is impossible to enforce this law unl #8 in 

districts in which it is not wahted, be- 
cause there few or none care to drink. 

Where some means of putting a stop to 

the excessive use of liquors are required, 
the Scott Act and all such Acts always do 
and always must fail. The ponvictionato 

which its advocates point as proof of its 

success, are, in truth, proof of its failure, 

is ever brought to the cognizance of a 

magistrate. There is not less drunkenncss 

in the State of Maine to-day becawse the 

Maine law, as it is called, has been so 

many years in operation. Indeed, the 

probability is that there is more drunken- 

had nosuch law ever been passed. The 

same is true of the cities, towns, and vil- 

lages in Canada in which the Scott Act is 

presumably ‘in operation.” The latest 
exemplification of this is afforded by the 
County of Halton, Ont. There several 

physicians give recipes of unlimited effect, 
and druggists do an immense business, 
But this is not the oply means used to 

evade the law. In most casas, too, it is 

openly violated, and the number of places 

in which alcohol in some shape can be 

bought have been doubled many times. 
Ona effect of the Act is to reduce the con- 

sumption of light and bulky beverages 
such as ale, lager, etc., and to increase 

the consumption of the strongest liquors. 

Prohibitionists know all this, know it is 

difficult to enforce the law anywhere, snd 
impossible where there is not a large ma- 
jority on its side, and yet they are in most 

cases eager to put the Jaw * in operation,” 
and willing te win at the polls by any 
means, They boast that if they can not 
put a stop to drunkenness they can at all 

events ‘‘ degrade the traffic,” that is, de- 
grade seller and buyer. They are not the 
first great moral reformers who were eager 
to degrade those whom they could not 

forcibly convert to their views, bat such 
Reformation is not of a Christian charac- 
ter. Indeed while some of the Prohibi- 
tionists are fanatics, these are but a mi- 
nority. The greater number of them are 
not sincere, and do not desire so much 
the reformation and salvation of their 
fellow men as their own triumph over 
those who oppese them. For all the 
harm done by the attempts made to en- 
force this Act, and it is incalculable, the 
men who remain away from the polls are 
pd as responsible as those who vote for 

e adoption of an Act which they know 
can not be enforced.

The Civic Elections. 

The elections of Tuesday last resulted 

in several changes in the composition of 

the Common Council. There was very 

little excitement except in two or three of 

the Wards. In King’s. Ward, Cour. 
Lantalum, who has served the Ward 
faithfully and well for two years was de- 

feated by 16 votes. Mr. John A. Wright, 
whom he defeated last year, was his suc- 

cessful opponent on this‘ occasion, and 
that very great intercst was felt in the 

result waseevident. Mr, Wright in his 
election speech declared himself in favor 
of keeping Dominion, politics out of these 
elections, but even while he spoke he was 
surrounded by a group of Tery politicians, 

wire pullers and canvassers who had 

worked hard for him all day, and who 

made no cffort to conceal their joy at the 

success of their labors, The members 
elect are Mr. Wright and Mr. Butt, each 

of whom polled 256 votes. Of Mr. 
Wright's vote 147 were *‘plumpers.” 
Mr. Lautalum polled 140 votes of which 
only about a dozen were plumpers. All 

three of the candidates are Liberals, Mr. 

Lantalum is a Oatholic and to this fact 
no doubt owes his defeat, 

In Queen's Ward Mr. E. Sears, jr., 
aud the present Alderman, T. N. Robert- 
son, were elected, the former receiving 
353 votes, the latter 342, Mr. J. R. 

Woodburn and Mr. George V. Nowlin 
(the present Qoungillor) received 282 and 
110 respectively, 

In Duke's Mr. Pengilly was re-clected 
at the head of the poll with 297 votes. 
Mr. Thos. Potts, the other candidate 
elect, received 190; Mr. Wm. A. Magee 
received 149, and Mr. O. V. Troop 71. 

In Sydney Ward the vote stood, Jor- 
dan, 122; -Coxetter, 113; McGonagle, 
who was brought out at the last moment, 

65 ; and Thomas, who sustained his fourth 
defeat, 25. 

In Wellington Ward a most determin- 
ed, and as it turned out successful effort 
was made to defeat Mr. Jeremiah Mc- 
Carthy, one of the candidates nominated 
at a public meeting of the electors. Some 
of the very men who were instrumental 

in having the meeting called and who 

pledged themselves to support th¥ candi- 
dates selected at that meeting, were Mr. 
McCarthy's strongest oppousnts on elec- 
tion day. The result was that Mr. Mc. 
Carthy, who is a Catholic, fell 66 votes 
behind Mr, Peters, ‘who ran on the ticket 
with him, and 2 votes behind Mr. Bela R. 
Lawrence, the bolters’ candidate—the 

figures being Peters 291 ; Lawrence 230 ; 
McCarthy 228. A protest was entered 
against Mr. Lawrence's election by some 
of Mr, McCarthy's representatives, who 
claimed that several ballois were improper- 
ly counted for Lawrenge which should 

have been counted for McCarthy, and a re- 
count was demanded, At Tuesday night's 
meeting of the Common Council a Com- 
mittee composed of Messrs. Lantalum, 
Grant, Reynolds, Robertson and Jordan 
was appointed to enquire into the matter. 

