IRISH NEWS.

Irisg NEws AGENCY,
Palace Chambers,
London, March 15.

The Irish News Agency sends the fol-
lowing :—

The Government is not in a strong po-
sition. Mr. Gladstone has resisted as
long as he could the Jingo section of his
own Cabinet, but he has been compelled
at last to yield ; and now it seems that
the so-called forward policy in Egypt is
adopted. It is unnecessary to point out
what complications this may lead to. It
will be sufficient for the present to deal
with the matter so far as it affects Parlia-
mentary affairs. This new departure will,
of course, nocessitate lengthewed discus-
sions, and array agaiust the Government
no% only the Conservatives, but some of
the ** Peace-at-any-price” Radicals. The
Conservatives have never obstructed so
openly or so*fhamelessly as during the
present session. They have madé up
their minds upon two things :—First,
that the Franchise Bill must be got rid of
at any cost'; secondly, that the Govern-
ment are so weak that they can afford to
flout it ; and that an appeal to the coun-
try cannot by any possibility do them
any damage. The result is that motions
for adjournment, irregular conversations
and the like are constantly occurring;
and, meantime, no progress whatever is
being made in Parliament.

The Government have been obliged by
the pressure of the Squires on the Liberal
as well as on the Conservative side to
bring in a Cattle Diseases Bill. This

‘| measure was expected to pass without-any

controversy, but the representatives of
city constituencies have got the cry up
that it will raise the price of meat by ex-
cluding foreign supply, and' the outcome
is thatthe Bill has become a highly con-
tentious one. It was the current belief
that the measure would pass in a few
days, but up to this, it has not been
sven reached. Another difficulty in the
way of the Government has been the
backward state of Supply. Mr. Childers,
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, patheti
cally remarkt:d some days ago.that the
estimates had never before been put off to
80 late a period of the year, and there
has been aiready the most unusual occur-
rence of a Saturday sitting in the month
of March. Finally, the Government bave
got into another scrape by their Mer-
chants’ Shipping Bill. The shipowners
are a very powerfal body on both sides of
‘the House, and they have formed a com-
bination against Mr. Chamberlain’s mea-
sure, which-threatens it With prolonged
discussion and probable defeat.

The result of this is that the London
Reform Bill is already given up as lost,
and the Franchise measure removed to a
distant and not uncertain future. Lord
Sulisbury has been speaking against the
latter reform in a manner so vigorous as
to Jeave but little doubt that, so tar as he
was concernedhe would have no hesitation
whatever in throwing oat the Bill, even
if it came with a large majority to the
Lords from the Commons. It is still
dounbtful, of course, as to whether he
would be able to get his followers to take
up the same rash attitude as himself ; but,
on the whole, the prospects of the mea-
sure reaching final success are very small,

The other question which peliticians
ave eagerly discussing is the date of the
dissolution. The opinion is pretty general
that the appeal to the gonstituencies is
certain not to take place until next year.
It was thought that the programme of the
Government was to pass the Franchise
Bill a sécond time, 50 as tg have it reject-
ed by the Lords on two different occa-
sions, and thus to give the Liberala a good
cry to go the country upon. It seems,
however, to be now quite possible that
the general election mll take place at a
much earlier period, There is no doubt
that there is intonse division in the Cabi-
net. - Mr. Gladstone is profoundly dissa-
tisfied wich how things are going, and the
weakness of his- health is largely dus to
mental worry. He is a man of so excit-

