1 The Lunatic Asylum.

|  We have received a copy of the Report
{of the Medical Superintendent of the
Lunatic Asylum for the fourteen months
|ending 3lst Decémber, 1883. At the
{date of the last report there were in the
Asylum 357 patients—197 males and 160
| females ; and there were admitted during
| the 14 months 137—75 males and 62 fe-
| males, making a total of 494. Of these
{63—42 males and 21 fewales—were dis-
| charged recovered ; 25—13 males and 12
| females—improved ; 29—22 males and 17
| females—died ; and there remained under
f‘!rmtment at the end of the year 367—
| 195 males and 172 females—an increase
{of 10 in the 14 months. OFf this number
| the report says 337—182 males and 156
: females—are incurable, Th% remaining
30 are curable.
| The Report contains the usual tables
showing the age and nativity of the pa-
[tients ; their residence, occupation and
civil condition ; the supposed or assumed
;auses of insanity ; the forms of the dis-
ase ; the religion and education of the
patients, eic., etec.

lents,

The Asylum is moxe than full,
ind the subject of providing increased
accommodation will soon require conside-
ration. Tire Superiutendent shows how
this could be obtained at moderate cost
by adding a story to the two-storied por-
rions of the Asylum ; but he is not in
favor of the enlargement of the present
structure because *‘ practice and expe-
rience elsewhere teach us unmistakeab'y
that another course would be a much

viser one to pursne.” The plan he pro-

poses is as follows :—

Leta large, well-wooded farm, with an
‘xl%xdauce of good tillable soil of not less
than two thousand acres ot land be pur-
chased, between this Asylum and the Fred-
ericton Junction on the line ofrailway.
Let this constitute the «Stock” or Province
Model Farm, and to this farm when pur-
chased remove the stock and farming
utensils now upon the Stock Farm which
for reasoms, not hard to discover, did not
prove a success. Let long inexpensive
cottages be erected upon this farm, after
approved models of those which have for
some time been in use in several states in
the American Union for the accommodation
of the chronic insane. And as soon as cot-
tages are erected with sufficient accommoda-
tion. for 25, 50 or 100 patients, let that
number of a suitable class to assist in farm
labor be drafted from the Asylum to the
Stock Farm established for the chronic
insane. Let all the insane in the first in-
stance be sent to the present Asylum and
have afforded th&m the best means the
healing art can supply, and then those who
recover will of course return to their homes,
those who fail may be kept here by their
friends under conditions, others as this house
fills up should be removed to the depart-
ment for chronic insane at the Stock Farm.
The reasons for having the establishment
on the line of railway between here and
Fredericton are: First, that there would not
be required a separate medical officer in the
management, as the history and condition
of all the patieats would be well known to
the officers of this Asylum, who could at
suitable periods visit and instruct as to
their management, care, &c., &c.

Second, the farm, being in near proximity
to the Asylum, could fine there a convenie:
market for it products of Wood, Hay,
Grain, Vegetables, Beef, &c., and further,
the situation all along the line is a healthy
one, it is easy of access it is a sufficient con-
venient centre and far enough from the
shore to be beyond the fog of the Bay of
Fundy. Land and sites for a mammoth
farm suited to these requirements are abun-
dant and obtainable at moderate cost along
the line indicated i
We have now 50 patients more than the
present buildings ate designed to rightly
accommodate. Experience has taught us
that an extension to this house to accom-
modate them will cost $25,000 to $30,000.
Then we have no land on which to produce
food or supplies, and none can be obtained
in this vicinity which would yield profit to
the Asylum on account of its ‘cost. Let us
see what the price of a “New Wing” will
do in the way of providing accommodation
for us a little way in the country. It is not
too bold a proposition, we think, to make,
that it will purchase the farm of 2,000 acres,
and erect cottages to accommodate 50
patients of the class best suited to be drafted
at the beginning. I mean such pauper
patients as have retained largely their
physical health, have improved in “their
minds, have no home to return to, but have |
not mental capacity and steadiness of pur-
pose'to make their way in the world. If
the system proposed be the right one, and
the proposition made be correct and capable
of demonistration, some progress in two im-
portant questions may have been made.
Local peculiarities always modify to a cer-
tain extent every system. But it.may be
said that the foremost people almost every-
where favor the large cottage system
sitnated upon extensive farms, under suit-
able medical management, for the chronic
insane. ‘To this important subject we beg
to invite your early careful consideration.

A return, moved for, we believe, by
Mr. Weldon, was brought down to Par-
liament the ocher day. It showsthe num-
ber of seizares made at each port of untry
in the Dominion during the fiscal ‘year
eunding 30:h June last, and also during
the six months ending 31st December
last ; the amount of fines exacted in each
port, and the manner in which the fines
were dispesed of, giving the names of the
seizing officers, and the amounts recéived

by them.

