Greeley abandoned Fort Conger “Aug. 9, 
1883, and reached Baird Inlet Sept. 27th, 
following, with the entire party, well. He 
abandoned all his boats and was adrift for 
thirty days on the ice floe in Smith’s Sound. 
flis permanent camp was established Oct. 
21, 1888, at the point where he was found. 
During nine months his party bad to live 
upon scant allowance of food brought from 
Fort Conger ; that cached at Hayes Harbor 
and Cape Isabelia by Sir George Nares in 
1875, but found much damaged by lapse of) 
time ; that cached by Beebe at Cape Sabine 
in 1882, and a small amount saved from the 
wreck of the Proteus, in 1883, and landed 
by Lieuts. Gailington and Colwell on the 
beach where Greely’s party was found en- 
camped. When these provisions were con- 
sumed the party was forced to live upon 
boiled sealskin strips from their sealskin 
clothing, lichens and shrimps, preserved in 
good weather when they were strong enough 
to make exertion. As 1,308 shrimps were 
required to fill a gallon measure, the labor 
was too exhausting to depend upon them to 
sustain life entirely,” The Thetis and Bear 
reached Cape York June 18, after a passage 
of 21 days in Melville Bay, with two ad- 
vance ships of the Dundee whaling fieet and 
continued to Cape Sabine. Returning seven 
days later fell in with seven others of this 
fleet off Wostenholme Island, and announc- 
ed Greely's rescue to them that they might 
not be delayed from their fishing grounds, 
nor be tempted into the dangers of Smith's 
Sound in view of the reward of $25,000 
offered by Congress. Returning across Mel- 
ville Bay, fell in with the Alert and Lock- 
garry off Devil's Thumb, struggling through 
the ice. The Greely party are very much 
improved since the rescue, but their condi- 
tion was critical in the extreme when foand 
and for several days after. 

Lieut. Greeley in a despatch to Gen. 
Hazen says:—We abandoned Fort Conger, 
August 9th; frozen in pack off Victoria 
Head on August 29th; abandoned the steam 
launch on September 11th, eleven miles 
northeast of Cocked Hat Island. When on 
the point of landing we were three times 
driven by the south-west storms into the 
Kanes Sea, but finally landed on September 
26th in Band Inlet. On learning, by scout- 
ing parties, of the Proteus disaster and that 
no provisions had been left for us from Cape 
Isabella to Sabine we moved and establish- 
ed our winter quarters at Camp Clay, half 
way between Sabine and Cocked-Hat. The 
inventory showed that by daily ration four 
and one third ounces of meat;"seven of 
bread and dog biscuits and four ouaces of. 
miscellaneous, the party would bave ten 
days rations left for crossing Smith Sound 
to Littleton Island. March 1.—Unfortun- 
ately Smith Sound remained open the entire 
winter, rendering crossing improbable. 
Game failed despite dai'y hunting from early 
in Febrvary. Before the sun returned only 
500 pounds of meat were obtained. This 
year the minute shrimps, seaweed, sasafris, 
rock lychens and sealskin were resorted to 
tor food, with the results as shown by the 
number of the survivors. The last regular 
food issued was on May 14th. Only 150 
pounds of meat was left by Garlington and 
this compelled me to send in November four 
men to obtain 144 pounds of English meat 
at Isabella. = During the trip Ellison had 
both hands and feet frozen solid and lost 
them all, surviving however throughout the 
terrible winter and spring until July 8. 
The survivors owe their lives to the indom- 
itable energy of Captain Schley and Lieut. 
Emery, who preceded by three and accom- 
panied by five whalers forced their vessels 
from Uppernavik through Melville Bay into 
the north water at Cape York, with the 
foremost whaler they gained a yard when- 
ever possible and always held it. Smith 
Sound was crossed and the party rescued 
during-¢ne Of the most violent gales we 
have ever known. The boats were handled 
only at the imminent risk of swamping. 

-| Four of us were then unable to walk and 
could not have survived exceeding twenty- 
four hours. Every care and attention was 
given tous. I have saved and will bring 
back copies of the meteorological tidal as- 
tronomical magnetic pendulum on other 
observations; also the pendulum Yale and 
standard thermometers, forty-eight photo- 
graphic negatives, collection of blanks; and 
photographic proofs. .

Long suc- 
ceeded in clambering up to the rock that 
gave the most extensive view in that neigh- 
borhood. Brainard went back to the tent, 
but ghd wee looking searchingly in 
every divection for some strange object. At 

object >about a distant, 
first looked like a rock, bot he knew there 
was no rock in that line. Suddenly the ap- 
proaching steam launch altered its course 
and Long recognized the approach of the 
rescuers. He came down from the rock, 
went towards the camp, raised a flag pole. 
and flag which had been blown down ina 
gale and held it for about two minutes till 
his strength gave way and jt was blown 
down once more to the ground. He then 
totteringly advanced in the direction of the 
little steamer aud in a few minutes the warm 
hand of Capt. Ash had grasped his in wel- 
come. 

