The Reform Association of Toronto, 

believing that the public mind has again 

become fit for the reception of sound 

doctrine and economic truths, reorganised 

lately and invited Sir Richard to open | 

the campaign. This he has done in a 

speech of great power, a speech which 

will set many thinking, and do much to 

give thought a right direction. We are 

told thac the campaign has commenced 

auspiciously ; that the meeting was large, 

respectable, representative, attentive and 

even enthusiastic, and that his speech 

made a profornd impression. 

The description which he gave of the 

present condition of the country, and of 

the depths to which it must sink should 

the present corrupt, extravagant, reckless 

Government remain in power much longer 

was appalling. 

He showed how rapidly Canadian ex- 

penditure has increased since the Tories 

have been in power, and how enormous it 

has become, and he contrasted it with the 

expenditure of the United States before 

the war. The Canadian figures are :—

This he called a disgraceful exhibit,

What a painful contrast this is. In 

the five years of the Mackenzie adminis 

tration the uncontrollable expenditure in- 

creased by millions, but the total expen 

ditures increased only by $200,000. Daur- 

ing the first six years of Tory rule the in- 

crease was ten millions. To that they 

have added really ten millions more since 

their return to office. Their accounts do 

not show the whole annual expenditure 
fairly. 8 

Sir 8. L. Tilley told the people of New 

Brunswick that the rate of taxation under 

Confederation would never exceed $2.75 

per head. He often endeavors now, by 

meaas of estimates and averages, and his 

other familiar devices, to prove that the 

rate of taxation is not incressing. He 

always deducts what he calls surplus, as 

if that the people did not pay at all. He 

is generally laughed at when he makes 

such attempts now, and it is regarded as 

evidence of strange stupidity that he does 

not perceive how ridiculous they are. 

Sir Richard stated that we actually pay 

now to the treasury for customa and ex- 

cise thirty millions a year. If our pop- 

ulation really is 4,400,000—we believe it 

is much smaller—that amounts to nearly 

seven dollars a head—nearly three times 

the $2.76 which we were told would be 
the highest rate. But to the thirty mil- 

lions Sir Richard very properly said 

should be added ten millions at least for 

the extra prices paid to Canadian monop- 

olists, 

Deducting from the Canadian expendi- 

ture what ig paid as subsidies to the Pro- 

vinces, and as the cost of working public 

railroads, and every dollar paid for any 

purpose or service with which the United 
States Government is not charged, and it 

appears that Canada, with 4,400,000 peo- 

ple, spent as much last year as the United 

States spent in 1854, when its population 
was 20,000,000, and its expenditure $22,- 

930,000. And yel the United States had 
to maintain a small but expensive army, 

and a navy, and a foreign service, and to 

carry on several expensive Indian wars. 

The Toronto Globe, grouping the fig- 
ures, says :— 

‘“ After seventeen years of Confedera- 
tion the financial condition of Canada is 
worse to-day than was that of the United 
States when they emerged from their 
great civil war. 

‘‘ The present population of the United 
States is 54 millions. Their actual ex- 
penditure last year was 265 million dol- 
lars, or about five dollars per head. - 

‘‘ The population of Canada is 4,400,- 
000. Her expenditure is 31 millions, or 
a little over $7 a head.

Comparing the growth of Canada since 

Confederation with that of the United 

expenditure was so small, he said : — 

‘During about sixteen years, from 
1844 or 1845 to 1860, a period almost 
identical in length with the term of our 
Confederation, the American duties fell 
from an average of 35 per cent, on all du- 
tiable goods in 1844 to 19 per cent. in 
1860; while at the same time their exports 
rose from $99,000,000 to $373,000,000, 
and their imports from $108,000,000 to 
$335,000,000, a rate of growth more than 
double they made in the sixteen years 
which succeeded the close of the civil 
war.” te 

The debt of the United States is de 

creasing ; that of Canada is increasing 
with frightful rapidity. Last session fifty 
millions was added to it. 

Since Confederation the sums collected 
for customs and excise alone amount to 
333 million dollars. Ninety millions 
more, at least, have been extorted from 
the people by the operation of high du- 
tiee. The public debt has been incre 

from post office, railroads, canals, etc., 

and expended on them. 

The taxation of Canada for Dominion 

purposes amounts now to $45 a year for 

every family in the country. 

