Paris Letter. 

Pars, MAY 15, 1884. 
American visitors sce but one side of the 

Parisian medal, the Paris of art, of noble 

buildings, grand opera 1nd witty feuilletons, 

Belleville they have seen mentioned in the 

newspapers as a hot bed of socialism, where 
Red Republican orators in “clubs” declaim 

fiercely against the shortcomings of the] 

money making bourgeoise. In the marrow 

alleyways of the alleyways of the Isle St.| 

Louis, where the seven story houses that 

once gave shelter to the French noblesse 

frown darkly at the turbid waters that have 

concealed a thousand crimes; in cellars, and 

attics, crowded with vagabonds of all ages 

and nationalities, there lurks the scum who 

disgrace the party of advanced ideas and, 

clinging to the skirts of revolution, soil its 

record with the horrors of the “Terror and 

the Commune.” 

A remarkable increase in the number of 

crimes committed in Paris during the year 

1883 has furnished the Royalist journalsg'with 

food for attacks on the present government 

of France. The Figaro quotes the Journal 

Official as its authority for the following ac- 

count of crimes committed in France during 

the past year. Cases of poisoning and par- 

ricide were more than double those in 1882. 

Thirty-five persons were condemned to 

death, but only four have suffered. In the 

other thirty-one cases the President com- 

muted the sentence to imprisonment. 

To change to a more congenial subject, it 
will gladden all lovers of true Art in Amer- 
ica to learn that Muunkacey, who received 
the grazed prix this yea, is the hero of the 
hour. He has labored as few painters of 
this generation have been able to do, and 
his renown is colossal. It is mot many 
years since he was an unkempt youth in 
wooden shoes in a small Hungarian town. 
He toiled, insisted on becoming a painter, 
starved, went to the picturesque capital of 
his native land, Buda Pesth, where art and 
music have long been handsomely encoura- 
ged, and finally he got noticed. Some of 
his early Salon pictures give us charming 
reminiscences of the Hungarian life which 
he lived, the moonlit promenades by deep 
and majestically flowing rivers—the dances 
at evening with the ragged gypsy band— 
the mean and sordid streets of the dirty 
town, with the country beaux strutting 
about in their sheepskin coats. It is al- 
ways a safe principle for an artist to deal 
with scenery and types of his native land in 
making his first efforts. Perhaps some of 
our American painters would have done 
better had they reme nbered this. By-and- 
by Munkacey began te find that the opper- 
tunities for study in Hungary were compar- 
atively limited, and so be drifted to Vienna 
and thence to Paris. 

Last Wednesday “Monsieur de Paris" as 
the Paris populace nicknamed the execu- 
tioner, pulled a peg out of a piece of frame- 
work that supported a triangular pieee-of 
steel and there fell into the bag of sawdust, 
the common receptacle of such efferings, 
the bleeding head of one of the greatest 
scoundrels that ever throve in the poison- 
ous atmosphere of a great city. The mo- 
tive of the crime for which he suffered was a 
mean one. He murdered two helpless ‘old 
men in their sleep for the sake of money. 
He lacked the common courage of the bul- 
eteer; his nerve failed him at the last mo- 
ment and he fled from the scene before his 
task was accomplished and he had to return 
to complete his hideous work. But he suc- 
ceeded in exciting a degree of romantic 
interest among the population of the capital 
usually, only accorded to those who have 
earned a reputation in its criminal annals 
by wholesale slaughter, such as that of 
Dumallard, who enticed a great number of 
servant girls to his house and murdered 
them for the sake of their paltry savings; 
Troppmann, who murdered the whole 
family of Knicks, eight in all, without the 
aid of an accomplice; the skillful poisoner, 
La Pommerage, a physician in great prac- 
tice and an accomplished scholar, or the 
murderer in the Fualdee case, who chopped 
the victim into minute ‘pieces while music 
was being played to drown the noise. 

AUGUST. 

