authorship of the lines commencing— 

“( Ireland ! my country, the hour of thy 
pride and thy splendor hath passed,” 

quoted by Wendell Phillips in. his cele- 

brated lecture on * Daniel O'Connell,” 
and says he * would like to know who 

the author was, and anything else about 

him of interest.” The Transcript cor- 

rectly states that the lines were written 

by the Irish poet, Furlong, but is mis 

taken in saying that a volume of his 

poems was published in St. ‘John. The 

poet, who was an uncle of Mr. Thomas 

Furlong, of this city, was born in Wex- 

ford in 1794, and died at the early age of 

33 years. His first work, published in 

819, was a poem entitled the *‘ Misan- 

thrope,” which one of the periodical Re- 

viewers of that time described as abound- 
ing in beauties and displaying powers of 
versification of a superior order. A 
second edition of the * Misanthrope” was 
issued in 1821, and about the same time 

he published some stanzas entitled 

“¢ Lines written in a blank page of Lady 
Morgan's ‘Italy,’ which received the 
warm commendation of that gifted Irish 

lady. Among his other published works 

ere the ‘‘ Plagues of Ireland,” which 

as been described as ‘‘one of the most 

caustic satires that ever appeared in Ire- 

land,” snd "a descriptive poem of con- 

siderable length and undoubted merit, 

the ** Doom of Direnzie,” published after 

his death, which ocgarred in 1827. Mr. 

Furlong also contributed largely to the 

magazines and newspapers of that time, 

and some parodies of his which originally 

appeared in the Dublin Morning Register 

were extensively circulated by the press 

of England and America. As a prose 
writer Mr. Furlong was scarcely less cel- 

ebrated than as a poet, and his services 
in favor of Emancipation were considered 
s0 important that his portrait was pub- 
lished with those of O'Connell, Shiel and 

other leading members of the Catholic

vere on O'Connell, and which he justified

The bill which has been introduced to 

make Sir C. Tupper a member of Parlia- 

ment, and to protect him from the penal- 

ties which he has incurred by sitting day 

after day in the House of Commons in 

violation of law, of constitutional prinoi- 

ple, of parliamentary privilege and of po- 

pular rights, tears away all the sophistries 

by whieh Sir John A. Macdonald sought 

to hide his true position. Bo great an 

outrage has not been committed in any 

country having a constitution and a par- 

liament. Sir John pretended to furmsh 

precedents for the Minister of Railways 

having accepted the office of High Com- 

missioner while yet he remained Minister 

of Railways, and for his enjoying emolu- 

ments of that office under the name of 

expenses while yet he remained a member 

of the House of Commons. But Sir 

John will search in vain for anything that 

even he can call a precedent for the bill 

he now asks Parliament to pass. It may 

be said that the Mackenzie Government 

did something of this kind’ in 1878, but 

the bill of 1878 is not a precedent for the 

present bill. In 1877 it was fouqd that 

several members of Parliament had un- 

wittingly violsted the Independence of 

Parliament Aet as then interpreted. Some 

years before a committee of the House of 

Assembly, of which the present Bir John 
Rose, then Solicitor General, was chair- 
man, reported that the Act should be in- 
terpreted strictly as a penal statute, and 
that a disqualifying contract was that in 
which there existed full mytuality—in. 

plain language what is ordinarily under- 
stood as a contract. Decisions of English 
judges changed all that, and made any 
selling to the Government, or its officers 
or agents, eyen selling by a clerk over 
the counter in the ordipary way of busi- 

ness, a contract in the sense of the In- 
dependence of Parliament Act. At the 
close of the session of 1877 the Committee 

of Privileges and Elections reported that 

such was the law.

men. How the diminution of employ- 

ment in the woods makes the want of 

employment in the factories less hurtful 

he did not attempt to explain. He as- 

serted that there is mot any unusual dis- 

tress anywhere, and that if soup kitchens 

have been established it is only because 

the benevolent have chosen to vary their 

mode of relieving the aged and infirm. 

It is too true, however, that there is 

much destitution this season ; that many 

are idle, and the wages of many others 

are low, and that the soup kitchens were 
found necessary in some of the “western 

cities. ; 
When the minister sought to account 

for the business depression he ascribed it 

to the over importationa of last year, to 
the exeessive productions of the factories, 

to the failure of the wheat crop, the fall- 
ing off in the quantity of lamber sold, 

and the decline in price, thus contradict- 

ing himself. The depression, however, 

was felt before it was known that the 
wheat crop would be short, and the value 
of the lumber exported was larger last 
year than the year before. These causes 

did not operate until late in 1883. 
But he asserted the depression, what- 

ever its extent now is, would be much 

worse if we had not the N, P. Three- 

fourths of our factories would be closed, 

and the country wonld be in a dreadful 

state. Such is not the case ip free trade 

England, and in the United States, as in 

Canada, those who suffer most from the 

present are those who were, 

or who are, employed ip the industries 

most highly protected.
