They were nearly all dead
before the last of what the New Testa-
ment contains was written, and the New
Testament was not compiled, the inspired
writings were no} separated from those of
inferior value (which were largely circu-
lated) and duly authenticated until many
years after the Apostles had all gone to
Heaven. There is nothing to show that
it was the intention of the Saviour or of
the Apostles to prepare a book which
should contain the whole body of Chris-
tian doctrine so given that every man
could of himself learn what it was merely
by reading that book, Christ's command
was go ‘‘ teach ye all nations,” If it were
His intention that the world should be
taught His doctrines and led to become
His disciples by reading a book, He
would have said so, or His Apostles be-
fore they separated to carry the Gospel to
all nations, would have written a book in
which the whole body of Christian Doe-
trine would be set forth methodically and
clearly, so that even the uneducated
could understand it sufficiently. Who is
50 stupid as not to know ‘that even the
most intelligent man who knew not what
Christianity, as professed by any set of
people, is, could deduce from the Bible,
by his own unaided efforts, what even
Mr. Fotheringham, or any of his hearers
would be willing to accept as Christianity.
The fact that although the light of Chris-
tian truth shone all about thém, so many
were led by the exercise of private judg-
ment to cut off one piece after another
from the body of Christrian Doctrine, snd
in many cases to substitute for it some-
thing which even their fellow sectaries
pronounced incongrucus and absurd, and
to do this on what they supposed to be
the authority of the Seriptures, should
convince avy reasonable person that the
Saviour never intended that men should
learn what he taught merely from a book
or set of books, The only attempt made
to'reduce the Christian Doctrine to writ-
ing by the Apostles was the preparation
of that very brief epitome of that doctrine
which has been known ever since as the
Apostles’ Creed, and that is not to be
found in any of the books called the
Bible. The Gospels and Epistles were
not written as a part of a whole, but as
circumstances seemed to call for a de-
scription of some portions of Christ’s hfe
and of his teachings, or for exhortation to
fidelity ia his service, or imstruction in
some points in dispute. The teaching of
the Apostles and their immediate succes-
sors was, in the main, undoubtedly oral,
and there is nothing to show that some of
them ever wrote a line or used the writ-
ings of the others. How absurd it is to
allege that the Church which for so many
centuries was the only guardian of the
Sacred Scriptures, which preéserved them
with such inﬁoite"care, and pains, and
love when the civilized world was overrun
y the barbarians, and so many of the
most valuable of the works of the old world
perished, which employed thousands of its
dearest children in the work of multiply-
ing copies of those Scriptures by the slow
process of writing on parchment—that
this Church hates and dreads an open
Bible. We can only regret that such
drivel still flows from so many pulpits and
platforms, and pity those Whose preju-

dices and sectarian bigotry are nurtured
" and strengthened by it. The time is fast
passing away when any one who desires
to be reputed a scholar or a Christian can
hope to acquire that reputation by repeat-
ing such exploded nonsense about Rome’s
hatred of the Bible, or by quoting second
hand as declarations of co or popes
what no Catholic ever utf®®ed or con-
ceived. Mr, Fotheringham has left no
room to doubt that he is profoundly igno-
rant of what Catholicity is. He should
endeavor to learn by, reading works which
Catholics regard as authoritative, If he
would even but read a Catholic penny
‘Catechism carefully he would discover, to
his amazement, how different it is from
what he supposes it to be.

The next letter of the series was writ-
ten from St. John on the 26th April,
Ounr readers, of course, need not be told
that the Scott Act is not in force in this
city, and that at the date mentioned the
Dominion License Act had not come into
operation. Under these circumstances it
may not be uninteresting to com[mre St.
John, at a time of temporary excitement,
with the staid country towns in which the
Scott Act is said to have effected such
striking results. The correspondent says:

I think it may be safely said that inno
city in Canada of equal population are there
so many places for the sale of liquor. The
most imposing square, the most exclusively
commercial blocks contain. one, two, or
three representatives of the hotel, the
saloon, or the licensed eating-house. There
are no distinctively wholesale -blocks or
retail blocks, or one calling blocks of any
description anywhere, so far as I could dis-
cover; with a single exception, and that is
one solid block of seven hotels. The elbow
of the liquor trade nudges every business
on almost every street, and the revenue de-
rived frem the issue of ficcnses is simply
€DOrmous.

