One is that 

Mr. Inspector Venning recommended 

that the tax on Salmon be two dollars 

per bbl, while the Minister made it 
one dollar and afterwards reduced it to 

forty cents. Another point is the state- 

ment by Mr. Mitchell that the people 

—that is, the fishermen—did not know 

that he was coming down to the County 
last summer to instruct them in the 
fishery matter. He also said ¢‘Ide- 
clare that I never induced a single per- 

son to get up in a meeting or influonced 
them in any way”—again, he says, ‘I 
excited no hostility to the powers that 

be.” Dear, good Mr. Mitchell! How 
innocent he is of all the ‘trouble raised 
in this County at the timo of and after 

his visit last summer ! 

Mr. Mitchell said in the Commons 
that there was no appeal in the case of 
Rose vs. Belyea, but at a challenge 

from Sir John, Mr. Smith showed by 
Law Reports—evidence that even Mr. 
Mitchell dare not deny—that such ap- 
peal had been made und the judgment 

sustained against tho position he has 

advised the fishermen to take in regard 
to riparian rights.

The Globe tells the dismissed official that 
he lost his office because his friends were | 
unable to protect him | The Advance tells 
the fishermen that if they venture to pro- 
tect themselves in the Courts, according 
tojthe Government's agreement, and especi- 
ally if they accept assistance from their 
County-member, who happens to bein Op- 
position, they can nt *‘expuct to be as well 
treated as if they had net placed them- 
selves in antagonism to the Government !” 
The plain English of which is that the 
Mackouzie Government is the fountain of 
all rights and privileges, and that men 
who place themselves in antagonism to 
this source of power, or show the slightest 
spark of manhood or independence in urg- 
ing what they believe to be their rights, 
will be made to suffer for it!” 

We think it will occur'to many of our 

readers that the above is very far-fetch-

the Government was attempting to wrest 
established and vested rights from them. 

It was in this matter—an entirely 

new one—that we differed from the 
fishermen, our reasons therefor being, 
first because of the assurance of the 

Minister of Marine and Fisheries that 

stead of refusing to take out licences 

and to pay the reduced taxes—reduced 
at their own request, and upon their 

statement that they were not opposed 

to paying them—they should have made 
known their claims hy petition and 
paid under protest. The question 
would then have gone quietly and pro- 

perly up to the Court, and if it were 
shown that the Department had done 

wrong in introducing the license system, 
all the money paid would be refunded 

and good fecling would exist all round. 

We request the IFatchman to remem- 

ber that we do not say the fishermen 
ought not to seek to have their rights 
established. We heartily wish their 

claims were valid, so far aa riparian 

rights are concerned, but we have ex- 
pressed our conviction that such rights 
do not exist under our laws, and even 

if they do exist the fishermen’s course 
in defying the regulations has been 

wrong. 

We regret that the Watchman, in- 
stead of discussing the merits of this 

guestion, thinks it right to attribute 

‘our position on it to unworthy motives. 

‘We have nothing to gain and much now 
to lose in adhering to principle in the 
matter, for we are well aware of the 
fact that our views, however sound, are

They said that the ice would go before the 
Bridge could be repaired and if the Com.

These mills are built 
on the Bay du Vin river, four miles below 

tho Richibucto road, eight miles above the 

mouth of the river, and three miles from 

tide wator. They are under the manage. 

ment of James Graham Esq., Councillor 

for tho Parish of Glenelg. Before he: as- 
sumed control of them they were never 
considered to pay auy of those who had 
formerly operated them. Since Mr. Gra. 
ham has taken charge it seems as if every 
thing had changed. The saw mill has 
been rebuilt and the old grist mill has 
been pulled down, and a new one, 36x26 

| ft. has becn put wp in its place. The 
! houses, barns and other buildings, that 

{ had not tumbled down before Mr. Grabiaia 
{ camo to Bay du Vin, were tottering’ om. 
[ their foundations. In their places are 
now to be scen handsome and substantia 

| buildings of all kinds. Six new housce,

shop and one of the finest school houses 
I have seen in any one of the country disy 

tricts in tho county.
