Lectures to Children on the Bible. 

BY THE REV. S. G. GREEN, B. A. 

IV.—~The Wonderful Preservation of the 

Bible. 

Do you recollect, my children, what the 

last three lectures have been about! The 

first was to show that the Bible is God’s own 

book ; the next that the world without it was 

dark and miserable ; and the third, that it is 

the most excellent of books, in being so plain 

that all may learn from it the way to heaven, 

and in being fit for every one, wise or sim- 

ple, old or young. To-day we have to ask 

what God has done for such a book. And 

we shall flad that he has taken care of it, that 

it-might never be destroyed, but might live 

on, age after age, from the day when its first 

page was written, down to this very sabbath. 

I do not think there is anything more wonder- 

ful than this story of God's care and love for 

his own book. Some parts of it are the oldest 

writings in the world, and have lusted for more 

than three thousand years. It is now nearly 

1,200 years since the whole was finished. 

During this time, what changes have happen- 

ed 1 » Kingdomshave fallen ; proud cities have 

passed away ; millions of men have died and 

been forgotten ; but nothing has destroyed the 

Bible! And men have hated this holy book. 

It has been burned, and torn to pieces, and 

lost. Foolish men have tried to add to it 

writings of their own. Wicked men have 

taken away many of the words of God. 

There have been times when it has seemed 

forgotten and nncared for by everybody. 

Yet here itis. From Genesis to Revelation, 

we have itall. Not one book, or chapter, or 

verse, which God would have men to remem. 

ber, hus been blotted out. And he has shown 

all who have hated his book, that for them 
to 

attempt to destroy it was about as foolish as 

to try and put out the sun, or steal the moon
 

from the sky.. 
Let me point out to you a few parts of this 

wonderful tule. 

1. There was a time when the whole Bible 

was only one or two small written rolls. 

There were only the five books of Moses— 

you remember their names ?—perhaps the 

book of Job. and four or five psalms. That 

was all which the Israelites in the wilderness 

had of the word of God. And they were go- 

ing, you know, into Canaan, where they would 

have much fighting and hard work “odo be- 

fore they could get peacefully settled. 

pose these rolls were lost! Moses, 1 dare 

say, ofien thought of this. But God told Lim 

to give the people two rules, by keeping which 

their Bible would be safe. One was, that the 

rolls which Moses himself made should al- 

ways remain in the ark of the covenant, wher 

they would be safe in God’s own house ; and 

the other, that every king who might reigo 

over lsrael should copy them out with his 

own hand. These rules you will find in 

Deuteronomy xxxi. 25, 26, and xvi. 18. 

2. But were these laws kept? For a 

long time they were. Good David wrote his 

copy of the book, we may be sure; and so 

did “other pious kings. Dut sad and wicked 

times came afterwards. A king named Ma 

nasseh came to the throne, who forgot God 

and delighted in every kind of sin. [le be- 

came a better man before he died, but could 

not undo the mischief he had done. And 

there came after him his son Amon, a 

worse man than he had been. All the land 

was full of wickedness. Few ever thought 

of God, or if any did, scarcely any loved or 

feared him. They did not want his law. The 

rolls that the good kings had made were toro 

up, or burned, or lost. It seemed us if there 

were no Bible in the land. God's beautiul 

temple was almost in ruin. Idols of wood 

and stone stood everywhere for the people 10 

worship. But did nov God see ? Oh, yes; 

and all at once, when no one expected it, 

there came a change. King Amon’s wicked 

servants killed their wicked master; and a 

little trembling boy was brought out to be the 

king. His nome was Josiah. As he grew 

up, he learned to serve God, and while he 

was yet a lad, the thought came into his 

mind that he would have the temple set to] 

rights, and made beautiful again. So hun- |

But 

many chose rather to die than to gi
ve up the 

word of God. 1 could tell yon of seven bro- 

thers, who as they were being slowly
 burned 

10 death for loving and obeying God’s law, 

spent their last bresth in singing the song 

which Moses wrote (Deut. xxxii. 36—53), 

while their brave mother stood by 
and com- 

forted them by the thought that they soon 

should meet in heaven ; for her turn was 10 

come last, and when her children was all 

gone, she was tortured too, and died 
like them. 

And so God's care for his word was str
onger 

than the rage of Antiochus, and the scrip- 

tures were again preserved. 

4. It wonld take me very long, dear chil- 

dren, to tell you in how many ways the s
ame 

care, in afier days, was shown. It is quite 

curious to sec how careful the Jews were 

that not one letter might be lost, or one
 nms- 

take be made. They counted every verse
 and 

word, and when they had writlen out any 

part, went over it again and again, that they 

might be quite sure that there was not one 

mark made wrong. Sometimes we may 

think the pains they took rather foolish : 

but then we must remember what an impor- 

tant thing it was that God's word should
 come 

to us just as he gave it, peither more no
r less. 

So this was another way by which he pre- 

served his own book among men. 

5. And after the New Testament was finsh
- 

ed, and the whole Bible, as we have it, put 

tegether, there often were dark and ignorant
 

times when it would have been forgotten and 

los!, if God had not put into the hearts of some 

good people to care for it. Holy men and 

ho'y women, too, spent years, sometime
s. in 

writing it out, carefullly and beautifully. The 

oldest of these writings now known is in the 

British Museum, in London. It is 1,400 

years old, and is supposed to have bee
n writ 

ten by a lady in Alexandria, in Egypt. nam
ed 

Theela. Sometimes, too, a monk, or hermit, 

who shut himself up to live alone, spent haf 

a lifetime in copying out the scriptures, 
So 

the book was kept in being, even in days 

when few loved it, and scarcely anybody 

could read it. God was taking care of it 

for us. 
6. And when PrinTING was found out, 

Bibles became pleantifully. No fear, then, 

that the scriptures would ever be destroyed. 

And yet wicked people would have got rid of 

it if they could. You have often heard of the 

[aws which Roman Catholics inade, that people
 

should not read the Bible. In our own land, 

when the testament was turned into English 

for all the people to understand, by a good 

man, named William Tindale, what do you 

think was done? A priest bought all the tes- 

taments, carried them to the front of St. Paul’
s 

cathedral, in London, and burned them, while 

he preached to the crowds of people that 

stood round that it was a great and terrible 

sin to read the word of God ! You will be 

glad to hear that Tyndale made haste and 

spent the money which the priest had paid 

tor the books in printing a great many more, 

<0 that soon there were three testaments for 

every one that had been burned. But at 

last Tyndale himself was taken, put to death, 

and his body burned to ashes, for the crime, 

as they called it, of giving the English Bible 

to the English people. 
In other countries they were as bad. 

Among a people in Switzerland, called the

Waldeoses 1 have read of one village where 

\here was only one testament; and afier a 

great deal of anxiety, the people thought that 

the safest place to keep it from the priests 

and soldiers was—what do you think ?—a 

biby’s cradle. So they gave the book and 

the baby into the care of a little girl, just eight 

years old, and whenever she saw any one 

coming who would be likely to take it away, 

she made haste and tucked up both her trea- 

sures, snug and safe ; and as she rocked and 

sung the litije one to sleep, no one guessed 

what else was under the blanket! 

In another village they had not a Bible, and 

could not get one. But seyeral of the peo- 

ple had taken pains to learn whole chapters 

and books. They could say it almost all be- 

tween then. And so when they met toge- 

ther on the sabbath, one and another would 

repeat the chapters which the rest wished to 

hear ; and [ dare say that dear little children 

zmong them would often be able to take their 

turn, with some sweet psalin or parable of 

Jesus.
