perhaps in no other profession could this great
genius 8o well have served ns generation. Bax-
ter, the beloved divine—who, in after years, en-
Joyed the friendship of Judge Hale—owed his
escape from the clutches of his engmies mainly to
his testimony, and that of the four judges of the
Common Pleas, and he gratefully testified “how
large a part of the honour of the government and
the peace of the kingdom™ consisted in the inte-
grity and worth of these great counsellors of the
crown. He adds that bis lordship assured him
that he was fully persuaded by his own acquaint-
ance with them, that “there was as many honest
men among lawyers proportionally, as among any
profession of men in England—not excepting
divines.”

On the 8th of November, 1629, Mr. Hale was
admitted a student of Lincoln’s Inn; and, under
the deepest impression of time already lost, he
at once brought to bear upon his studies the
whole energies of his powerful mind; and so
intense was his ardor, that for awhile he labored
at the rate of sixteen hours a day. ‘

It was some time before he withdrew from the
company of his worldly associates. The turning
point of his spiritual career was a remarkable one. |
He, with some other young students, being in- |
vited to a convivial party out of town, one of their
number, notwithstanding the remonstrances of |
his companions, went on drinking to such an ex- |
cess that he was seized with a violent disorder
and became insensible, For a time he was to all |
appearances dead. Filled with distress at this |
fearful consequence of idle profligacy, Mr. Hale |
withdrew into a private room, and closing the |
door, he prayed earnestly that God would be|
pleased to restore his friend to life again, and
that himself might be forgiven for having coun- |
tenanced such wicked extravagance. He then |
took a sclemn vow to the Almighty that he would
never again frequent such company, nor drink a|
health so long as he lived. His petition was |
granted ; the young man recovered, and the vow |
so solemnly made was sacredly kept, though oc- |
caionally to his great inconvenience and reproach, |
as it was considered in after days a distinguish-
ing mark of loyalty to drink the king's health. |

It awakens no surprise when we find that the
studious pains and exemplary deportment of
young Hale from this period soon attracted the
notice and secured him the regard of many dis-
tinguished men of his own and other professions.
[t was his happiness to count among his friends
the illustrious Selden, Mr. Vaughan, afterwards
Lord Chief Justice of the Common Pleas, and the
}\it*l!\ and learned .\l'Clll-i\}m[) Usher. Before
long he became the theme of applauding conver-
sation, and was spoken of as likely to rise. Bishop
Burnet relates a curious incident in point. Onece,
as he was buying some cloth for a new suit, the |
draper, with whom he bargained about the price, |
told him he should have it for nothing on the
condition that he would promise, when he came
to be Lord Chief Justice of England, he would
give him one hundred pounds. Of course the
offer was declined, but the tradesman lived to see
his sagacious prognostication as to the future
eminence of his customer fulfilled.

It is not for us to dwell upon the professional |
career of this great man. Amidst a time of un-
paralleled tamult and excitement he preserved a
steady equanimity of spirit, indicative of the mens
8:01 consera reeti ; and while, with calm and stead-
fast soul he gazed on the general turmoil, he
almost seems to have been charmed by the per-
turbations that prevailed into * quiet thoughts.”
