ADULTERAT ION OF LIQUORS. 

It is generally known that intoxicating liquors 

drank at the present day are greatly adulterated, 

though there is not so definite knowledge -on the 

subject as would be desirable. We therefore 

present the following results of scientific investi- 
gation, which ought to be universally diffused : 

A letter from Dr. Hiram Cox, official Inspec- 
tor of Liquors at Cincinnati, has been published, 
which contains some remarkable statements re- 
lative to the adulteration of liquors. He says 
that a Cincinnati druggist, desirous of obtaining 
some pure liquor as a medicinal article, purchased 
in New York two half-pipes of extra * Seignette 
brandy.” one pale and the other dark. He called 
the Doctor's attention to his * beautiful pure 
brandy,” which the Doctor at once tested by in- 
serting some blue “ litmus” paper. It came out 
as red as scarlet. He then put a polished, “ spat- 
wa” (an instrument for spreading plasters) into 
a tumbler containing half a gilll of the liquor, 
allowing it to remain fifteen minutes, at the end 
of which time the liquor was black as ink. The 
spatula corroded, and when dried a thick coating 
of rust appeared, which when removed left a cop- 
per coat almost as thick as if it had been plated. 
A chemical analysis of these liquors resulted as 
follows : : 

“ First sample (dark,) 55 per cent. alcoholic 
spirits by volume, and 41 per cent. by weight ; 
specific gravity 0945. The tests indicate Sul- 

phuric Aeid, Nitric Ether, Prussic Acid, Guinea 
Pepper and an abundance of Fusi Oil. DBase— 
common whiskey, not one drop of wine. 

Second sample, (pale,) 54 per cent. alcoholic 
spirits by volume, 40 per cent. by weight ; speci- 
fic gravity 0955. This article has the same adul- 
terations as the first, but in greater abundance, 
with the addition of Catchuc.” 
The druggist was forbidden to sell the brandy, 

and in consequence refused to pay the New York 
dealer for it. The latter sued him in the Cinci- 
nnati courts but lost his case, the poisonous 
character of the liquor being fully demonstrated, 
Dr. Cox remarks : 

“ I was appointed to the office of Chemical In- 
spector on the 19th day of March, 1855. Since 
then 1 have made upwards of 600 inspections of 
stores, and lots of liquors of every variety, and 
ositively assert that 90 per cent. ofall that 1 
Ee analyzed were adulterated with the most 
pernicious and poisonous ingredients. Since my 
appointment I have, as physician to the Probate 
Court, examined upwards of 400 insane cases, 
two-thirds of which number became insane from 
drinking the poisonous liquors sold at the grog- 
geries and taverns of our city and country. Many 
of them were boys of from 19 to 20 years of age, 
some of whom were laboring under a hereditary 
taint—and perhaps in many of them the mental |

material for repairing broken china, ornaments, 
Take half an ounce of 

gum ammoniac and a tablespoonful of water; 

Then take one ounce of isinglass and six wine- 
glassfuls of water ; boil together till the quantity 
is reduced one half ; then add a glassful and a 
half of strong spirits of wine. Boil this mixture 
for three minutes, and then strain it through 
muslin, adding after while hot, the ammoniacal 

Finally, add half an ounce 
of tincture of mastic resin. The cement thus 
made is best preserved in small phials, in which 
it sets when cold. ‘When required for use it can 
be liquified by placing the phial in a cup of boil- 
ing water.—bOcientific American.
