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CITY OF MEXICO.

This eity speaks to us of the darkness and re-
volutions of past ages, and the crimes of the pre-
sent. It is in a lovely valley, 50 miles long, and
35 miles wide, encompassed by mountains which
rise from an elevated plain, .or tablejand, the
general level of which is a mile and a half above
the surface of the ocean. The elevation of the
city, in this mountain walled valley, is 7,400 feet,
being 4 trifle less than a mile and a half. Though
just within the Torrid Zone, it is so high, that its
climate is slways mild.

More than a thousand years ago, this valley
was possessed by the Toltees—a tribe of Indians
from the Rocky Mountains. They were exter-
minated by drought, pestilence, and famine. The
people who succeeded them, were driven out, or
destroyed by the Aaztecs, nearly 700 years ago,
who, in 1825, founded the present city, and called
it Mexico, in honor of their war-god, Mexitli. The
Aztecs built great and rich cities, but they were
habitations of cruelty. The light of the Bible
did not shine there. The people were never taught
its holy lessons, Cruel.priests held their souls in
bondage. They demanded human sacrifices for
their bloody god, to which they offered immense
numbers, in a manner shocking beyond expression.
The flesh of these human victims the Mexicans
cooked and ate, while they made merry at their
feasts! One hundred thousand skulls have been
counted in" one place. To obtain these victims,
the different tribes had frequent wars among them-
selves. They were ripe for destruction, and the |
crafty and courageous Cortez was made the human |
instrument. ’

In 1518, he set sail from Cuba, in the night,
with a little fleet, half manned, and half equipped,
and landed on the shores of Mexico, with 700
men. He founded Vera Cruz, and, marching_|
northward, found that some of the people dis-
liked their ruler—Montezuma—and were ready
even to join the invaders of their country, to
throw off his yoke. .

In the meantime, that monarch, though he ne- |
ver left his laKe-encircled capital, was informed |
by his regular runners, of the arrival and move-
ments of Cortez. But he was uncertain whether ;
to receive these Spaniards as enemies, or as the |
children of the gods, IHe and his
were embarrassed. A superstitious idea had for
some time prevailed, that a race of powerful men, |
from the regions of the rising sun, would overrun
and desolate their country. |

Yet, by his messengers, he ordered Cortez to |
leave, ard at the same time, very unwisely, sent
him rich presents, which made him and his men ,
more eager than ever to subdue the country, that |
they might enrich themselves by plundering it. |
Cortez told the Mexicans that the Spaniards |
wanted gold ; for they had a disease of thie heart, |
which nothing else would relieve. He burned his
ships, to keep his men from all thoughts of turn-
ing back. He then swept throngh the country, |
with his little army, killing multitudes, and re-
ceiving those who submitted, as his allies. With
their help, he fought his way to the capital. This
story would seem like a wild fable, unworthy of
belicf, were it not for these four things :

1. The Mexicans were perplexed, and knew
not what to do.

2. The Spaniards were shielded from the force
of their weapouns, by wearing armor,

3. The Spaniards had cannons.

4. They also had cavalry, which frichtened the
Mexicans, who supposed the horse and his rider
were one,

When the Spaniards arrived at his capital, |
Montezuma came out to meet them, and received, }
fed, and lodged them as the descendants of gods. |
A very large building was given to Cortez and his '
soldiers and allics, DBut Cortez abused this kind-
ness—seized the hospitable sovereign, and held
him as a prisoner. The Mexicans were filled with
horror, for, with them, the person of their em-
peror was sacred. Cortez assumed the govern-
ment, in the name of Montezuma, whom he per-
mitted to see, and counverse with, his counscllors,
The monarch’ spirit became so subdued, that
Cortez induced him to acknowledge himself a vas-
sal of the king of Spain. The chief men of the
empire were summoned to hear their king pro-
claim his own degradation,
voice was choked with grief—tears and groans
showed the depth of his anguish. Even then,
Cortez tried to persuade him to adopt the religion |
of those who were robbing him of his conntry.
He would not consert to this, and Cortez was so
curagm!, that he ordered his men to throw down
the 1dols of the temples. This exasperated the
priests and people. Cortez, however, calmed their
rage—pretending to make preparations to retreat,
as soon as he could re-build his ships.

Just then, Cortez heard that the governor of
Cuba had sent an army to take him prisoner. He
left a small garrison, retreated towards the sea
coast, met the forces sent against him, though
three times as numerous as his own, took most
of them prisoners, and persuaded them to join
him. Thus the army, sent to destroy him, be-
came a timely assistance. IHe then heard that
his garrison had slaughtered 2,000 Mexican no-
bles, to obtain their rich ornaments, and were
threatened with destruction, He hastened to
their relief, and then openly declared hLis design
of subduing the country. The people were en-
raged, and when Montezuma was brought out to

acify them, they heard him in silence; but when

e ceased, their indignation overcame all respect,
and they threw a shower of stones upon him, one
of whicﬁ saruck him to the ground, and he fell,
wounded with stones and arrows,

Btung with shame, he refused all nourishment,
and enfcd his wretched life, scorning the entrea-
ties of the Spaniards to embrace the Romish faith,
There was now no hope of peace. The Mexicans
took so strong a position, that Cortez retreated
in the night, Half his army was killed ; many of
them perishing in the waters with their ill-gotten
treasures. (% the morning after this “ doleful
night,” Cortez shed tears over the remains of his
army. v

ore men arrived from Cuba, and six months
after the “doleful night,” Cortez renewed the
attack. Guatimozin had now taken the place of
Montezuma. Cortez built ships and placed them
on the lake, and thus frightened the Mexicans,
Guatimozin attacked them with immense vum-
bers of his light canoes, but in vain. After a
month of continued conflicts, the Spaniards made

counsellors
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sant thoughts when we were away,

a grand attack upon the city, but were driven
back, and it was with great difficulty they retreat-

ed through ranks of the Mexicans, who t.o’more
than forty of them prisoners.

These victims were sacrificed, at night, to the
god of war, The whole city was lighted up. By
the glare of the fires, the Spaniards conld see the
dreadful preparations; they were filled with grief
and horror by the shrieks of their companions,
when about to be sacrificed. Their heads were
sent in triumph to the different provinces, and the
Mexicans were assured that their god, would, in
eight days, grant them deliverance to destroy their
invaders., Cortez heard of this, and while the
Mexicans were gathering together to destroy them,
he kept his army in a place of security till the
eight days expired. In the meantime, his allies,
believing that he must perish, deserted him ; but
after the end of the eight days .they returned.
With their help, he now proceeded gradually to
take possession of the city, surrounding it on all
sides, and driving the Mexicans from one part af-
ter another, and destroying the houses, till three
quarters of the city was reduced to ashes, and
then the Spaniards gained possession of the cen-
tral square, and thus had command of what re-
mained,

Guatimozin attempted to escape in a canoe, but
he was seized by the soldiers of the watchful Cor-
tez. The Spaniards, obtained complete mastery
of the city, Aug. 13, 1521,

But the Spaniards were enraged at finding so
little gold, and they stretched Guatimozin upon
burning coals, to compel him to tell where he
had hid his treasures. He bore his torture with
such fortitude that Cortez rescued him from the
brutal soldiers. I suppose you have read of the
man who was suffering with him, begging permis-
sion to reveal what he knew, when Guatimozin
rebuked him by saying: “ Am 1 taking my plea-
sure? Awm I on a bed of flowers ”

Cortez added an empire to Spain, but he, like
Columbus, was treated with ingratitude, and died
