The last number of the 
Halifax Reporter contains the following regard. 
ing the “ Ovens” diggings :— 
The most favorable accounts are being daily 

received from the Diggings tt the “ Ovens’ iy 
the County of FE to which we referred 
in our last issue, A gentleman who arrived from 
that locality this morning informs us that gold 
is being obtained in large quantities, especially 
amid the sands of the beach. One man, for is- 
stance, tok up an ounce and a quarter after an 
hour’s careful washing. As another instance of 
the gieat richness of these diggings, we are told 
that four men took out of Campbell’s claim in 
one day, the large quantity of one pind and a 
balf of the finest quality of the precious metal ; 
a very productive day’s work, inded. Upwards 
of two hundred persons were present at the dig- 
gings. Mr. Cunard was making nll his prep ra 
tions for vigorous operations. Under ell the 
circumstances most persons are becinning to 
th'nk that Nova Scotia will be found eventually 
to be one of the finest gold producing countries 
on this contineut.

The Direct and Income Tax. 
The act of Congress, raising $20,000,000 by a 

direct tax, will bring the war home to the people 
themselves in a wanser quite new to the present 
generation. The act was materially amended by 
the Conference Committee, who struck out the 
proposed tax on gold and silver watches apd 
p eusure carriages, and abandoned the idea of 
e..cise upon domestic liquors. [he levy of $20, 
000,000 is upon real property. and incomes, 
Every resident is entitled to exemption in the 
property upon which he resides as far as £300; 
and on incomes of less than $800 per year no tax 
is levied. All incomes over $800 per annum are 
to be taxed 3 per cent. on the surplus over 
£800 ; when such income is derived from interest 
on treasury rotes, the tax will be 14 per cent. 
The tax goes into effect January 1, 1862. Ne- 
glect or refusal to pay this tex renders the of- 
fender liable to imprisonment until the tax is 
paid. Attemps to evade the act or commit fraud 
will be puni hed. In the event of a refusal to 
pay the taxes, the collectors shall collect it by 
distraint and sale ofthe goods, chattles or effects 
of the perso.s delinquent as aforesaid, at public 
auction, This distraint does not include tools or 
implements of a trade or profession, beasts of the 
plough necessary for the cultivation of improved 
lands, aims, houscheld furniture and necessary 
apparel. Should any of the people be in actual 
rebellion at the time the act goes iuto the effect, 
the President shall cause i's provisions to 1.e ex- 
ecuted within such limite, whenever the Governe 
ment authority is resestablished. 
The President will divide the country into 

collection districts and appoint collectors, and 
after the second Tucsday in February the Secre- 
tary of the Treasury shall establish regulations 
to govern the assessment and collection. 
The luicome tax will personally affect all who 

receive regular wages or salaries, all companies, 
whether corporate or not who have gains or 
profits derived from sourers not otherwise taxcd 
by the art, and all who have incomes derived 
“from any source of business, trade or vocas 
tion, dividends uf stocks, interest of money or 
debts, salaries, interest on legacies, annuities, 
or Gctived from any other source, withia or be- 
yond the buundaries of the United States. —

Will Secession succeed —Consequen- 
oes of the War, 

The question is often asked, “ Can the North 
conquer the South ? and if so, Can it continue 
to hold an unwilling people ?” The answer to 
both these questions is usually given in the ne- 
ga tive, and then the further question arises, 
“ Why this war at all >—Why not let the South 
separate as it wishes to do, and each section 
of the Union go on its own way ?” These views 
are substantially held by most Europeans, and 
especially by all Englishmen of (thé Times’ 
school ; and they are held by all Southern Ame- 
ricans, and by all Northern Americans of the 
Buchanan school. Nay, it is beliegcd that a 
strong party in the present Adminstration, com- 
posed of Bewaid, Bates and Cameron, favor them. 
It may be, also, that they are the most correct 
views ; but the majurity of the Cabinet, the gre: t 
majority of both Houses of the Legis'ature, 
(composed at present nearly wholly of represens 
tatves of the Free States,) the great majority of 
the people, and the preponderating inflnence of 
the press in the Northern Biates, is in fuvor «f 
bringing back the s e~ded Sta‘es to their allegi-
