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Ax ATROCIOUS ArFAIR AT GUYANDOTTE, VA,
—On Sunday night, 10 inst. 150 United States
troops at Guyandotte, Va., on the Ohio river,
were attacked by the rebels, and only fifty
escaped. The rest were killed or taken prisons
ers. The aceount says it was arranged between
the rebel cavairy (from §00:to 1000 strong, who
had been secretly concentrs tha country
back of the town) and rebel citizens to massacre
our troops im cold blood. Accordingly the rebel
citizens were very kind to our troops Sunday
evening, ‘diid invited them to thewr houseg on
various pretexts, and all who were off duty ac-
cepted the invitation, While they were being
entertained at half past eight o'clock at night
the rebel cavalry dashed into the town. Signals
were displayed from every house where our men
were, and into these the rebels rushed murdering
our unarmed soldiers in cold blood. The rebel
citizens, men, and women and children, rushed
to arms and aided the cavalry in the slaughter,
The Federal troups 1n camp prepared ss soon
as possible for defence, but were overpowers
ed and had to break. Very few of our men were
killed m the engagement with the cavalry, nearly
all being mardered in the houses.

On the reception of the news at Galliapolis,
0., 30 miles above, three steamers with 400
under Col. Ziegler, weot down to Guyandotte
and fired 1he town, the principal part of which is
now in ashes. The rebels left about an hour
before the arrival of our troops.—Mor, Star.

bencher, received a fee in his new capacily,

creet course that has marked his minority, cannot
fail to become an especial favorite of the British
public. There have been princes of the same
House who might have been equal favorites with
the people, but they degraded their position and
themselves by vices and meanness to the level of
the lowest, It is gratifying to find that the con-
trast in this respect between the present and the
last Prince of Wales is s0 marked, and much of
his is due, no doubt, to the precepts and exam-
ple of an excellent mother ; bul something is
also attributable to the natural disposition of tbe
young man himself, and circumsiances tend to
the belief that he wall fill his high destiny with
