The 'legimate relution for demand and supply to

 God, afid have itw snd grounded ih the love of

f

sustain to each other i®for the latter to be regulated
oy the former, so that the supply may slways meet |
the demand-—nothing less, nothing more. A small
hmxub(old, consisting of but few members. and baving
But few wants, may subsist on a small income ; but

as that housebold increases, and its wants maltiply,
the income should necessarily increase corresponding-
ly. A nation in a time of peace, and when no special
claims are wade upon its treasury, only requires the
means necessary for its ordinary outlay; but if it
Becomes involved in war, or an invasion threatens its
peaceful shores, calling every man to arins, new and
special demands will be m.de upon its treasury, and
new taxes and increased tariffs must be resorted to
in order to raise supplies. A city well supplied with
provisions for its inbabitants, suddenly receives a
great influx of strangers, doubling its population, and
the necessity of increased stores are at once suggested
by the thoughtful and far-sighted. A well may afford
sufficient water to supply a single family, but the
demand of a whole neighborhood might exhaust it in
& day, and show the necessity of increasing its depths |
and ‘énlarging its resources. 'We might multiply |

illustrations confirming the view we take of this sub- |
Jject, but our limits forbid.

Now, what is true inthe relation which demand |
and supply sustain to each other in nature, is also i
true in grace.. Taere are times when believers need ;
more faith than at others. There are also some |
Christians who constently require more faith than :
other brethren. Their circumstances are different |
and more trying. It is often a matter of great fear |
with some sincere believers that their faith will fail i
them in death—that they have not dying grace. 1t :
is pot necessary for them to have it until it is re- |
quired. There is no demand for it, and hence the |
supply is ot granted. *“ As thy day is, so shall thy |
strength be.” The faith of wartyrs is sowetimes '
coveled by some ardent Christians.  If they had Jived l
in the days of wartyrdom, and been called upon to |
die for Christ, they would no doubt have had the |
wartyr’s faith. But tuere being no demand now, the |
supply of course is not granted.

But we may be brought into cireumstances, and |
duties may be required of us now, which will vastly |
increase our want, and although it ig not dying grace, :

for the martyr to have his, or as it will be for us to
have dying grace when death comes.

HELPING THE OHURCHES,

‘The numerons churches that belong, and-com-

munities which are in sgmpathy, with the Free Bap-

| tist denomination in this Province, that are without

any regular ministerial labour, should provoke much
solicitude, and instigate earnest enquiry in the minds

of those interested in the prosperity of the denomina-~|

tion, or the welfare of souls, as to the best modes to’
be adopted to awaken and promote a religious interest
among them, and to induce them to become, as far as
possible, self-sustaining. Home missionary labour is,
of course, an important auxiliary in preserving the
visibility of some ehurches, and helping the ¢om-

‘munities ; but this dejartment of obristian effort re-

ceives o very limited support, and its ‘eperations, at
present, are but trifling.

A plan, we learn, has been adopted by some of our
preachers, which we heartily approve of ; but even
it is not adapted to do all that is required. By this

| plan, several ministers form themselves into what we

should call a pastoral association, and take the care
of a number of churehes—as many as they can sup-
ply with one service, or more, each, on a Sabbath. A
plan of labour is agreed upon, by which no brother
supplies the same church two consecutive Sabbaths.
We understand that Elders Merritt, French, Conner,
and* McKenzie have formed a plan of labour of this
kind, to supply the churches at Jerusalem, Bellisle,
and two or three on the river. Each church, of
course, raises what amount it czn, which is put into a
general fund, for the benefit of the pastoral associa-
tien, . This is a commmendable effort, and speaks well
for the brethren who devised and labeur in it.

We observe that at the last session of the Freewill
Baptist General Conference in the States, the desti-
tute churches of that denomination were a subject of
deliberation, and the following plan for their help was
proposed : That a series of meetings be held in each

| church, by ministers appointed for that purpese by

the Quarterly Meeting to which the church belongs.
In other words—that a protracted meeting be held

| with each church, by two or more ministers, whose

labours would be likely to result in revival, and thus
awaken an interest, and prompt them to effort to help
themscives. An exchange of effort of this kind in
churches having pastors, was also, we think, recom-
mended.

Something like this should be done among our
churches for their help. This would not interfere
with, nor supersede missionary work nor associate
pastoral labour, but rather help both. We throw out
these hints for reflection. We feel an interest in the
welfare of the churches, and in the cause of Christ

| generally, and therefore we thus speak.

‘T'his is a dreadful mortality.. Bul, 40,000 drunkards
die in the United States every year, besides the mul-
titades of others, whose death is oceasioned by in-
temperance. The horrible mortality of. the war is
wade up in drunkards alone, in about every five
years, and if we ioclude those whose death is occa-
sioned by intemperance, the proportion is greatly
increased.

Besides, the days of the rebellion and war are num-
bered—are likcly to be few. But who shall prophecy
of the days of intemperance? It bas prosecuted ils
desolations for centuries, and still the work of human
slaughwr goes on, and with the avowed or silent sanc-
tion of courts, and of the masses of the people.
