It was 
very properly argued by several members that this 

amount should be collected out of the sums owed by 

different parties to the Trustees, and not encumber 

the lands owned by all the Madras Schools in the 
Province to pay the debt of that in St. John only. 

The Bill was wisely postponed for three months. A 

very large expenditnre is annually made to the Mad- 
ras system of education in the Province, and no bene- 

fits commensurate therewith is received. It is true 
some children may be sent to this school in St. John, 

that otherwise might not be sent to any, but in nearly 

all cases we think that children found in the Madras 
Schools would be sent to others if these did not exist, 

and a much better opportunity for improvement 
would be enjoyed by them. The large numbers 
attending the School in St John is a serious draw- 

back on its usefulness ; a sufficient amount of atten- 

tion cannot be given to them by the present staff of 

teachers. A few other matters of local and minor 
importance were before the House, nearly all of which 

are to come up again, and will be noticed hereafter, 

Mr. Boyd gave notice some days ago, that he should 
move a resolution to withhold all special grants from 

sectarian and private schools. It was made the order 

of the day for Monday, but the debate on the Madras 

School bill occupied nearly the whole day, and it 
was deferred until Tuesday.
