UNITED STATES. 

Virginia is again the theatre of important military 
operations. General Meade has obeyed the instruc. 

tions he received from Washington, and marched his 
army across the Rappahavnock. General Lee fell 
back as the Federal army advanced, znd now occu- 

pies his old entrenchments on the South side of the 
Rapidan. Before reaching the Rappahannock Gene- 
r 1 Sedgewick’s corps encountered and routed a corps 
of the Confederates posted in advance of their army 
on the north bank of the river. He captured two 

redoubts, seven pieces of artillery, and over a thou- 

sand prisoners. General French also eaptured four 

hundred prisoners while crossing at Kelly's Ford, 

and we are told that the Federal loss in killed and 

| wounded in these engagements was only four hun- 

| dred. 

The Federals now once more confront the Confede- 

rates on the Rapidan, and also hold the heights at 
Frederigksburg. The great question is, will they 

advance still further and attack General Lee in his 

The wilitary critics in the North 

think that Lee's army has been so depleted by the 
reinforcements sent to General Brage and General 

Beauregard, that it may be defeated by the force 
inder General Meade, and if so, the road to Richmond 
is opened. [It is also said that General Lee himself 
has gone to the assistance of General Bragg, leaving 
Generals Ewell and A. P. Hill in command of his 

army, which are additional reasons why an attack 
should be made, and why it should be successful. It 
is probable, therefore, that Meade will advance, and 

| it is still mare probable that like his predecessor in 

the command of the grand army of the Potomac, that 
he will be driven back ignominiously. 
The intelligence from Tennessee is of an indefinite 

character. But sufficient is told to assure us of the 
correctness of the plan of the campaign which we 
marked out as that which the Confederate Generals 
would most likely adopt. The destruction of the Fe- 
deral General Burnside is the first object of the Con- 

federate leaders. He is posted at a place called 
Loudon, in East Tennessee, and to this point a strony 
force has been detached both from Bragg's army at 
Chattanooga, and from Lee's army in Virginia. The 
telegraph informed us yesterday that General Grant 
had officially informed the authorities at Washington 
that ** two of Burnside's most advanced outposts have 
been overpowered by superior force from Lee's army 
and half of two regiments holding them were captu- 
ved,” This is the commencement of a struggle the 

result of which will decide in a great measure the fate 

of the campaign, and of the army under General 
['bomas at Chattanooga. 

It was stated last week that Lookout Mountain, 
which commands Chattanooga, had been captured by 
the Federals, but that report now appears to be un- 

founded or premature, It will be taken of course, 
but the work is not done yet. 

The overland expedition against Texas has been 
abandoned, and the troops have returned to New 
Orleans. A formidable naval and military expedition 
has been formed tn place of it. Gen, Dana is in com 
mand ; he has twenty steam-boats and three gnu 
boats, but the number of men is not stated. 
We have no news of any importance from Charles- 

ton. The bombardment continues, but so far has 

produced no effect beyond the destruction of the front 
face of Fort Sumter. It was reported that the Fort 
had been taken by assault, but this is now contra- 
dicted. The latest accounts are to the 4th instant, 

when the Confederates were in full possession of what 
remains of this now celebrated work. — Churer Wil. 

A portion of the army of the Potomac has moved, 
and with such efficiency and success, that the enemy’s 
works with artillery have been taken, and over tweve 

hundred prisoners, with many high ollicers among 
them, have been captured! This 1s glorious news, 
We had begun to fear that the rebels in Virginia 
would elude a collision, and that winter would close 
in, with nothing more accomplished on our part, 

leaving Lee the privilege of transporting as any o 

his troops as he wished to the assistance of Bragg. 

But here we have an earnest of better things to come, 

as well as a positive achievement in hand, The 

work appears to have been accomplished In two sin. 

ultaneous movements, by Gen, Sedgwick advancing 

to the railway crossing at the Rappahannock, and

with such victorious results, All honor to the gal 
lant, sorely-tried army of the Potomac! The coun 
try will hail this as theauspicious beginning of a new 
calnpaign, which may yet surpass, in effectual tr 

uwmphs, even those illustrated by the tields of Ante 

taw and Gettysburg. — Boston Journal.
