{ have learnt Wwith much satisfaction, that the
opinien 8o strongly expressed by Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment as 10 the expediency of a closer union be-
tween the British Noath American Provinces, has
now received the eoncurrence of both Branches of
the Provincial Legislatore,

It is my intention, in accordance with the wishes
of the House ‘of Assembly, shortly to appoint Dele-
gates who, in _conjunction * with the Delegates {rom
the other Provinces of British America, will arrange
with Her Mujesty's Government the details of an Act
whieh, as.requested by the Address of the Legislative
Council to Her M jesty the Queen, adopted in April
last, will be introauced inta the Imperial Parliament
for the purpase of effecting the desired Union,

In the Bill to which [ have just assented, suspend.
ing in eertain cases the operation of the Habeas Cor-
pus Act, I recognize a proof of your watchful care
for the tranguility of the Province, The wischievous
designs of the Fenian conspirators have, it is true,
been frustrated 3 but'it will, I fear, be necessary for
some time to ecome, to exercise a careful vigilance
entirely to prevent the revival of their projects.

Tue New Canaviay Tawwr.—The Montreal Ga-
gelte, commwenting upon the new action of a number
of the Montresl werchants and manufagiurers, says :
** At the meeting of werchants at the Corn Exchange
& want of ununimity was observable, Thedry goods
and hardware lmporting merchants were satisfied
with the new tarilf measure, and the division which
took place upon the resolutions offered wus not a
division of werchants generally ; it was dry goods
a0d hardware merchants on the one side, and geaeral
merchants on the other, The bardware merchants
regarded the abolition of the duties on articles in the
ten per cent, list as highly beneficial to their trade—=
that such articles comprise s large amount of their
tmportations, and the regulation would eaable thew
to offer indueements 1o buyers in the Western United
States to draw their supplies from this market in pre-
ference to the New York market, They saw no
bevefit to them by postponing the measure, They
would have as muach stock in January s at present,
and the duties on bhardware articles aré gencrally
paid a8, they arvive, The dry goods merchants heid
similar views, and it was evident that discussions
could net harmwonize the varigty of opinions enter-
ioed.

There was not much disposition evinced at the
meeting, by those opposed to the Government, to
seize upon the occasion to reflect upon the Adwminis-
tration, On the contrary, the first attempt at a po
litical demonstration was put down immediately.
Both this meeting and the one held in the Mcchanics'
Hall were composed of friends of the Government,
and alse of some, perhaps, who would prefer to s~
other gentlemen in pawer, but no political bias wag
attempted to be given to either weetling; and it was
considered by a iarge majority of those composing
both meetings, without regard to political distinction,
as unfortunate that such materizl ehanges in this
and the sister Provinces. There was a serious
earnestness of expression in the weeting of manufac.
tarers, and those interested in that line of basiness,
which bore evidence that they, at least, believed that
the new tariff measure would be the roin of their in-
terests, They were not desirous that the Govern-
ment should be barassed in the introduction of its
taritf measures ; but they asserted there were pro-
visions in the proposed measure not only fatal to
their interests, but which would be found detrimental
to the general prosperity and permanent wellare of
the Provinee. They believed that Canada, if exclu-
sively agricultural, would be dependant on a foreign
demand for a market for her produets; but with
manufscturing intercsts there would be a general
developement of her resources—she would have a
home warket, and be self:supporting to a grext ex-
tent,
as essential to the early cowmercial and manufac-
turing stages of a country, and that the fact that
absolute free trade may at some future time be ad-
vantageous does not prove its present necessity,

The Canadians have expended the past year, in the
management eof their government, $12,100,000, ol
which amount $270,000 was applied to the reduction
of the public debt. The trade of the provinee has
increased $18,000,000 during the year. The Finance
Minister estimates that the revenue will fall off §1,-
000,000, in consequence of the abrogation of the Re-
ciprocity T'reaty. Inorder to be prepared to weet
any future Fenian attacks, $1.500,000 is approprin-
te i for the ensuing year, for the perfecting of the wi-
litla systewm.

ARRIVAL OF THE *“SAXONIA”

FIGHTING HAS COMMENCED AT LAST!

New York, Jaly 9.
