DEBATE ON CONFEDERATION IN 

Logrps. —Lord Carnarvon, who

es the bill received a second reading. We quote from 

a condensed report of Lord Carnarvon’s speech, the 

following : 

* The delegates having themselves suggested Can- 
ada as the name for the new Confederation, her Ma- 
jesty had given her assent to that designation being 
adopted by it. The plan, as at present carried out, 
did not include Prince Kdward Island, British Colum- 

bia, Newfoundland, or Vancouver's Island ; but it 
was to be hoped that in time those colonies would join 
the Confederation now being established. Lord Car- 

narvon said he would have been pleased to have seen 
a legislative union adopted by all the provinces ; but 
there were conflicting views of particular interests 

and other causes which prevented such an union at 

the present moment. Dealing with the charge made 
against Canada, of setting up a protectionist policy 
against the free trade policy of che other provinces, he 
contended that free trade viexs had of late made great 

progress in the former colony, and the fact of en- | 
tering into Confederation with her sister colonies 

would tend to promote the growth of that principle. | 
He demied that Nova Scotus was opposed to the 
federation, although a certain portion of her popula- 
tion wight be indisposed toward the measure, but the | 
people of Canada and of New Brunswi k were hearti- 
ly favorable. Instancing the opposition that had 
been made to the union of England with Scotland, 
which feeling had soon disappeared under the in- 
fluence of common interests and common Symnpa- 
thies, he urged that even were there any considerable | 
amount of opposition to the proposed confederation it 
would be but temporary, and would be followed by 
that contented acquicscence which had followed the 
establishment of Great Britain, In conclusion Lord 
Carnarvon pointed ont that this bill, which based
