PREPARE FOR WINTER. 
“In time of peace prepare for war,” is an old 

and wise maxim, It is often too late to prepare 
for a conflict when the emergency has actually 
arisen. And so in all matters pertaining to the 
farm, time must be taken by the forelock and pre- 
paration made for the future, or he who neglects 
to do it will find himself among the unfortunate, 
Farming, from the beginning to the end of the 
year, calls for forecasting as much as for hard 
work, The mechanic may put off his work to an- 
other week, and suffer no loss ; but in farming every 
thing must be done at the right, time or the op- 
portunity is lost for the year; and many things 
must be done before the time of need actually 
comes, or they cannot be done at all. This is es 
pecially true of work to be done in anticipation of 
winter, During the wionth of November, even to 
the last of the month, we usually have a great 
amount of pleasant weather; our second summer, 
the Indian summer, with its bland, smoky atmos- 
phere, induces a dreamy carelessness in regard to 
the future; but these are the very days which 
Providence has set apart in our climate for pre- 
paring to meet the stern realities of winter, and 
they ought to be diligently improved in getting 
things to rights and in proper condition for the 
frosts and snow. Just as the seaman, in anticipa- 
tion of the coming storm, or when going into a 
turbulent ses, calls all hands to put the ship in 
trim to meet the rough weather, so the farmer 
should at once look around him and see what re- 
mains to be done before winter fairly sets in, 

If any crops are still out, they should be housed 
or taken care of at once. Suitable provision should 
be made for taking stock to a good shelter at the 
very first appearance of a cold storm. Cattle and 
sheep and other stock, should not be left exposed 
to the first and most trying blasts of winter weather, 
which often come suddenly. The first cold storm 
may pinch them up for a whole season. The far 
mer's own home may need looking after. Now is

HOME HINTS, 
EveERry parent is like a looking-glass for his 

children to dress themselves by. ‘Therefore parents 
should take care to keep the glass bright and clear, 
and not dull and spotted, as their good example 
is & neh inheritunce for the rising generation. 

INDIGESTION.— Probably one half of the popula 
tion of this country suffer moro or less from incdig 
estion, and it is caused more than in any other way 
by the use of bolted flour. They suffer also in teeth 
and bone from the lack of silica and phospllate of 
lime, whicl they shonld have had in their bread. 
And these ricketty people, with yotten teeth and 
foul breath, and catarrbs, and yellow skin, and 
impure blood and torpid livers, are the ones who 
call themselves “ delicately nourished,” and turn 
up their disty ngses at the pure, healthy, ruddy 
people who live on wheat meal, patusesl and fruit, 
and other natural foods. 

Home-Mave Royrs.— earth and Home has the 
following recipe ; Take two quarts of flour, into 
which rub a tablespoon of lard and a tablespoon 
of sail, Make a hole in the flour, and pour iuto it 
one pint of cold boiled milk, in which is half a 
teacup of good yeast, and less than half a cup of 
sugar. (The sugar may be omitted if esired, or 
a less quantity used) Do not stir, but let it stand 
until morning. - Then stir up and knead: ler it 
rise until noon, then knead again, and roll out 
upon a board. Let the dough be sbout half an 
inch in thickness, and cut into long squares; roll 
up and put in tins to rise. Let them stand until 
tea-time, and bake half an hour. For a small 
family use half these quantities, 
Rasen Connecticut Dovenxurs,—Heat a pint 

of milk just lukewarm, and stir into it a small cup 
of sifted floyr and melted lard, till it is a thick 
batter ; add a small cup of domestic yeast, and 
keep it warm till the butter is light; then work 
into it four beaten eggs, two cups of sugar rolled 
free from lumps, a teaspoontul of salt, and two of 
cinnamon. When the whole is well mixed kpead 
in wheat flour until about as stiff as biscuit dough. 
Set it where it will keep wara, till of spongy light- 
ness, then roll the dough out half an inch thick, 
and cut into cakes. Let them remain until light, 
then fry them in hot lard, 
Tue VaLve or Buxrrowers.—We would call 

the attention of farmers at this time to the value 
of sunflowers as a crop, and enumerate some of their 
values aud uses. In the first place, the flowers 
abound in honey and furuish food for bees, The 
sed contains oleaginous matter and will yield ml 
at the rate of one gallon to the bushel, which is but little inferior to olive oil. One acre will pro- duce fifty bushels of seed. It is also valuable for feed for horses and poultry. The leaves are excel.
