It takes the males about three or four weeks to
get these matters settled, and then the females be-
gin to arrive in numbers much greater than the
The males select from the new arrivals as
many companions as they think proper and con-
duct thew to their respective habitations, Some
old Mormons, regular blycbeards, have been seen
with as many as forty. The females never think
of forsaking the locations to which they are at
first coaxed, but it occasionally happens that a ter-
rible fight takes place between their protector and
some other male seal who covets g neighbor's
house aad wives too. As before, so in this cage,
the law is always on the side of the strongest,

The young seal pups are born almost a8 soon as
the females reach the islands, and they are taken
great care of by their mothers so long as they re-
main at home. The males also fight for the pups
if an enemy invades the homes: but if the young
folks wander from their particular location, they
have to find their way back as best thay may, and
if captured or even killed, the mothers do not care
in the least. With “hem ‘ out of sight’ means * out
of mind.

The pups cannot at
first swim, but they succeed after a few efforts, and
then delight in the water, twisting, turning, diy-
ing and swimming about with great glee.

But neither the full grown males nor the females
nor the pups furnish the seal skins of commerce.

These are all taken from the “ bachelor” seals of
six years old or thereabouts, Very curiously, the
bachelor seals all keep by themselves in a distinct
part of the islands, and this habit of theirs greatly
facilitates their capture. The natives approach
very slyly and come between the unfortunate
bachelors and the water, The seals immediately
get frightened and make for the land, the natives
slowly following them, and gradually driving them
into the * killing grounds” where they are dis-
patched with clubs and knives, and the skins be-
ing stripped off are placed in layers, with salt be-
tween each layer, and in a week or two, are ready
to be packed into bundles and shipped.

The law only aliows a maximum of 100,000
skins to be taken annually on these islands, and
the average take 1s somewhat under that quantity.

The number of breeding seals 18 upwards of
three millions every year and of yearlings and
males under six years old about two millions.

In October and November all the seals make
their way intofthe sea and dive off, spreading
themselves for many miles over the North Pacific
in search of their winter stock of fish, which they
find in great abundance awaiting their sharpened
appetites,

But even that quantity seems
small when we consider that the cod yields sqme-
thing like 2,500,000 eggs each season, and that
even 8,000,000 have been found in the roeof a
single cod ! Other fish, though not equaling the
cod, are also wonderfully productive. A herring
s1X or seven ounces in weight is provided with
about 80,000 ova. After making all reasonable
allowances for the destruction of eggs and of the
young, it has been calculated that in three years
a single pair of herrings would produce 154,000,
000. Buffon said that if & pair of herrings were
left to breed and multiply undisturbed for a penod
of twenty years, they wounld yield u fish bulk equal
to the globe on which we live. The cod far sur-
passes the herring in fecundity, Were it not that
vast numbers of eggs are destroyed, fish would
so multiply as to fil] the writers cumpletely.--
