HOME AND FARM HINTS, 
To Remove Fry BSpecks.—Boil some onion 

skins, and use the water in which they are boiled 
us a wash, It will save more than balf the labor, 
particularly on mouldings and other uneven sur- 
faces. 

Wasmuine Cavicogs.—In washing ecalicoes fn 
which the colors are not fast, be careful not to 

boil them ; but wash in the usual way with BOAP,

To Remove Pain.—In cases of a sudden jar or 
knock, or jam of the hand or fingers, immediately 
after the blow press the injured part with the un- 
injured hand, say between the thumb and forefic- 
ger, and gradually let up oa it. It will pearly 
always remove the pain, and geoerally any swelling 
that might occur under *he circumstances.

A Nice Way or Usina Dry Cake.—Cuat the 
cake 10 slices, cover with sweet cream, let it stand 
until moistened, and serve. If you have not the 
cream, use the following instead :— Beat together 
the yolks of two eggs, one pint milk, one halt cup 
sugar, and flavoring to the taste; steam until 
thickened to consistency of cream ; when cool 
spread on the cake. 

Housekeepers are sorely annoyed by what 
seems to be unpardonable carelessness in defacing 

wall paper with oil or grease. There are few 
articles which may be used to extract such spots, 
which will pot at the same time destroy the tex- 

ture of the paper, but the simple plan of placing 
fresh blotting-paper on the place and pressing 
powerfully with a warm flat-iron is fully as effica- 
cious as anything that may be tried. 

SraNcHIONs.—There is a common mistake in 
building the stanchions by which the cattle have 

to lie with heads elevated. The bottom rail which 

holds the upright pieces in place should be as nar- 
row as possible, so that their heads may go down 

on the level, with nothing to choke or push 

against the neck. When so made, cows will lie 

in all positions, sprawled on their sides or curled 

as naturally as when having absolute freedom out 
of doors,
