He was a Christian, 

TALKS ABOUT COMMON THINGS, CLOCKS 
AND WATCHES, 

Next to a knife, there is nothing that pleases a 

boy so much as a watch, Perhaps we ought to 

have put the watch first, but as that is an expen- 

sive article, and requires care in handling, the 

knife is generally first thought of, and the longing 

for a watch comes when the boy is a little more 

maturdd in years, But to use a knife care and 

caution is always needed, and we are sorry to say 

we have known thoughtless and mischievous boys 
commit sad havoc, first upon their own fingers, 

and then upon doorposts, and even furniture, with 
the sharp little instrument which they ought to 
have employed only for pointing their pencils, 
or fashioning a boat or some other toy, or cutting 

string, or for the many other, little purposes for 

which it is properly intended. 

Not very many centuries ago there were no such 

things as clocks or watches, but from early days 

in the world’s history there were time measurers of 

one kind or another. The want of some means by 
which the flight of time might be shown was soon 

felt, tor work and other things had to be reckoned 

by it, though our forefathers might not have want- 

ed to know “the time of day” so frequently as we 

do, as there were not so many matters to take 

their attention, or so many engagements for them 

to fulfil as we have, 

In the first instance the sun used to be the great 
time-keeper, and people could tell, roughly, what 
time it was by observing the sun's apparent motion 
from rising to setting. The shadow it would make 
when a post or other object was watched for the 
purpose was some sort of guide; but it was very 
uncertain, because the hour lines would not be the 
same in winter and summer. Then sundials were 
invented, such as we now see occasionally in gar- 
dens or churchyards, or in old buildings. The 
word “dial” comes from the Latin, dies, a day; 
and the dial is a very ancient instrument. Then 
there was the clgpsydra, which measured time by 
the dropping of water, and so became known as 
the water-clock ; but the water would be subjent 
to many disturbances, and this sort of clock, there-

It is related of this King that, when he was a 
fugitive in his own country, he resolved that.if he 
should be restored again he would dovote a third 
of his time to the service of God. This he after- 
wards did by setting apart eight hours of the day 
to acts of religion, eight to public business, and as 
many to sleep, study and refreshment. To mea- 
sure and rightly divide his time, he adopted the 
following plan :—He procured a8 much wax as 
weighed seventy-two pennyweights, which he or- 
dered to be made into six candles, each twelve 

inches in length, with the divisions of inches dis- 
tinctly marked, The candles, being lighted one 
after another regularly, burnt four hours each. 

Thus the candles burnt twenty-four hours, One of 

the chaplains attached to the king's household 
had to attend to the candles. But a candle would 
burn a little more quickly at one time than at 
another ; it would be aflected by draughts of wind 
and so on, Therefore, with all possible care and 
attention, there was nothing like the true time 
which we can see in a moment by a clock or watch 

which needs no looking after at all, except wind- 
ing up within a certain number of days or hours 

as the case may be, 

When wheel clocks were first invented is not 
known. It seems, however, that clocks with 

weights and wheels were in use in monasteries 

seven hundred years ago, and St. Paul's Cathedral, 

in London, had a public clock in the year 1286— 
nearly six hundred years ago—and Westminster 

Abbey had one a few years later. We can well 

imagine with what curiosity the people used to 

look up at these, though probably a good many 

were puzzled how to tell the time. 
The oldest clock of which there are any records 

of how it actually was made is one by a German 

named Henry Vie, or De Wyck, who erected it in 

the tower of the palace of Charles V., King of 

France, This clock was the foundation, upor 

which modern clocks are formed, and it is said 

that the part which causes the clock to strike is 

the same now as then, 

We are accustomed to think very little of clocks 

now-a-days, but if they were removed from all 

churches and public buildings—to say nothing of 

those in our own houses—how we should miss 

them ! 

