1 laughed and danced and talked and sung,
And, preud of bealth, of freedom vain,
Dreamed not of sorrow, care, or pain,
Coucluding, in those hours of glee,

That all the world was made for me,

“ But when the hour of trial came,

When sickness shook my trembling frame,
When folly’s gay pursuits were o'er,

And [ could sing and dance no more,

It then occurred how sad "twould be,
Were this world only made for me.”

In 1810 she was attacked with a lingering
and fatal illness, Her sufferings at times
were heart-rending to witness, but her sub-
lime confidence in God kept her mind serene,
and brought the sweetest anticipations of
another and a better world.

The old king lingered by her bedside, her
affectionate watcher and nurse, They talked
together daily of Christ, of redemption, and
of the joys of heaven.
