THE FREE BAPTIST CONFERENCE OF 
NOVA SCOTIA. 

The Eleventh Session of the Free Baptist Con- 
ference of Nova Scotia was held at Port Medway, 

Queen's County, trom the 14th until the 18th inst. 
Port Medway is a large and pretty village, ou the 
fine harbor of the same name. The Free Baptist 
Church, with which the Conference convened, 

seems to be in geod working order, under the 
pastoral care of Rev, J. T. Smith. It was with 
this church that our esteemed Brother Rev. T. H. 

Crowell lzbored as pastor for seven ycars, until 

failing health compeelled him to resign. Brother 
Crowell greatly endeared himself to that people; 
and now that he is abroad in search of health, he 

is much inquired after by his numerous friends, 
The Conference was called to order in due time, 

acd the retiring moderator, Rev. T. O. Dewitt, 
conducted the opening exercises. Prayer was 

offered by Rev. W. Downey. It was then resolved 

that Rev, J. F. Smith, pastor of the church, be 

moderator, and Rev. W. M. Knollin, assistant 

moderator. The standing Clerk, Rev. J. 1. Porter, 

was present ; and Rev. J. M. Louden, assistant 
Clerk. In addition to the above named ministers, 

Revs. F. Babcock, 8. N. Royal, and Licentiate 

George Louden of our Conference were present. 

Several of our ministers did not attend the Con- 

ference. 

Rev. J. T. Parsons, delegate from the N. B. F. 
B. Conference, and Rev. C. B. Peckham, delegate 

from the M. C. Y. Meeting, were present. Rev. 

T. Brown, trom Rhode Island, and Rev. B. Minard, 

from Boston, were with us as visitors, Quite a 

number of Deacons and delegates as working mem- 

bers of Conference attended. 

Rev. J. L. Phillips and his sister, Miss Julia 
Phillips, returned missionarice, were again with 
us, haviog visited moet of the churches in the 

Yarmouth and Bhelburne Quarterly Meeting. Visit- 
ing brethren were invited to seats in Conference, 
and helped us much in the weck. 

After the appointment of the Social Committees 

and other routine business, the Thursday A. Mm. 
Session adjourned, to give the Committees time 
to prepare their reports. Met at 2 o'clock, ». M 
to hear reports, Rev. J. T. Parsons gave a very 
cheering repoit of the work of the Lord in connec 

tion wath the N. B. F. B. G. Conference, He said 

that 141 churches, comprising seven districts, were 

connected with the Conference. Their public 

meetings were proving a great blessing to the 
churches and communities where they were held, 

and many were asking for them. There are in the 

Conference 38 ordained Elders; two of them were 

ordained during the year, They had lost two 

ministers by death during the year. About 1000 
had been added to the churches by baptism during 

the year. They have about 10,000 commgunicants 

and 12 licentiates, Bro. Parsons referred to the

THE FEELING IN ENGLAND. 
The people of England, in public meetitigs, &e., 

continue to utter no uncertain sound concerning 
the outrages committed by the fiendish Turks on 
the inoffensive and unprotected old men and the 
women and children in Bulgaria. The Govern- 
ment has been trying to allay the terrible indigna- 
tion that has taken possession of the people, but 
all efforts have been in vain. Even in the meet- 
ings held under Government auspices, the hearts 

of Government supporters triumphed over their 
party prejudices. In a cautivusly organized meet- 

ing of Tories in Guildhall, resolutions expressing 

confidence in the Government were impatienly pnt 

aside while the audience rose to their feet to 
cheer Mr, Gladstone, and the resolutions eo 
carefully prepared beforehand, were capped with 
riders loudly calling for a meeting of Parliament. 
The Christian World, in an article which evidently 

correctly expresses the public mind, says * the tem- 

per of the people of Great Britain has been chang- 
ed once and forever in relation to Turkey. Two 

pictures have been placed before us—no counterfeit 
presentment, acd painted in the stern and pathetic 
hues of fact ; and as we look upon them, and appre- 

ciate the appalling contrast between them, we feel 

that coldness would be imquity and calculating 
prudence a crime. The one picture is that of in- 

dustrious and pacific peasants, tilling their ficlds, 

singing their hymns, sending their children to 
school ; the other is that of a country turned into 

a charnel house, of ruins glaked in blood, of char- 

red remains of burnt men and women, and the 

bones of little children pecled by dogs. Neyer 
again can we hold the balance even between the 