The recount we believe proves the cor- 

rectness of the original return, ; 
In Prince Ward the result, although 

surprising to some, was what many antic 
ipated. At the outset two ‘tickets were 
formed—Messrs. Skinner and Bourke on 
one ; Messrs, Martin and McEvoy on the 

other. If anything was calowlated to 
draw out a square, honest vote, the com- 
poaition of these two tickets, 1t was sup 
posed, wold have had that effect ; but 
when the ballots were counted it was 
found that Martin had nearly twice es 
many votes as his companion McEvoy, 

and Skinner 44 more than his running 
mate, Bourke. The vote stood, Martin 
300, Skinner, 247 ; Bourke, 203; Mc- 
Evoy, 167. "Messrs. Martin, Skinner and 
McEvoy are Uonservatives ; Mr. Bourke 
is a Liberal. Prince Ward usually goes 
Liberal by a large majority, so that it is 
evident Dominion politics did not enter 

into this contest. Mr. McEvoy and Mr. 
Bourke are Catholics, and to very many 
this fact will account for the extraordi- 
nary splitting of votes revealed by the 

In Guy's Ward, Carleton, “ex-Ald. 
Brittain was returned at the head of the 
poll with 161 votes. Mr. Baskin, the 
present Councillor, is the other member 

elect, with 148 votes. Mr. W. H. Allan 
received 120. y 1 
In Brook's Ward Mesars. Burpee and 

Ring, the present members, were the 
successful candidates, receiving 93 and 82 
votes respectively. Mr. Currie, who re- 
ceived 37 votes, protested against Mr. 
Ring’s election on' the ground that he is 
a servant in the pay of the Carleton Water 
Commissioners. The Common Clerk, 
whose opinion was asked, showed that 
while under the law Mr. Ring was eligible 
for election, the moment he took a seat 
at the Council he was disqualified from 
acting as Commissioner or as an employee 
of the Commissioners. Yet ia the face 
of this law, a~d of a s'milar protest last 
year, the Commissioners retain Mr. Ring 
in their employ. 

Albert Ward returned Messrs. Smith 
and Ewmerson. The vote was: Smith, 
154 ; Emerson, 121 ; James White, 63. 
The result all over the city, therefore, 

is the return of six new members to the 
Common Couneil—Messrs. Wright, Sears, 
Potts, Lawrence, Martin, and Brittain. 
The three first named never before occu- 
pied seats at the Board ; the others for- 

merly represented the Wards for which 
they are now elected.

BY OXE OF THE CANADIAN PILGRIMS. 

New York, Feb. 26th, 1884: - 
We arrived here about 11 o'clock last 

Saturday night. So far our journey has 

been most happy and pleasant. On our 

arrival at Quebec, from the frozen north; 

we proceeded to the Russel House, where 

we had a hearty supper and a good night's 

rest. Next morning we went to the Basi- 

lica, said Mass, breakfasted -at the 

Archbisbop's Palace, and returned to our 

Hotel. After a drive to Cap Rouge, by the 

famous 8t. Louis road, passing by -the 

Plains of Abraham, the Governor's residence, 

Silery Church and Convent; and returning 

by the equally’ renowned road of St. Foye, 

visiting the French monument, the new 

Parliament Buildings, and the Congregation 

Convent, we returned again to our hgtel, 

where we hdd the honor to salute the Span- 

ich Consul, Real Count Premio and assure 

him that we would, if possible, visit 

his country before our return. After lunch 

we took the Sunday train by the North 

Shore Road for Montreal. We reached 

Montreal about midnight, the train having 

been a little behind time, and lodged at the 

St. Lawrence Hall. After breakfast next 

morning we paid a short visit to some of 

our friends in the city, transacted a little 

banking and millinery busingss in order to 

fit ourselves out for our Eastern tour, and 

took the afternoon train by the Canada 

Atlantic for Ottawa. This Ottawa tour was 

a little out of our line, but before visiting 

the capital of our own, and hear what the 

wisdom and eloquence of her assembled 
sons had to say on some of the vital ques- 

tions of the day. = While in Montreal, an 
incident occurred which I cannot omit re. 

lating. On the way up my attention was 

often called to the abundant beard of one of 

my companions, which, of course, meant an 

indirect slur on my own sterile jaws.

After dinner, as is customary, the Roman 

martyrology was read, and when the'reader 

came to the commemoration of Sancti Bar- 
bate, which fell on that day, I was gratified 
to see the attention shown my compan- 
ion, and the merriment his patriarchial 
appearance excited at the different tables. 
We reached Ottawa Monday evening at 

8 o'clock, and were driven to the Russel 
House. After making our toilet and taking 
a refreshing dinner, we were all excitement 
to go to the House of Commons to hear the 
debate on the Pacific Railway resolution, 
which, we were told would be very interest- 
ing that evening. Through the kindness 
of Mr. Burns, M.P. for Gloucester, and 
Hon. Senator Muirhead, we were introduced 
to several of the members, and admitted to 
the Bengtors’ gallery.

At five o'clock 
Monday forenoon we visited Mgr. Quinn, 
V. G., who kindly accompanied us to the 
Cardinal's residence for the purpose of in- 
troducing us to His Eminence. To. our 
great disappointment, however, we could 
not see the Cardinal as he had just termin- 
ated a long audience on important business 
and felt greatly exhausted. He sent us his 
blessing by Mgr. Quinn, and directed that we 
should see the Coadjutor Archbishop, His 
Grace Mgr. Corrigan. The Monsignor was 
good enough to conduct us to His Grace's 
room and introduced us as pilgrims on our 
way to the Holy Land. Both Mgr. Quinn 
and His Grace inquired particularly about our 
Bishop and his works and appeared 
much pleased to learn that he was well and 

8ir John was of caurse conspicuous among 
the others, mow chatting with one mem- 
ber, now with another, again disappearing 
behind the Speaker's chair, and again reap- 
pearing. Blake was in his favorite attitude, 
reclining on his desk. Some .would think 
he was sleeping, but those who knew him 
best assured us he was taking notes. The 
ex-chieftain of the Liberals was absent, but 
we had the pleasure of seeing him in his 
pl:ce the following evening.