"|able and impulsive a temperament that

nobady would be- uurppsed at anything

CixcisNari, March 307—In all the history
of Cincinnati there has mever been so ex-
citing, so terrible, and so fatal a series of
events as those ¢f Saturday night. The
bloody struggles of Fiiday night were fol-
lowed on Saturday by others still bloodier.
Although the mob is composed of the bet-
terclass of citizens, it is wild, leaderless.
and unorganized, and its mighty efforts,
guided by impulse and void of system, fall
unavailing, where, under organizatioa, the
very foundations of the city might casily
be shaken. During the past wcek there has
been talk of mob law and vigilance com-
mittees, T ut no one could have foreseen the
terrible events of the past two nights. The
outrageous verdict of the jury in sentencing
Berner, a seif-convicted, cold-blooded mur-
derer, to 20 years’ imprisonment only, was
the culminating influence that inflamed. the
populace. There were forly murderers in
jail on Friday night. Many of them had
not even been tried, and when the fury of
the mob was aroused, the first steps
were towards the jail. Here a desperate
struggle ensued during all ot Friday night,
many of the ecitizens, policemen and sol-
diers being Kkilled and wounded: but*®he
mob was repulsed, and at daylight on Satur-
dwy morning dispersed, although the citizens
had reached at ,one time the cell doors
where the murderers were confined. On
Saturday night the mob again assembled
and stoned the jail and court house. At
nine o'clock coal oil baireldfigere rolled in-
to the court house and set on fire. The
mob bad armed itself by ransacking an ar-
mory and a gun store. The troops fired
upon the mob from the jail and court house
windows, killing and wounding the rioters
by scores. The mob persevered, however,
and shortly the great new court house, with
all valuable records,, was destroyed. The
mob at one time captured several cannon
and were preparing to load them with nails
and spikes, when thel police made a rush
and recaptured the guns. The military
kept up the fire all night. At 3.45 a, m. on
Sunday the mob dispersed, leaving many
dead and dying near the scene of the con-
flict.

CiNciNNATIi, March 30, 9 p. m.—Mayor

Stephensonissued a proclamation calling
upon the rioters to disperse, and measures
have been taken to place civil and military
forces under capable leadership. There has
been great lack of a leader duriog the
entire difficulty. It is generally believed
that a little generalship could have saved
much loss of life last night. This was
shown from the aftack made by the rioters
on Powell’s gun store, The first man who
entered the store was shot dead, as was also
the’second. The third wounded, and the
fourth killed, when -the mob gave up the
attempt. Thirty police captured a cannon
from the mob, vastly oufnumbering the
officers. The strecets in the vicinity of the
court house are strewn in places with bloody
pools.
« As far as can be learned 27 persons have
been killed and 77 wounded, many of the
latter fatally. Probably adozen militiamen
are among the killed and wounded.

About 8 o'clock to night the regiment
guarding the Court street approach to the
jail was fired into by one of the mob™ from
the alley. The troops answered the chal-
lenge by a féw shots, which were followed
by a volley and several shots from aGatlmg
gun stationed there.

The number of injured at this hour can-

o

continued at intervals in all directions. It
is the purpose of the militia to clear the
streets.

" A later despatch says that at 9.26 o'clock
word was received at general headquarters
that a large mob had broken into the Music
Hall by forcing the door and were trying
to man the cannon in Power Hall. Com-
panies D and E. of the 6th Regiment ~were
sent to drive them out and succeeded with-
out bloodshed. The streets of Cincinnati
present a strange appearanceindeed. Innu-
merable concert halls, saloons, restaurants
and other places 'of resort are closed, and
knots of men are standing around discussing
the situation, instead of promenading the
streets or seeking different places of amuse-
ment as is usually a Sunday evening’s
programme.

In judging the posibilities of the action
of this mob its origin must be borne in
mind. Tt is not organized to destroy pro-
perty but to deal out justice to .criminals
where the courts failed. - The destruction of
the court house was not in the line of its
purpose, and not approved by hundreds who
would willingly have broken the jail to pie-
ces in order®o get at the murderers.. Now
that the military guard all the jail approach
es and are in power, the mob has no further
cause to exist,

The Turners Society have armed them-
selves to join the mob. The Germans have
been intensely indignant at the Berner ver-
dict. Should this organization enter the
lists most‘serious trouhle may be expected,
as they are men of such tenacity of purpose
as to be well feared.

CmomwNaTy, March 31. 12.15 a.m. The
mob have taken possession of the roofs of
houses in the vicinity of Court and Walnut
streets and are firing down upon the militia
inline in front of the court house. The
crowd has almost entirely fallen back from
Court street, leaving the street clear to Vine.
Very evidently the backbone of the mob is
broken. The military seem to be getting
entirely demoralized in their firing.

The rebelg were encountéred near Halfiyeb.
Sixty ot the énemy’s cavalry charged the
Bashi-Bazouks and put them to fight, cau-
sing a panic among the infantry; who also
fled in great disorder. Gen. Gordon return -
ed™o Khartoum. Notwithstanding thiss
check, he declares Khartoum' is quite safe,

On nearing the rebels, Gen. Gordon drew
up his troops in the form of a square, in
which they kept until attacked by the en-
emy, when the Egyptians turned and fled
Two hundred of them were slaughtered.
and three gnns were lost. There nre en-
ough provisions at Khartoum to enable the
town to hold out until winter.