Dauring the 12 months ending in June
598 seizures were made, and the fines ex-
acted foot up a total of $19,606.78.  Of
this sum the officers received, or there
was remitted,to the smugglers, $7.854.71.
During the succeeding six months the
seizures numbered 370 ; the fines amount-
ed to $5,895.22 ; and the officers’ fees and

remittals amounted to $1,072 27,

It does not appesr from the returns

that there is any well definAdjrule for re-
warding the officers instrumental in mak-
ing the seizufes, the amounts paid in
some cases being excessively large in pro-
portion to the fines exacted, and in others
In Montreal, for instance,
where there were 76 seizares during the
12 months, the fines amounted to $3,
899.78 ; and the sums paid the officers to
$1,500 or nearly 50 per cent. of the whole
amount of fines collected. In St. Jobm,
on the other hand, where there were 25
seizures and $380 collected in fines, only
$33 were distributed among the officers,
omless than 10 per cont.. The sum of
$1000 was realized by two seizures in
Fredericton, but the officers appear tfo

““1n all conscience, the people of Cana-
da have been called upon to bear sufficient
disgrace in the iniquitous proceedings of
politicians in their bribery and frauds pex-
petrated in Muskoka, Algoma, West
Middlesex, and many other constituen-
cies, but this week has been exposed one
of the most gigantic pieces of political
iniquity that ever disgraced the history
of a nation, which casts in the shade the
Pacific Scandal, and in comparison with
which the election frauds, perpetrated to
some extent by both parties, sink into
mere peccadilloes. This was nothing less
than an attempt to overthrow the Ountario
Government by the purchase of Govern-
ment supporters who were in straiyhten-
ed circumstances, or who were thought
to be dissatisfied, by the payment of large
sums of money and the offers of lucrative
places under the Dominion Government.
A number of leading Conservatives, in
cluding  Buntihg of the Mail; Big Push
Wiikinson, Shields, and Stimson, have
been implicated in the affair, -and it is
almost a certainty that the leaders of the
Conservative party bave had a hand in
the job. It would most certainly
have failed, and even the plotters
‘could not have expected to be suc-
cessful, without the cognizance. and ap-
proval of the heads of the party. For
tunately this vilest of all acts of cor-
ruption ever attempted in this Dominion
failed in attaining tho desired end, and
every true Canadian will rejoice in the
total confusion of the plouters. . More
desirable stiil, the unscrupulous rascals
engaged in the disgusting business have
been unmistakably canght, ard two of
them, Wilkinson and Kirkland, taken
red-handed, have been gaoied. The
searching investigation now takiog place
must result in some important disclosures,
and already evidence gained from letters
®pon the person af the prisoners points to
the complicity of members of the Domin-
ion Government. The discovery of the
plot and the evident unscrupulousness of
the Conservative agents and their leaders
as thereby shown has fallen like a bomb-
sheil among the many honest and straight-
forward members of the party ; in fact it
is a very political earthquake, which will
send the party in every cirection if it does
not result in a new division of party lines
altogether.

As usual we are to have a grand crush
and slaughter of important measures at
the end of the present session. Days and
weeks were wasted early in the session
owing to the shameful delay in bringing
in the Budger and the returns asked for
by members, and now as usual Sir John
has on hand a large number of very im-
portant bills, which will Liave to be rushed
throngh with indecent haste—measures
which wﬁld require a thorough discus-
sion. Among the most important meas-
ures likely to be treatéd in this manner

Judge Watters, addressing the large num-
ber of applicants who were present, stated
the intention of the Commissioners to carry
out the law. There was he said, “no good
reason why the business of a liquor dealer
should not be as respectable as any other
business’’ (what will Prof. Foster and other
temperance demagogues say to this?) It
is to the interest of the licensees themselves
to act up to the law. Each one of them
will be furnished with % copy of the regula-
tions which he is required to post up in his
place of business. He is not to encourage
drunkenmess on his premises, nor allow
tippling. Gambling is forbidden, and the
sale of liquor t§'minors is punishable under
the Act. Billiard saloons; having bars at-
tached, must be closed when the bars are
closed ; grocéries cannot be sold-in connec-
tion with liquors. The principal penalty
for violating any of these provisions is for-
feiture of the license. It was a delusion to
suppose, as some. do, that. the penalties will
not be enforced.” “The Government intended
to test its validity as soon as possible, but
meantime it was the law of the country and
must be respected. His Honor pointed out
the provisions relating to the different
classes of license, and in conclusion said
that hotel keepers, who, he seemed to think,
do a good of illegal selling, will be proceed-
ed against as strongly as the humblest in-
dividual in the city.