Maurice Connell, who is still excessively 
weak, stated in an interview that for some 
days after the rescue he had no memory of 
anytbing that transpired. When h's com- 
rades shook him up from his prostrated con- 
dition in the ye and told him of the suc- 
cor at hand, he wildly exclaimed, “For God's 
sake let me die in peace.” Connell could 
not bave servived more than a few hours. 
He was by far the weakest of the seven sur- 
vivers, and the sirongest must have svr- 
rendered within 48 hours. The story told

A Reuter despatch dated Tien Tsin, July 

17, states China has rejected the French 
ultimatum. The situation at Pekin has be- 
come very critical, owing to the occurrence 
of stormy disputes between Li Hung Chang 
and Too Tsung Chang, in regard to what 
action should be taken in view of France's 
attitude. Admiral Courbet, commander of 
the French fleet, is threatening Foo Chow. 
The Czar has postponed his visit to War- 

saw on account of the discovery of the plot 
to blow up the royal palace there. A num- 
ber of arrests have been made in connection 
with the discovery. Fire-arms, bombs, dag- 
gers, and a printing press were found in thé 
residence of Justi 2 of Peace Barbowski, who 
was arrested on Thursday in connection 
with the plot to blow up the palace at War- 
saw. Dynamite found in the afternoon was 
brought by a Russian having in his posses- 
sion letters to Russian officials. 

Caxrox, Ohio, July 20.—On the Connot- 
ton Valley Railroad, two miles east of here, 
a terrible wreck occurred last night. The 
employees of Altman & Co.s machine works, 
held a pic-nic at Guyahoza Falls, and over 
2,000 persons went on the excursion. On 
the return trip nine of the cars were thrown 
down an embankment into the stream, four 
feet deep. It is thought twelve persons 
were killed and twenty-five wounded, many 
fatally. Relief has been ten. to the scene 
and particulars are not yet obtainable. 

TouLoN, July 20.—In the 24 hours end- 
ing six o'clock this evening there were 46 
cholera deaths. In the same time 121 cases 
had been received at the hospitals. The 
refusal of the municipal authorities to allow 
a procession of women in the streets, offering 
prayer for the cessation of the scourge, has 
created a bad impression among the popu- 
lace. 

M arseries, July 20.—In 24 hours ending 
this evening there were 57 deaths from 
cholern. The chamber of commerce has 
voted an appropriation of 10,000 francs for 
the ‘relief of the sufferers. Three deaths 
from cholera occurred at Brignoles to-day. 

Pars, July 20—Two fresh sporadic cases 
of cholera have beenreported. A noticeable 
fall in the temperature to-day, is regarded 
as the best safeguard against the disease be- 
coming epidemic. 

Cairo, July 20.—The Mudir of Dongola 
telegraphs that he has received a despatch 
from General Gordon, dated June 22nd, 
saying that Khartoum and Sevour were safe. 
General Gordon has 8,000 men under com- 
mand and asked that a reinforcement be sent 
him. Advices fram Assorian say a reconnois- 
sance was made to-day a distance of fifty miles 
but no trace of the enemy was seen. Several 
of the Mahdi's emissagies been arrested 
at Koroska.

A Snow-CarPED PLANET. —Perhaps the 

most interesting celestial event of the 
year will be the opposition of Mars at the 
end of the present month. There is so 
much about this remarkable planet that 
suggests a remarkable resemblance to the 
earth, and 8Q many of its surface features 
and of the natural processes occurring 
apon it are visible with telescopic aid, 
that .every time it comes to opposition 
that 's, gets into a line with the earth and 
the sun, the earth being in: the middle, a 
battery of telescopes is turned upon it 
with eager expectation of interesting 
views, if not of important discoveries. 
At opposition Mars appears with small 
telescopic power like a full moon of a rud- 

dy tinge. As this magnifying power is 

increased ene detail after another of the 

diversified surface of this distant world 

comes into view, untilit hangs in the field 

of the telescope a real globe, marked plain- 

ly with continents, oceans, and islands, 

and partially covered with clouds. The 
first physical features of Mars that come 
into view are the suow-caps surrounding 
his poles. The southern pole is now in- 
clined towards the earth, and a small tel- 
escope, say of three inches aperture, will 
plainly show the circulary gleaming patch 
of snow that covers the antartic region of 
the globe of Mars. The dark ring sur- 
rounding the snow-field, and sometimes 
called Philip's Sea, is almost equally dis- 
tinct, and some of the other seas, or spots 
that are believed to be seas, can be seen 
with the same telescope. With a larger 
telescope more dota are visible, and 
with the largest and best, all the various 
features of Martian geography which are 
represented on some of the wonderfully 
complete maps of Mars, a surprising thing 
itis that men have been able to make 
maps and globes representing with a high 
degree of completeness, the surface of the 
world never much less than forty million 
miles distance from the earth. Large tel- 
escopes will, during the present opposi- 
tion, also be able to show the two tiny 
moons of Mars, which revolve close to the 
planet, so rapidly that the inner one goes 
through all the changes from new moon 
to old moon in less than a day.