Sir Richard described the means em- 

ployed by this Government, to secure sup- 

country, and the many grave scandals 

which naturally grew out of such a state 

of things. In one year they had the 

Tupper great scandal, the Chapleau scan- | 

dal revived, the ugly Mousseau scandal, 

the Robitaille scandal, and the monstrous 

Section B scandal, of all of which he 

spoke plainly as evidences of the character 

of the present Government, and the 

means by which it sustains itself,

Michael Davitt has written to the Dub 

lin Freeman's Journal declining the offer 

of a national testimonial and a seat in 

Parliament which were proposed when it 

was learned that he intended leaving lre- 

land. He says :— 

“1 have no intention of leaving Ire- 
| land for any lengthened period, and most 
certainly none to reside outside the coun- 

try permanently, What has given rise 
to such a supposition, doubtless, is the 
fact that I have for some time back con- 
templated an extended lecture tour, which 

was to embrace Australia, New Zealand, 
America and Canada. Circumstances may 
postpone, as they have already done, the 
carrying out of such a purpose, but when 
ever persevered in it will entail no more 
chan two years absence from Ireland. 

‘“ There is nothing whatever in such a 
resolution to warrant either the necessity 
or advisability of the proposal which you, 
sir, have so generously advocated, even 

hve cause of our people as you are pleased 

to magnify them as being, Scattered as 
is our race throughout the world, it is not 
more widespread than is the movement 
which seeks to win ‘social rights and na- 
tional inspirations for our country ; and 

it has been more than once shown, in re- 
cent years, that solid work can be done 
for Ireland as well abroad among her ex- 
iled children as at home amidst the rem- 
nant of her people. The sphere of the 
work which I propose for myself during 
my absence will not be outside the boumr 
daries of the Nationa! cause, though it be 
beyond the boundary of lreland. 

* %° % If a man is entitled to any- 
thing at all—service or no service to his 
fellowman—it is surely this—that he 
should haue his prejudices, if harmless 
others, respected. My objections to be 
the recipient of a testimonial or to be- 
come a member of the British House of 
Commons may appear ‘fanatical’ and 
wrong to many, but they are conscientious 
ones, nevertheless, and, inasmuch as they 
are wellknown and have not been obtruded 
upon the public, I think it is a poor com- 
pliment to a man to compel him to give 
perivdical reasons for holding them. Let 
me, sir, be understood. Circumstances 
have arisen in the affairs of her leaders 
when Ireland has felt it both her duty 
and her right to measure great services 
by the standard of her people’s generos- 
ity, and to honor and reward in propor- 
tion to the stigma sought to be cast upon 
the chief representatives of her cause. 
Such, however, are ro precedents for one 
who has had none of the pecuniary sacri- 
fices or their equivalents to make which 
justify the acceptance of a nation’s grati- 
tude. To have experienced wrong and 
known suffering, and to be privileged to 
know that one’s humble efforts have tend- 
ed to redress the one and to alleviate 
the other evil in the lives of others, is to 
me the richest testimonial, as it brings 
one nearer to the realization of happiness 
than any other form of recompense. 

‘“ Membership of the House of Com- 
mons has been shown by many brilliant 
examples to be no check upon the acts or 
reflection upon the principles of an Irish 
Nationalist. In still refusing such a field 
of labor for Ireland, I desire to draw no 
distinetion between work inside and work 
outside of Westminster. I have selected 
a sphere for my efforts in which I know I 
can do more for Ireland than in that 
which Mr. Ferguson would force me to 
enter, and without in the least depreciat- 
ing the services or underrating the quali- 
ties of those Irish Nationalists who have 
wade Parliamentary action what it is at 
the present time, I cannot look upon it 
in any other light than one of serious risk 
to the future of the National cause that a 
seat in the British House of Commons 
should come to be regarded as the one 
means by which every Irish Nationalist 
of any prominence in the popular move- 
ment is expected to do most mervice for 
Ireland. Should such a mode of action 
succeed in bringing about the realization 
of national hopes the reward will be all 
the greater to those who shall have ac- 
complished the task ; but while willing to 
aid such work as heretofore, and wishing 
that it may be successful, I am more firm- 
ly convinced than ever that it is oily by 
tho intelligent and determined combina- 
tion of our people outside of Parliament 
and the concentration of the great moral 
forces at our command that the full meas- 
ure of our country’s rights can be achieved. 