The relations between the French Gov- 
ernment and the Holy See will probably 
undergo -serious modification now that 
the Papal Nuncio has returned to Paris, 
after bi: og archdiocese of Beneven- 
to durin ly Week and Easter. Mgr, 
di Rende was received by the Holy 
Father on his way to Benevento, and it 
is more than probable that the secret in- 
structions published by the Matin are 
substantially correct. Interviews will 
take place with M. Jules Ferry and M. 
Fallieres, Minister of Public Instruction, 
without counting ‘the formal audience 
which the Ambassador of Leo XIII will 
have with the President of the Republic. 
The first part of the instructions in 
question refers to the nomination of 
¥rench Cardinals and the moral obliga: 
tions towards its Catholic subjects, which 
every French Government, no matter 
what may be its form, takes upon it with 
the Concordat. That great contract 
between France and “Catholicism can 
never be abrogated lawfully. ‘The repu- 
diation of it would be the boginning of the 
separation of Church and State. The 
Ferry Cabinet will do well to remember 
that the indemnities to the Cardinals of 
France are part and parcel of the Con- 
cordat. The whole budget of worship 
is in an act of inadequate restitution for 
confiscated ecclesiastical property made 
by Napoleon I. to Pius VII. and to the 
French Catholic Church. The Pope re- 
fers through his Nuncio to the dignity of 
a Cardinal, which naturally requires more 
outlay than that of a simple bishop. The 
slender allowance made, cannot, there- 
fore, be taken away without injustice. 
If such & measure be adopted, the French 
Church will necessarily find itself de- 
prived of one of its greatest privileges 
—the complement of members of the Sa- 
cred College chosen from its Episcopate, 
Nobody would regret this more than the 
Pope himself; but Mgr, di Rende is in- 
structed to say that no conciliation must 
be limited to questions of secret principle 
and not allowed to aggravate the already 
harassed position of the French bishops 
and their flocks. It is probable that the 
information of the same r is correct 
when it states that Sia: Susalioncy is 
charged with the mission of calling atten- 
tion to the i mad action which char- 
acterizes all ings . with the French

provocation, assurances are given that 
the Holy See will always endeavour to 
control all expressions of anger against 
the Goverament ; and reference is made 
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evident that neither M. Jules Ferry ol 
his anti-religious Cabinet wlll listen. © 
Republic will be irreparably damaged by 
the revolutionary party, who only look 
upon that form of government as a pre- 
dude to anarcRly. But the words of the 
Pope will be remembered when too late, 
unless a reaction begins in favor of com- 
mon gense. Catholic France has, after all, 
nothing to fear, for it has passed through 
darker days triumphantly, — Liverpool Ca- 
tholic Times. 

Tae Two Ramwayvs.—Notwithstand- 
ing the denials which have been publish- 
ed, the impression is still general that an 
arrangement will probably be effected 
between the C. P. R. and the Grand 
Trunk which will put an end to all com- 
petition and place the country completely 
at the mercy of these two great corpora- 
tions. Should this prove well founded, 
the dissatisfaction in all parts of the 
country and amongst all classes will be 
very great. When the people were asked 
to approve of the “loan” of thirty mil- 
lions they were assured that the giving of 
it would ensure the maintenance of a 
wholesome competition, which would en- 
sure the attention to their business of the 
want of which they have had so often to 
complain, and moderate rates for passage 
and freight. A sh®w was made of pro- 
viding against any such arrangement as 
was feared, but the provisions made were 
illusory. They really afford no safeguard 
or protection to the public. It streng- 
thens the general apprehensions that at 
the meeting of the Grand Trunk Company 
it was stated by the President that noth- 
ing will be done at present towards 
double-tracking the Grand Trunk, and 
people do not forget that Sir John, who 
1s the Syndicate’s chief slave, allowed the 
Grand Trunk Bill to pass without the im- 
portant provisions struck out by his serv- 
ants the Senate.—Toronto Globe. 