There are a few really good hotels in St.
John, but the abnormal quantity seems to
have had a tendency to reduce nearly all
to a dead level of medmocrity. The great
majority, as I was informed, and as I ob-
served myself to some .extent, with little or
no attempt at publie accommodation beyond
the bar. And yet during my visit here 1
saw very little drunkenness and very little
drinking, - although I endgavoured to make
the most of my opportunities. Here, how-
ever, I did encounter the first intoxicated
individual I s:w in the Province; and if
those I saw under the influence of liquor in
St.. John are a {fa#® sample of how they do
it down east, I have simply to say that when
a New Brunswicker gets drunk he is un-
equivocally and emphatically “paralyzed.”
The great absence of drinking and drunken-
ness 1n St. John was rendered more striking
during my visit by the fact thata large
body of the members of the Labourers’
Union were on a strike, and even rioting
and bioodshed seemed imminent as a result
of the hostility of the strikers to “outsiders”
engaged to take their places on the vessels
loading in the harbour. All along the
water front groups of the strikeis and their
sympathizers were collected in discussing
the situation, but there seemed to be little
if any drinking, and there was absolutely no
drunkenness.  And it seems to me, asa
whole, so far as my observation has gone,
that the bar trade of the average hotel in
New Brunswick is much less profitable than
in Ontario. o '

I made considerable enquiry here in re-
ference to the character of the fishermen at
this point and along the coast, and the un-
failing, unvaryiog testimony of those with
whom I conversed was in high praise of the
sobriety and industry of this important sec-
tion of the population of New Brunswick.
I came here with the impression that the
fishermen, as a class, were disposed to be
liberal in their use of intoxicants, but all
the testimony I could gather was directly
antagonistic to this view. As pointed out to
me, aside from the natural disposition of the
fishermen towards sobriety, their duties are
such as to require steady heads and strong
arms to ensure their satisfactory discharge.
Carleton, the population of which is largely
composed of fishermen, and which also em-
braces a strong Roman Catbolic element, is
regarded as the most sober and orderly
portion of the city. It was also pointed out
to me by friends of the Scott Act and by the
most pronounced opponents of the measure
that this is no mew condition of things
among the fishermen. There is perhaps a
growing tendency to abstention from intoxi-
cants, but it is rather the slow growth of
natural development than any abnormally

quickened disposition traceable to the
teachings of the champions of prohibitory
legislation.

As to the opinions I was able to gather
here in reference to the workings of the
Bcott Act in New Brunswich, they rather
show the difficulties against which it has
had to contend than the success of its
operations.

The Dominion Government bave taken
steps for the recovery of the money which
Sir 8. L. Tilley loaned to the Exchange
Bank a short time - before the collapse of
that concern. Private creditors of the Bank
protest against this proceeding, as, if the
Government succeed, there will be nothing,
or very little, left for any one else. The