According to the late Mr. E. J. Wood, where 

clocks were adopted at cathedrals, and churches, 

ard palaces, there used to be officers appointed to 

take charge of them. These persons were called 

custos or setters, and in the households of kings, 

they were considered to be of much importance 

and were regularly appointed by royal command, 

To us 1t would seem as if they had an easy life, 

but then clocks in those days used often to get out 

of repair, and only the “setters” had any special 

knowledge of them, 

We could tell many stories of celebrated clocks, 

including the wonderful one at Strasbourg Ca- 

thedral, the maker of which became blind before 

he had compleded it, but he finished it, notwith- 

standing his want of sight, being anxious that no 

one but himself should have the credit of doing so. 

We should state, however, that the Strasbourg 
1 clock was made not only to tell the time, but to 

show the motions of the sun, moon, stars, the day 

of the week, the date in the year, and many other 

things. The clock had also a number of moving 

figures, including a cock, which, after the chimes 

played, stretched out its neck, flapped its wings, 

and crowed quite naturally. 

Not many years ago there was a clock at the 

church of St. Durstan, Fleet street, London, where 

the quarters of every hour were struck on outside 

bells by two figures of men with clubs, 

used also to move their heads. 

The men 

This curious cleck 
was one of the sights of London. 

Now for watches, Of course the beautiful and 

delicate piece of workmanship which people, in 

the present day, carry ir their pockets, and which 

children like to hear * tick,” did not come into 

existence all at once. It has gradually grown to 

its present state of perfection during a period of 

Just about four hundred years. The first step was 

to get a little machine that could be made to go 

by means of a spring, instead of by weights and 

pendulum, as in the clock. Who actually invented 

the spring is not known, but the credit of produc- 

ing the first watch—at any rate, in Europe—is 
generally given to a clever man, named Peter Hale, 

of Nuremberg ; 2; 80 Germany which to the present 

day sends us wonderful moving toys, originated 

at any rate in Europe——that most useful and 

remarkable little machine, the watch, and, as we 

have already seen, one of the most noted * clock- 

men” was a German. But watches did not then 

bear the name we know them by—they were called 

Nuremberg eggs, for they were frequently egg- 

shaped ; and sometimes they were called pocket- 

clocks. They were of various forms; sometimes 

like skulls, and even coffins were imitated by the 
clever and eccentric men who rade them a gueer 

There is still in ex- 

istence a skull watch which formerly belonged to 

Mary, Queen of Scots; and there are others, belong 

ing to about the same time, which are shaped like 

fancy, they must have had ! 

ducks, and which certainly present a more pleasing 

appearance than the skull, 

A boy or a girl looking at a watch, as it is com- 

pactly enclosed in its case, would perhaps never 

imagine that it is made up of seyeral hundreds of 

pieces. Butitis, According to Mr. Wood, whom 
we have already mentioned, a good watch, as us- 
ually made, requires no less than one hundred and 

thirty-eight pieces, without the chain, which con 

tains sixty-three links, and forty-two rivets to every 

inch, and, being generally six inches in length, 

comprises six hnndred and thirty pieces, thus 
swelling the contents of the watch to seven hund- 

red and sixty-eight separate pieces, to construct 

which gives occupation to no less than thirty-eight 
or forty different kinds of workmen. The hair 
spring, which may be seen on the balance wheel, 
as it moves rapidly backward and forward, is a 
wonderfully delicate construction. Four thousand 
of these springs weigh about an ounce only, but 
they often cost more than a thousand pounds! A 
watch ticks about seventeen thousand times in an 
hour, yet such is the accuracy of first-rate English 
lever watches that, with all this work, they wall 
not vary more than a few seconds in a week, 

The chief seats of the watch trade in England 

are Clerkenwell and Coventry, A large number of 

watches come from Switzerland—principally from 
Neufchatel, where Sir John Bennet, when on a 

visit there, found no less than twenty-thousand 

women emyloyed in making the most delicate 
parts of the movements, CH,