Bulgarian Christians and their murderers or those 

who decorated their murderers. Mr. Gladstone 

has himself expressed perfectly and with magnifi- 

cent strength of utterance dhe new’ spirit in rela 

tion to Turkey that has entéred into the people of 
England. The day of reticence, of reserve, of half 

measures and half-hearted men, in connection with 

the Turkish question, is past, and the English peo- 

ple will be false to itselt if it is ever recalled. 
Never was withering scorn or biting irony more in 

place than in that part of Mr. Fawcett's speech in 

Exeter Hall, in which he referred to Sir Stafford 

Northcote's advice to the public to be calm, and 

not to permit excited meetings or presuming jour-

pulse and the ignorance of great assemblages. We 

believe that Lord Derby has done his best, but he 

has fallen upon one of those crises which test and 

try public men as with fire; and he has been found 

wanting. We honour him for the firmness of his 

resolution to avoid the quackery of putting his 

name to schemes which he believes in his consci- 

ence will not work; but a mere policy of negotia- 

tions will not suit the present emergency. If he is 

incapable of expressing the sentiments and enfore- 
ing the will of the English nation, he is unfit to be 
Foreign Minister, The reservation of the report 

of Mr. Baring becomes, when the report is read, 

only the more glaringly inexphcable and unpar- 
lonable. That report contains valid evidence that 

Mr. Schuyler's statements were not substantially 
exaggerated or incorrect. We now Anow, on the 
Government's own evidence, that human nature 
was really incapable of reaching the pitch of dia 
bolism attnbuted to the Turks. Ought one mo- 

ment to have been lost in publishing to all the 
world what must now be a manifesto of the res 
sons why England is assuming a new attitude to- 
wards Turkey, and demanding new guarantees 
against the occurrence of infamies in the Turkish 

provinces tT We cannot treat it as a possible hypo 
thesis that the British Government find the guilt 
of the Turks to have been exactly as Mr, Schuyler 
stated it, and yet are determined to maintain the 
Ad policy of piotection and pativnage ol Turkey, 

the old policy of repression towards her Christian 

subjects, If this is really the purpose of Her Ma 
jesty’s Ministers—if they intend to huddle up some 

arrangement with Turkey—to skim over the ulcer 
which ought to be righteously laid bare and cut 
out—then we can only say that their day of reck- 
ouning with the English nation will come and that 
they are laying up for themselves wrath against a 
day of wrath. The public sentiment will, we are 

convinced, adopt, with irresistible unanimity, the 

declaration of Mr, Fawcett, that the terms propos 

ec by the Porte for Servia are not to be thought of 
for a moment, That the brave and patriotic State, 

destined, perhaps, to play the part of an Eastern 
Piedmont, should be nailed to the ground by 
Turkish fortresses, and compelled to dismiss halt 
her army, or more, and that Prince Milan should 
go through the farce of acknowledging at Con- 
stantinople the suzerainty of the Porte, is out of 

the question, Rather than accept these terms 
Servia will fight on, and many a brave English- 
man, Italian, and Russian will fight with her. 
Servia must be no worse than she was, and in Bul-