‘‘ Finally, sir, there is not the remotest 
necessity for any such step as that which 
you advocate on my behalf. My contem- 
plated lecture tour is thought of more as 
a relaxation and as a means of improving 
my health than for any other object. Oa 
no account whatever can I consent to any 

testimonial being set on foot on my ac- 
count.” 

Wendell Philips, whose death Boston 

has not yet ceased to mourn, onco visited 

Rome. A surprise he there experienced 

is thus recounted by himself :— 

‘‘I entered the Eternal City and went 
to St. Peter’s, I listened to the music, and 
as it died away, standing as I was behind 
a massive pillar, which obscured my view, 
I caught the words of a sermon, pronoun- 
ced in faultless English, and, moving 
forward to catch a view of the speaker, 
to my astonishment 1 beheld there in the 
pulpit of St. Peter’s a full-blooded negro, 
preaching the Gospel of Christ, and I 
said, nowhere else could I have witnessed 
such a scene but in the Catholic Church" 
All honour to such democracy; all honour 
to the college of the Propaganda for its 
grand work in behalf of Christian Civil- 
ization.”

|The Scott Act in New Bruns- 
wick. 

Fredericton enjoys the distinction of 

being the first place in Canada in which 

the Scott Act ws adopted, and the friends 

of the law have long contended that it was 

At the meeting held in Toronto on Tues- 

day night of last week to protest against the 

spoliation of the Propaganda by the Italian

| respondent conversed with on the subject 

| unhesitatingly pronounced the law “a farce 

and a curse’ to the place, and alleged that 

“previous to the adoption of the Act 18 or 

20 was the average number of places in the 

city for the sale of liquor, but that since the 

passage of the Act he had known as many 

as 40 or 50 in full blast.” A rigerous effort 

is now being made to enforce the law and 

the sale of liquor is being stopped to some 

considerable extent. Still he believed there 

were 15 or 20 places in which liquor could 

be obtained. What the correspondent him- 

self saw he describes as follows :— 

In the evening, bearing the testimony of 
this gentleman in mind, I made a survey of 
the city. The streets were crowded with 
Saturday night shoppers, and about the 
usual stock of cormer loungers. I visited 
almost every portion of the city, but failed 
to discover the faintest indication of disor- 
derly conduct or inebriation anywhere. One 
fact which struck me particularly was the 
number of signs reading ¢ beer, oysters, and 
cigars.” The windows of these places, with- 
out a single exception, were carefully glazed 
and darkened, and to see into the interior 
without opening the door is simply impossi- 
ble. I found on enquiry that the beer sold 
in these places is known as “Schenck,” 
and despite the contention of the temper- 
ance people that “Schenck” is practically 
“lager,” a public analyst has declared that 

to produce intoxication. It is freely charged 
that these shops are simply the hiding place 
of the unlicensed liquor trade. In fact, a 
number of the keepers have been convicted 
of selling intoxicants and punished. The 
general air of mystery and darkness about 
them gives colour to the suspicions enter- 
tained, and 1 thought it well to investigate, 
and endeavour to verify or disprove what I 
suspected. In the first place I entered I 
asked for 2 cigar, and was conducted back 
through two rooms to a little corner at the 
remote end of the building, where was locat- 
ed a bar and a liberal stock of Schenck beer. 
I paid for my cigar, an eight-cent prepara- 
tion, the best I could get in the place, and 
I have no hesitation in pronouncing it the 
most unmitigated imposition I ever at- 
tempted to smoke, and I have smoked some 
bad cigars too. I thén asked for a glass of 
Schenck, and took a liberal swallow of the 
mixture, and I hgve ouly to say that the 
analyst and I most distinctly disagreé.— 
Schenck may not be intoxicating, but I am 
oot prepared to risk my reputation for 

this harmless (7) temperance beverage. 1 
gave the keeper of the place to understand 
that I did not care for the drink, and asked 
if he did not keep something stronger. He 
negatived my query, said the Scott Act was 
just now being very vigorously enforced in 
the city, and he didn’t believe I would be 
able to get anything stronger in the place. 