PREHISTORIC MAN IN EGYPT AND SyRIA.— 
A gala meeting was held by the Victoria 
Philosophical Institute of London in the 
second week in May, at which its members 
gave a worthy welcome to Vice-Chancellor 
Dawson, C. M. G, of McGill University, 
Montreal, at whose instance the British 
Association visits Canada this year. The 
Society of Arts kindly lent its premises for 
the occasion, and its great theatre was 
crowded in every part long before the hour 
of meeting. The chair was taken by Sir H. 
Barkley, G.C. M.G, K. C. B, F. R. S,, who 
—after the new members had been an- 
nounced by Capt. F'. Petrie, the secretary— 
welcomed Dr. Dawson amid loud applause, 
and asked him to deliver his Address: It 
was on “Prehistoric Man in Egypt and Sy- 
riag’ and was illustrated by large diagrams, 
also flint implements and bones collected 
by Dr. Dawson himself on the spot during 
his winter tour in the East; Professor Boyd- 
Dawkins, F. R.S., kindly assisted in the 
classification of the bones. In dealing 
with his subject, Dr. Dawson remarked 
that, great interest attaches to any remains 
which, in countries historically so old, may 
indicate the residence of man before the 
dawn of history. In Egypt, nodules of 
flint are very abundant in the Eocene lime- 
stones, and, where these have been wasted 
away, remain on. the surface. In man 
places there is good evidence that the flint 
thus to be found everywhere has been, and 
still is, used for the manufacture of flakes, 
knives and other implements. These, as 
is well known, were used for many pur- 
poses by the amcieit Egyptians, and in 
modern times gun-flints and strike-lights 
continue to be made. The debris of worked 
flint found on the surface is thus of little 
value as an indication of any flint-folk pre- 
ceding the old Egyptians. It would be 
o.herwise if flint implements could be found 
in the older gravels of the couniry, ome 
of these are of Pleistocene age, and belong 
to a period of partial submergence of the 
Nile Valley. Flint implements had been 
alleged to be found in these gravels, but 
there seemed to be no good evidence to 
prove that they are other than the chips 
broken by mechanical violece in the re- 
moval of the gravel by torrential action. In 
the Tebanon, numerous caverns exist. 
These were divided into two classes, with 
reference to their origin; somegbeing water- 

others sea-caves, excavated by the waves 
when the country was at a lower level than 
at present. Both kinds have been occupied 
by man, and some of them undoutedly at a 
time anterior to the Pheenician occupation 
of the country, and even ata time when 
the animal inhabitants and geographical 
features of the region were different from 
those of the present day. They were thus 
of different ages, ranging from the post- 
Glacial or Antidiluvian period to the time 
of the Pheenician occupation. Dr. Dawson 
then remarked that many gologists in these 
days had an aversion to using the word 
“Antidiluvian,” on account of the nature of 
the: work which, in years now gone by, 
unlearned people had attributed to the 
Flood described in Scripture, but as the 
aversion to the use of that word was, he 
thoaght, not call-d for in these days, he 
hoped it would pass away. Speaking 
a8 a geologist, from a purely geological 
point of view, and from a thorough ex- 
amination of the country around, there was 
no doubt but what there was conclusive 
evidence that between the time of the first 
occupation of these caves by men—and they 
were men of a splendid physique—and the 
appearance of the early Pheenician inhabit- 
ants of the land, there had been a vast sub- 
mergence of land, and a great catastrophe, 
aye a stupendous one, in which even the 
Meaitearanean had been altered from a 
small sea to its present size. In illustration 
of this, the caverns at the Pass of Nahr-el- 
Kelb and at Ans Elias were described in 
some detail, and also, in conmection with 
these, the occurrence of flint implements on 
the surface of modern sandstones at the Cape 
or Ras near Beyrout ; these last were proba- 
bly of much less antiquity than those of the 
more ancient caverns. A discussion en- 
sued, which was taken part in by a number 
of distinguished Fellows of the Royal So- 
ciety, including Sir H. Barkly, F. R.S, 
Professors Wilfshire, F. R. 8., Warrington 
Smyth, F. R. 8, Rupert Jones, F.R.S.; 
Colonel Herschel, F. R.S., the talented son 
of the late Sir John Herschel; Dr. Rae, 
F.R. 8, the Arctic explorer; Dr. Dawson, 
F. R. 8; Mr. D. Howard, the vice-president 
ofthe Chemical Institute, and other geo- 
logists.