whitewashing Tupper to enable him to
serve the Canada Pacific Company on the
floor of the House of Commons, and the
appropriation of mnearly $400,000 to
Shields & Co., contractors of section
‘‘B,” as a reward for their effurts to de-
feat the Mowat Goverument. After a
brief defence of the Mackenzie adminis-
tration, he concluded with the assertion
that Mr. Mackenzie was turned out be-
cause he would not bribe. Sir. Richard
specified the following as the aims of the
Liberal party: First, united effort to put
down systematic corruption now so com-
mon; 2nd, determination to uphold pro-
vincial rights; 3rd, modification of pre-
sent fiscal system in the interest of both
consumers and manufacturers; 4ith, to
endeavor to educate the péople to a high-
er sense of public duty; bth, change
in the constitution of the Senate so
as to bring it into harmony with pop-
nlar opinion, and 6th, a better system of
representation of the people in the
House of Commons. Sir Richard then
entered upon the speculative phase of pol-
itics, and announced that in so doing he
was speaking for himself alone, He had
found, he said, a great unrest, a doubt as
to the stability of the present Govern-
meut institutions. The feeling would
develop, and to meet it they had before
them thiree courses,—First, was annexa-
tion to the United States the proper
course? ~Fhat did not for a moment de-
servo his approval. Next came the
question of independence which he did
approve—a sentiment which the audience
cheered to the echo. Lastly, they could
form a federation of ali the Enyulish
speaking people of the world. This
scheme might be too vast, if so, they
must prepare for self-government. Afver
the close of Sir Richard’s address spirited
speeches were made by Messrs. Blake,
Mackerzie and Mowat.

St
John 18 promised the light permanently
within a few days. A company has been

The Hon. W. S. Fielding has resigned
his seat in the Nova Scotia Goverment.
He did not hold office, and the Halifax
Herald intimates that he resigned because
he could not get office ; but the Chronicle,
a much better authority in such matters,
denies this, and says that Mr. Fielding
retires because the claims upon his time
interfered with his duties as editor of the
Chronicle.

The Scott Act is supposed to be in force
on Prince Edward Island ; yet in Char-
lottetown alone ten persons have applied
for wholesale licenses under the Dominion
License Act.

The Belleville Intelligencer says it
‘learns on excellent authority that a seat
in the House of Commons is to be pro-
vided for T. W. Anglin. Mr. Harley,
the representative of South Oxford, is to
retire—recelving as a consideration for so
doing a sitnation under the Ontario Goy-
ernment—and Mr, Anglin is to be return-
ed for South Oxford.”

The Dominion License Inspectors visit-
ed a number of the licensed ** saloons” on
Saturday night last, and all except two
were found to be complying with the pro-
vision of the law which says they, must
closeat 7 p. m. There must be a good
deal of illicit selling somewhere. The
Sun of Monday reported ‘‘an unusual
amount of drunkenness on the streets
yesterday,” (Sunday.)

For the completion of these links an ad-
ditional subsidy has been granted of 33200
per mile, together with an annual cash
payment of $30,000 per year for fifteen years
This mileage subsidy and annual grant have
been capitalized at the rate of $72,000 per
year, and the government has agreed, as the
work progressed, to pay interest on the
bonds at the rate of six per cent per annum
to the amount of $1,200,000 for fifteen years,
after which the bonds will be a first charge
on the whole road.

“A survey is being made at the Canadian
government's expenses across the State -of
Maine and province of New Bruunswick, with
the view of discovering the best line to
unite this completed system to the existing
Canadian railroad, thus forming a through
system from Montreal to the most extreme
point of the dominion. Towards the con-
struction of this latter link a subsidy of
$170,000 per annum has been granted.

“The purpose sought in all this large
expenditure is to encourage the construction
of a road for an eastern outlet by the shortest
possible route for all the regions of fully
one-half the continent of British North
America, and if possible to divert in this
direction the traffic between Europe and
Ameyica for the mails, passengers and fast
freight. Louisburg is at the extreme eastern
point of the dominion, and it is asserted
that fast steamers can go from there to
Queenstown in four days. A local traffic is,
 however, the main reliance. The road tra-
versesy¢normous coal fields, on which the
dominion is depefident, and then there are
lumber and agricuitural products.”