A SAD CAREER. 
The last Temperance Advocate tells of the death 

of J. J. Talbot, which occurred at South Bend, 

Ind, on the 2nd ult, His history tells in most 

thrilling tones the power of the rum tiend. Less 
than four months ago we saw him, and listened to 

his elcquent utterances in advocacy of total absti- 
pence and in denunciation of the rum curse. Now 

he is dead, murdered by rum. The following is 
a brief sketch of his history: “In early life he 
studied for the mimstry and became a Methodist 
clergyman. Subsequently, after his marriage at 
Louigville, he joined the Episcopal Church and 
bad charge of a wealthy pastorate, and during 
the Rebellion acted as chaplain for a Kentucky 
regiment. He left the ministry and became a 
lawyer, He was at one time a member of Con- 
gress from Kentucky. He finally yielded to an 
inherited appetite for strong drink, and fell to a 

very low level, but was reclmmed, and became a 
very effective advocate of temperance. He was 
the head of the Order of Good Templars in Indiana 

and seceded with the British delegation.

I remember the terrible pic- 
ture of his own experience, copied in the enclosed 
article. He delivered it here to a crowded audi- 
ecce, hundreds of whom, like myself, were in 
tears, and he uttered it in desponding tones that 
seemed almost like the wail of the lost, and as if 

he felt his impending doom was inevitable, 
“We quote the following extract referred to by 

Mr. Colfax: 
But now that the struggle is over, I can survey 

the fiend and measure the losses. I had position 
high and holy. Thi¢ demon tore from around me 
the robes of my sacred office, and sent me forth 
churchless and godless, a very hissing and by- 
word among men. Afterward I had business, 
large and lucrative, and my voice in all large 
courts was heard pleading for justice, mercy and 
the right. But thedust gathered on my unopened 
books, and no footfall crossed the threshoid of the 
drunkard’s office. I had money ample for all ne- 
cessities, but they took wings and went to feed the 
coffers of the devils which possessed me. I had a 
home adorned with all that wealth and the most 
exquisite taste could suggest. This devil crossed 
its threshold and the light faded from its cham- 
bers; the fire went out on the holiest of altars, 
and, leading me through its portals, despair walk- 
ed forth with her, and sorrow and anguish linger- 
ed within. I had children, beautiful, to me at 
least, as a dream of the morning, and they had so 
entwined themselves around their father’s heart 
that, no matter where it might wander, ever it 
came back to them on the bright wings of a father’s 
undying love. This destroyer took their hands in 
his and led them away. I had a wife whose 
charms of mind and person were such that to see 
her was to remember, and to know her was to 
love..... For thirteen years we walked the rugged 
path of life together, rejoicing ir its sunshine and 
sorrowing in its shade. This infernal monster 
couldn't spare me even this. I had a mother who 
for long, long years had not left her chair, a victim 
of suffering and disease, and her choicest delight 
was in reflection that the lessons which she had 
taught at her knee,had taken root in the heart of 
her youngest born, and that he was useful to his 
fellows and av honor to her who bore him. But 
the thunderbolt reached even there, and there it 
did its most cruel work. Ah! me; never a word of 
reproach from her lips—only a tender caress ; only 
a shadow of a great and unspoken grief gathered 
over the dear od face; only a trembling hand laid 
more lovingly on my head, oniy a closer clinging 
to the cross; only a more piteous appeal to heaven 
it her cup at last were not full. And while her boy 
raved in his wild delirium two thousand miles 
away, the pitying angels pushed the golden gates 
ajar, and the mother of the drunkard entered into 
rest. 

And thus I stand : a clergyman without a cure: 
a barrister without brief or business: a father with- 
out & child; a husband without a wife ; a son with- 
out a parent, a man with scarcely a friend ; a soul 
without a hope-—all swallowed up in the maels- 
trom o! drink, 

“The immediate cause of the death of Mr. Tal- 
bot, whe was suffering from a recent relapse into 
intemperance, was inflammation of the stomach 
and congestion of the brain, After a fierce strug- 
gle he died with a blissful hope of divine favor.”