I called at another of these places, but 
found the door locked, and was proceeding 
up street when I was overtaken by a person 
I had observed lounging in the alley-way 
adjoining the building, and asked in a cau- 
tious whisper if I wanted to get inside. The 
questioner’s whole make-up was so thor- 
oughly unprepossessing and his look so un- 
mistakeably hang-dog that 1 instinctively 
felt like shaking him off, but I rallied with 
“an effort,” and again asked for a cigar. He 
said he hadn’t a cigar left, but with a sneak- 
ing, insinuating look invited me inside. I 
found that this was his system of catching 
customers and guarding against surprise 
calls from the Inspectors. I did not touch 
his liquors, however. I proposed to have 
an interview with the Police Magistrate be- 
fore I left town, but I felt that to permit 
this man to be the means of procuring my 
introduction would be altogether too radical 
a way of finding out how the Scott Act 
worked in Frederiction, 

I discovered another peculiar and disre- 
putable fashion in which the Act is evaded 
here. There are some eight or ten men in 
the city who lounge in alley-ways, haunt 
obscure corners, and, occasionally travel the 
streets with a bottle of whiskey in one 
pocket and a bottle of brandy in the other. 
Their acquaintance is quite large, and their 
business is known to a good many. They 
charge ten cents a drink, and the transac- 
tion usually takes place up the nearest lane 
or in the most convenient spot where de- 
tection is likely to be escaped. I was in 
Fredericton two days, and my friend of the 
“cigar, beer, and oyster” enterprise was 
generally at his post in the alley-way wait- 
ing for customers, and I have a suspicion 
that he also manipulated a pocket bar. 
So far as the hotels of Fredericton are 

concerned, travellers and residents in which 
the proprietors have confidence can procure 
liquor, but great care is taken that no drunks 
are turned out, and that the strictest order 
is preserved. During my visit a volunteer 
in connection with the Infantry School was 
seriously assaulted by two young men to 
whom he refused to give liquor from the 
canteen over which he was keeping guard, 
but outside off this I saw or heard of no 
drunkenness while there. The young men 
who committed the assault, I believe, were 
under the influence of liquor. 

In a second letter from Fredericton the 

correspondent reports an interview with 

Mr. A. L. Belyea, Chief Inspector under the 

Dominion License Act, who claims that the 

Scoft Act has done a great deal of good in 

Fredericton, and the “chief influence against 

which it has had to contend is the opposi- 

According to 

Mr. Belyea strenuous efforts are to be made 

to enforce the law. «We, he says “now 

propose to imprison rather than fine,” from 

which we must infer that Mr. Belyea is 

clothed with greater powers than Inspectors 

generally are supposed to exercise. He 

says that drunkenness has fallen off one-half 

since March 1st, that several hotels have 

closed their bars; that the number of “un- 

licensed” places are no greater now than before 

the Act was adopted; and that practically 

only two crimes were committed in Kre- 

ericton since the Act was adopted, and both 

of these grew out of attempts ta enforce the 

law. Mr. March, Police Magistrate, who 

declares that the Act “is as much a success 

as any law to prevent crime could reason- 

ably “be expected to prove,” gave the 
correspondent the following figures regard- 

ing the working’ of the Act:— 

In 1880 there were 46 prosecutions under 
the Act, 27 convictions, $550 paid in fines, 
and 10 imprisonments. 
In 1881 there were 56 prosecutions, 36 

convictions, $1,000 paid in fines, and 6 im- 
prisonments. 

In 1882 there were 32 prosecutions, 26 
convictions, $1,200 paid in fines, and 4 im- 
prisonments. 

In 1883 there were 40 prosecutions, 28 
convictions, $1,350 paid in fines, and 6 im- 
prisonments, making a total of 174 prosecu- 
tions under the Act in Fredericton, 117 
convictions, $4,410 paid in fines, and 26 im- 
prisonments,