Ramway Nores.—The Fredericton Gleaner
$aY8 :—

The two chief promoters of the Miramichi
Valley Railway, Mr. Gibson and Mr. Snow-
ball, held a lengthy interview, yesterday,
at which all preliminaries were arranged
for a speedy commencement and a vigorous
prosecution of the work at the Chatham end
of the line. During the incoming week not
less than 100 men will be actually employ-
ed by the contractors, Messrs. Clendenning
and Ruel. The result of Mr. Snowball’s in-
terview with the Government at Ottawa,
though not all that would be desired in the
interests of the road, gives fair hope of such
salisfactory arrangement of differences as
will enable the company to build the whole
road without any further party differences.
Mr. Snowball ascertained from the Govern-
ment that the wording of the subsidy grant
«from Fredericton to the Miramichi River’
was not intended to compel the bridging of
the river before the subsidy would be given,
but was a mere error of expression, and the
subsidy was intended to apply to a road
commencing at St. Marys. Work will not
be commenced just immediately at the
Fredericton end of the road, which is to be
regretted ; but the hopes of the Company
are that the difficulties standing in the way
of such commencement will shortly be re-
moved, which unfortunate difficulties are
the result of impressions made upon the
Government by our representativeat Ottawa.
A word of retraction from him may set all
right again, when we may expect the sound
of the pick and the shovel to delight our
people who take an interest in this great
and important werk for this county.

The same paper says that there is a pro-
 bability of work being commenced on the
Central Railway between Fredericton and
Moncton or Salisbury within a few weeks ;
and that negotiations are on foot for build-
ng the branch from Grand Lake to Monc-
ton. At a meeting of the Directors held on
Friday last, it was resolved to begin a survey
of the line at once. Parties will start at the
head of Grand Lake and survey towards
Gibson and Salisbury. A branch line to
Sussex or some point west of iton the In-
tercolonial will also be made.

It was rumored on the streets Tuesday
that the New Brunswick Railway Co., had
purchased the Grand Southern. A later re-
port was to the eftect that a transfer of the
Grand Southern to the Maine Central had
been agreed on. No confirmation of either
of these reports could be obtained.

Manitoba.

Winnieee, May 17.—A Prince -Albert
telegram says there is great dissatisfaction
here because the Indian department is
awarding contracts from Ottawa without
notifying the people here, or advertising in
the local and Winnipeg papers for tenders.
Last year the department paid six dollars a
sack for flour here, when it could have been
bought in the open market for $2.50. In
consequence of the burning of the Hudson
Bay mill the departments® embargo on other
mills has been removed, and they are now
allowed to grind for the Indfans. Large
meetings are being held among the half-
breeds here and at South Brauch, who state
their determination to be treated as Mani-
toba half-breeds in regard to half-breed and
miners’ elaims, or they will know the reason
why. Delegates leave on Monday to confer
with Louis Riel, the leader of the Red river
rebellion a8 to the course they had better
take. Inspector Pierce’s report has been
confirmed by the Minister of the Interior.
The Government will charge two dollars an
acre for pre-emptions, even those taken up
twenty years ago not being exempt.

Tae NorrTH-Wesr Inpiaxs.—The Toronto
Globe's Winnipeg correspondent, writing on
the 16th says, Indian Head advices report
considerable excitement on account of the
unsettled state of the Indians, but serious
trouble is not apprehended. Tt is generally
believed that new reserves will have to be
set apart for the Indians. Pie-a-Pot has
been dissatisfied for some time and there
has been terrible mortality in his band of
late. Indians were hanging- dead on the
trees in the winter, and in spring were
found some fifty corpses dangling in ghastly
fashion around the wigwams of the living,
The warm weather increased the death-roll,
malaria carrying them off at the rate of
seven or cight daily. The half-starved sur-
vivors, beccming desperate at length, moved
to the Assinaboine reserve. The +Assina-
boine’s objected to the visit and threatened
extermination, but the arrival of Yellow
Calf and his band at a critical moment pre-
vented bloodshed. Pie-a-Pot and his band
were persuaded to accompany him to attend
the sun dance on the Pasquatas reserve.
Both bands are in camp at Indian Head this
afternoon, aggregating ninety lodges and
sevenr hundred souls. Colonel Irvine and
Hayter Reed will hold a pow-wow with
them to-morrow. It is not known why
Yellow Calf left the reserve. He is reticent
about his future movements.