OUR INDIA LETTER 

Mz. Eprror— The INTELLIGENCER continues its 

weekly visits, und brings aid and comfort to our 

Indian home in the jungle; and gladly would we 

send you something of a cheering and encouraging 

character in return. Just now we are in the midst 

of the rainy season. Heavy falls of rain are fre 

quent, the fields are flooded; and the hot, tropical 

sun, that sends down its fierce rays at intermediate 

spells, brings up such an abundance of vapor as to 

give all the advantage, or disadvantage of a steam 
bath free of cost! We fee! this sultry and very 
trying weather exceedingly, more, if possible, since 
our return from the cool, bracing air of the hills. 
It just takes out the buckram and makes one feel 
as limpsy as a rag. In fact, both Mrs, Phillips and 
myself have been quite pulled down since we 
reached home ; but, through mercy, are now com- 
ing round, and hope soon to be quite ourselves 
again, 

We are rejoiced to find that the brethren left in 
charge of our affairs, and Home Work, have really 
done well, as a whole. The superintendant of our 
Santal village schools was, however, an exception, 

Bro, Dubaray is regarded as an intelligent, good, 
yes, pious man; but not being very near of kin to 
one Mr. Great-heart, he is exceedingly prone to 
see lions wn the way. That he has been somewhat 
under the weather 18 quite evident, and it is still 
more evident that the jungle schools he was to 
have looked after, have been neglected, and are not 
now in a very prosperous condition, The teachers 
have been called to come in and meet here on the 
15th 1nst., when we hope to examine into matters, 
give them the benefit of a week or ten days drill, 
and try for a new departure, 

We have reorganized our class for Bible study, 
since our return. It now numbers ten, and the 
most of these brethren are either engaged in teach 
ing or more or less in preaehing in the villages 
from house to house, while four of the number are 
still in school, improving their education. There 
are in the Bantipore church not less than fifteen 
brethren, nearly all quite young men, whose tal- 
ents and intelliggnce, would well warrant their en- 
gaging in the work of preaching the gospel. The 
great drawhack is, they don't feel the necessity laid 
upon them, Most earnestly would I entreat a 
special interest in the prayers of all your readers 
who take an interest in“mission work (I would 
hope this number include them ali), on behalf of 
the young men of our church, that they may be 
led by Tue SPIRIT to consecrate themselves to God, 
in the gospel ol his dear Son. 

Right glad are we to see the high stand you 
tuke on the Temperance question, A greater ob- 
stacle to the progress of Zvuth and Righteousness 
can hardly be found in the wide, wide world at 
the present tume than intemperance, and it is high 
time that “temperate drinkers,” as they are call- 
ed, be distinctly told what the Quaker told the 
thief, whom he found standing in the corner of 
his room one dark night, viz? © Friend, I owe thee 
no ill-will, I therefore give thee due notice that I 
am about to shoot where thou standest.” The 
blindness and infatuation, not to say downright 
selfishness, of a class of otherwise respectable peo- 
ple, scems utterly unaccountable, except on the 
principle that prompted the first murderer to reply 
to his Maker, “ Am I my brother's keeper?”

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PHILADELPHIA LETTER. 
PROCESSIONS, RECEPTIONS, CATTLE, AND FIREWORKS, 

[From our regular Correspondent] 

PairApeLruia, Sept. 25. 
Since. I last wrote the events in Philadelphia 

have been the Oddfellows grand parade, New York 
day, with Governor Tilden's reception, and the 
openng .of the Cattle Show. The Oddfellows 
bad a parade on Wednesday, which, for numbers 
and magnificence of pageantry, has not been excel- 
led by any of the similar displays that have taken 
place since the inauguration of the great Fair, on 
the 10th of May. New York day will be remem- 
bered as the day of the largest attendance (there 
were 115,000 paid admissions), and for the pre- 
sence of the Democratic Presidential candidate ; 
and the cattle show will be remembered for nothing 
very pleasant, for the weather has been wet and 
the cattle stalls and environs anything but tidy. 
This display, while it may be more international 
in its character than the average County or State 
fair, presents, I think, no finer collection of cattle 
than has been frequently seen at the better cattle 
shows in some of the States or in Canada. The 
prominence that our nearest neighbor, the Domin- 
ion of Canada, has won in this Exhibition, not 
only in the live stock display, but in mechanical, 