| Ontario government how loudly and strong- 
ly the denomination so despoiled would 
protest against the outrage, how little would 
be thought of the plea that this was done 
in the public interest, and how readily 
would all other denominations join in the 
protest against go gross a wrong. Precisely 
such were the Jutrages conmitted when the 
bandits who form the Italian government 
seized on the religious houses and churches 
of Italy and on the properties belonging to 
them. But the seizure of the property of 
the Propaganda was a greater outrage still. 
It was a wrong inflicted not on Italians 
only but on Catholics throughout the world, 
and on the Infidel and Pagan nations for 
whose conversion missionaries were trained 
in the college of the Propaganda. To-day 
students of all races and countries and com- 
plexions are trained in that college where 
atleast thirty different languages are spoken. 
The expenses of the Missionaries from their 
native lands to Rome, during the years of 
their student life and on their return are 
borne by the Propaganda, and in many cases 
the whole cost of the support of the missions 
is paid out of its funds. Through the Pro- 
paganda also the business of the dioceses of 
Canada, the United States and other coun- 
tries is transacted free of expense to these 
countries. The means to meet these expen- 
ditures and enable the Holy Father to do 
so important a part of the duties imposed 
upon him have been subscribed not by Italians 
alone but by Catholics of all countries, and 
even what Roman ecclesiastics contributed 
was in a certain sense a contribution of the 
Catholic world. It has been said that how- 
ever much we may disapprove of this 
seizure of the property of the Propaganda, 
even though we may consider it the robbery 
it is, no other nation has a right to meddle 
in. the affairs of Italy. This ground was 
taken by Mancini recently when he was in- 
terrogated in the Italian Parliament. But 
such is not the law of nations as enforced 
in all ages. Every nation has the right, 
and it is its duty to protect the person and 
the property of the subjects or citizens of 
another country who may be resident in 
that nation or who may have property in it. 
This law of nations has been’ enforced in 
numberless instances. The latest case and 
that most in point is its enforcement by the 

a noble example tothe governments of 
Europe and especially to those ones called 
Catholic, demanded that the property of the 
Catholics of the United States forming part 
of the property seized be held inviolable. 
That demand was acceded to. The Catholic 
subjects of the British crown, while loyal as 
any others cf Her Majesty's subjects, know 
their rights, and they now ask that the 
Queen use her influence and if necessary 
her power to protect the property of her 
subjects in Rome. If the British govern- 
ment choose to act as the government of 
the United States acted the property of the 
Propaganda would probably be all saved. 
They in asking Her Majesty to interpose 
and in joining with the hundreds of mil- 
lions ot Catholics and Protestants in the 
protest against this foul wrong would do 
their duty ‘even though they may fear that 
neither request nor protest would be heeded. 

The following resolutions were adopted:— 

Whereas the de facto Italian Government 
proposes to confiscate neacly one-half of the 
property of the Propaganda of Rome, render- 
ing the remainder uncertain and precarious, 
as the payment will depend upon the whims 
of a Government notoriously unstable, and 
which may be repudiated by any Govern- 
ment that succeeds it. 

Whereas the property of the Propaganda is 
the special property of the whole Catholic 
Church, contributed by Popes, cardinals, 
bishops, and ether pious and benovelent per- 
sons; and not by the Italian Government— 
as one example, we may cite Cardinal Bar- 
berini, who left his vast estates to the Pro- 
paganda to found 25 burses, for the educa- 
tion of Ethiopians, Georgians, Persiang, &c., 
in the light of the Gospel. 

Whereas we, as British subjects, have also 
a large pecuniary interest by our contribu- 
tions te that fund—some of our students are 
educated free at the Propaganda, and our 
ecclesiastical affairs with the Holy Father 
are transacted gratis by the same congrega- 
tion. 

Whereas the interests of religion, civiliza- 
tion and justice will be grievously affected 
throughout the world by this spoliation, 
which will cripple the action of the Holy 
Father over three-fourths of the Catholic 
world. 

' Whereas the congregation of the Propa- 
ganda having these funds in trust for the 
most sacred purposes cannot give them up 
without all the resistance in their power. 

Be it Resolved that we, the Catholics of To- 
ronto, most solemnly and indignantly pro- 
test against the proposed iniquitous action 
of the Italian GOvernment in attempting to 
sequestrate our property. 

Be it Resolved that we protest, as Protes- 
ny would protest, and resist the confisca- 
on by any Government of the funds of 

their. Bible societies, tract societies, college 
funds, and such institutions. 
Be it Resolved that a copy of these resolu- 

tions and protests be respectfully forwarded 
through His Excellency the Governor-Gen- 
eral to Her Majesty the Queen, asking that 
she may be pleased to transmit the same to 
the British Minister at Rome, and by him to 
be presented to the Italian Government. 