ivdustrial and educational fields, has been a reve- 
lation to many who have lived remote from the 

her wonderful natural resources, and of her ener- 
getic, progressive people, than they do of Mexico, 
and not as much as they know ot Cuba. 
There are now nearly 600 head of cattle on ex- 

hibition, and more are expected to arrive before 
the close of the show, on October 9th. The ani- 
mals which attract most attention are four large 
buffulos exhibited by N. 8. Wood, of Pawnee city, 
Nebraska. These were captured by Mr. Wood on 
the plains. He allows them to run in the field 
with his other cattle, but he says there is no very 
warm friendship between them, the domestic cattle 
exhibiting a race antipathy towards their shagg 
neighbors. To show their gentleness and their 
progress in civilization, Mr. Wood got upon the 
back of one of them, but this was while the 
buffalo was tied in the stall ; I don’t think he could 
have ridden it upon the fair grounds or the 
prairie. 

The draught and fat cattle elicit much admira- 
tion; in fact, nearly all of them come from the 
best stock larms in the United States and Canada, 
and are among the best specimens of their respec- 
tive breeds. The fullest feature of the show is 
the display of Jersey cattle, of which there are 
nearly two hundred head exhibited ; these include 
Alderneys and Guernseys. The short horns are 
next in number, there being one hundred and 
twenty head in ali, mostly from England and Ken- 
tucky. The most prominent exhibit from the lat- 
ter is an English herd, consisting ot three bulls 
and as many heifers, from the farm of Benjamin 
St. John Aikens, of Gloucestershire. Some of 
these are winners of prizes at the Royal Agricul- 
tural Show held at Birmingham last August. 
Benjamin B. Groom, of Kentucky, also exhibits a 
herd of short harns, some of which are imported, 
and all of which are fine specimens. The largest

which have not arrived, The qxen now on exhi- 
bition have been thoroughly trained, and, as soon 
as possible, there will be a public competative 
test of their strength and education. The Holstein 
breed of cattle are represented only in the herd of 
Daniel Bradley, of Champaigne county, Illinois. 
The Gallowys, distinguished for their coal black 
color, are all from Canada; there are but few of 
this breed on exhibition, but among them is a 
superb bull owned Geo. Hood, Esq., of Qatario, 
The Ayrshires are here in considerable numbers, 
T. Cooper of Coopersbury, Pa., and W. Crozier, of 
N. Y., have some very excellent animals on exhibi. 
tion, Specimens of fat cattle are displayed, but 
there are not as many of this class us were expect- 
ed. The largest animal on exhibition is, I think, 
a bullock owned by Geo. Wilds, of Burlington, N. 
J.; he is said to weigh four thousand pounds, and 
is a healthy, fine looking grey Durham, six years 
old, and quite as large as the average elephant. 
There is a bullock from Canada said to weigh 8,- 
400 pounds, and avother {from Chester, Pa., said to 
pull the scales at 8,500, 

The sheep exhibition will be open on October 
the 10th, and from four to five thousand imported 
swine are expected to arrive ubout the same time. 
This is Pennsylvania day and the crowds are im- 

mense. The Railroads have reduced their rates 
one-half for the occasion, and allow excursion 
tickets for filteen days. The number of admissions 
to the grounds will not be accurately known until 
to-morrow, but 1t is already evident that the Key- 
stone will eclipee the Empire State, and make this 
the biggest day of the Exposition, Philadelphia 
alone ought to be able to do this, for she 1s right 
at the gates of the Fair, but there will also be im- 
mense numbers from the country, 
The fireworks which will be displayed to-night, 

and for which there is prospect of fine weather, 
will consist of twenty-two distinct displays or 
scenes, commencing with a salute of 100 aerial 
marroons, and ending with a girandole of 200 
colored rockets, forming a great aerial bouquet.