ALLeGED RECIPROCITY NRGOTIATIONS.—It is 
now stated that one of the objects of Sir 
Charles Tupper’s late rather mysterious visit 
to the United States was to open mnegotia- 
tions for a reciprocity treaty, and to induce 
the Government of the United States to 
agree to a provisional extension of the 
Fishery clauses of the Washington Treaty 
while such negotiations were pending. 

| When a resolution declaring it to be the 
duty of the Government to make an effort 
in that direction was proposed, Sir John 
Macdonald declared that he and his collea- 
gues had already done as much as was con- 
sistent with the dignity of Canada, and that 
it was absurd to expect that the United 
States Government could be induced to 
enter into any negotiations on this subject 
while the Presidential election engrosses 
their attention. At his command the rc- 
solution was voted down. But he either 
did not believe what he then said, or he 
has since received new light on the subject 
and been forced to the conclusion that he 
must, at least, make a pretence of seeking 
to open negotiations. It may be that he 
received orders from the Colonial Office 
which it is necessary to make a show of 
carrying out. The British Government, we 
may be certain, regard with much uneasi- 
ness the prospect of the troubles which 
would "almost inevitably arise out of the 
abrogation of that part of the treaty and 
are ready to make considerable sacrifices, 
especially of Canadian rights and privileges, 
to avert “such troubles. Their conduct in 
the Fortune Bay affair proved that they 
would rather seek a pretext for submitting 
to. injustice at the hands of the United 
States than run a risk of quarrelling with 
them. Whatever prompted his action, Sir 
John showed great readiness to throw to the 
winds the " dignity upon which he took his 
stand in the House of Commons. Sir 
Charles Tupper was sent to Washington. 
We heard from another quarter some days 
ago that his mission was a failure, but it 
possibly accomplished all that Sir John and 
he intended. Their speeches in: the House 
of Commons and their whole conduct show 
that they are not the men to make an 
honest effort to obtain reciprocity. They 
have frequently contended that the abroga- 
tion of the former reciprocity treaty was a 
positive and a great gain to Canada. They 
have staked their existence on a policy to 
which a good reciprocity treaty would be 
death. They do not want reciprocity, and 
could we get a truthful report of what Sir 
Charles Tupper said and did in Washington 
we should no doubt find either that his visit 
was the merest sham, and that the subject 
was scarcely mooted by him to any member 
of the United States Cabinet or Senate, or 
that he made propositions that he knew 
would be scouted.— Toronto Globe.  ° 
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CANADIAN Finances 18 ExoraNn. — 
The London correspondent of the Toronto 
Globe says :— 
“Sir Leonard Tilley's visit to this 

country is being looked forward to and 
discussed with some interest in financial 
circles in the city, and the prospects of his 
mission are being debated in several quar- 
ters. It is admitted that the Finance 
Minister will have one or two circumstan- 
ces greatly in his favour. Mr. Childers’ 
proposals in regard to the conversion of 
Consols are somewhat alarming to invest- 
ors, and a gengral tendency is manifest- 
ing itself to tfansfer capital to and make 
new investments in high class British and 
Colonial securities, such as the debenture, 
guaranteed, and preference stocks of Eng- 
18h railways and tho loans of the colonies 
and colonial corporations. This, of course, 
will tell . reatly in Sir Leonard Tilley’s 
favodr. One or two other circumstances, 
however, ought not to be forgotten. Sev- 
eral causes have combined ‘to produce a 
feeling almost amounting to distrust as to 
Canada’s commercial and financial position 
at the present time. The trade depres- 
sion which existed in the Dominion in the 
winter has all along been regarded here 

as an ominous sign of the effects of the 
National Policy. In addition the non- 
success of Sir Leonard’s attempt to float 
last year a domestic loan and the very 
heavy demands which have been made 
upon the country in connection with the 
Canadian Pacific Railway have combined 
to strengthen the sudfcion with which 
Canadian finances are just now regarded. 
Sir Leonard has, no doubt, been advised 
of this state of things, and will start pre- 
pared to face it. Should his mission prove 
the success that is quite possible the cause 
will rather be the condition of the Eaglish 
woney market than any advance in Can- 
adian credit.”
