Minxarore, Dec. 12, 1878,

M. Eviror —This being mail day I will try to
send yon a few lines, although husy in attendance
on our yearly meeting. Last week's mail, 1 trust,
informed you of the safo arrival of our reeruiting
party, including your special representative from
the Dominion, Miss Hooper.
Unexpectedly, business called me to Calentta,
where I met the friends the day affer their arrvival,
and found them all in good hoealth and spirvits. It
were useless for me to attempt to tell you of the
mutual joy of that meeting. Those who had been
our fellow laborers in this dark, heathen land, for
ten years, had returned to us again, after an ab-
sence of nearly four years. A beloved danghter,
whom we had not seen for more than fonrteen years,
had come w0 join us in our chosen field of labor,
together with three noew workers, whom we had
never before seen.  Truly, we felt to thank God
and take gourage.

Friends in Caleutta were very kind and genial
Our excellent consul, Gen, Litehfield, invited in a
goodly number of friends at the consnlate, to ex
press appropriate welcsme to all the newly arrived.
About two dozen Americars, and a still larger num
ber of English friends canio together, and passed a
pleasant evening in social converse, enlivened by
both vocal and instrumental musie, closing with
reading the word of God and prayer.

At Midnapore the nowly arrived not only met a

States forbids polygamy at the peril of a fine of
#500 and five years imprisonment. The territory
of Utah has evaded this law by pleading its uncon-
stitutionality, and that it abridged the freedom of
religions worship.  The Supreme Court has decided
that the law is eonstitutional, and hence polygwny
must die to the great rojoicing of all good people.

With my wile and my only
daughter, she being a little child, an‘l my sister
Sarah and her daughter, I started for Fairmount
Having just moved to Philadelphia, I was ignor-
ant of the topography of the suburbs. Passing
along by the river 1 saw a boat and proposed a
row. I hired the boat and we got in, and not
knowing anything of the dam across the river. and
unwarned lb.‘, the kt't“n r of the boat of any (‘.lll:vl .
I pulled straight for the brink, suspecting nothing.
until we saw some one wildly waving on shore ay
though there were danger. I looked back, and 1o !
wo were already in the eurrent of the dum. With o
terror that you cannot imagine 1 tried to back the
boat, but in vain, We went over ; the boai cap
sized ; my wife instantly disappeared, and was
drawn under the dam, from which hei body was nog
brought out until days after. I, not able to swim
a stroke, was hanging to the bottom of the boat
My neice was hanging on to me ; my sister Sarah
was clinging to the other side of the boat A boat
from shore rescued us.  After an hour of effort to
resuscitate my child, who was nine-tenths dead,
she breathed again. A carriage came up, and leav-
ing my wife in the bottom of the Schuylkill River,
and with my little girl in a semi-unconscious con-
dition, the blood issuing from nostril and lip, wrap
ped in a shawl on my lap, and with my sister
Sarah and her child in the carriage, we rode to our
desolate howe.

Since the world was created, a more ghastly and
agonizing calamity never happened ; and that is the
scene of which some ministers of the gospel, and
men and women pretending to be decent, have
made sport! My present wife was not within a
hundred wiles of the place. So far from being
sisters, the two were entire strangers. They never
heard of each other ; and not until nine months
after that tragedy on the Schuylkill did I ever
know of the existence of my present wife. Nine
months after that calamity on the Schuylkill she
was introduced to me by my brother, her pastor,
Rev. Goyn Talmage, now of Paramus, N. J.
What do you think, husbands and wives, fathors
and mothers, editors and reporters, of a lio like
that wanufactured out of whole cloth ?

THE SFCULAR AND RELIGILOUS PRESS.
(Christian Visitor,)

From some communications received we find
some of our brethren have very mistaken ideas in
reference to the secular and religions press.  Com
parisons are instituted between them, much to the
disparagement of the latter. What are the facts
in relation to both 7 The secular weekly, however
good it may be, is, in many instances, merely the
matter of the daily issue saved over and made into
a weekly. This costs the }vll!r“.\}n'l‘ little or lu'lllill‘,:
for type-setting and editing for his weekly. Its
cost 1s largely the printing paper and press-work
The expensive part of a paper the type-setting and
editing has been paid for in the daily issue. O
the other hand, the religious weekly has to bear al:
the expenses of type setting and editorial work over
and above the secular weekly., If there were as
much desire for religious news as secular, so as to
enable the publisher of a religious paper to issue a
daily edition, he could supply his we okly edition at
half cost, and make mouney by it. Do, or will our
brethren see the point here, and not compare tho
religious press with the secular w eckly in this
regard as to price?  Where the secular papers issue
no daily edition, the religious press compares favor-
ably with them as to price.

Some of our patrons, too, ask that we throw out
the advertisements. This is simply impossible,
There are no religious weeklies domny it, and the
daily papers are from one-half to three quarters
advertisements. There are no publishers of
religious papers who have grown rich among us,
and if the advertisements could be dispensed with,
they cortainly ought. Papers everywhere have
found it impossible o do. without adve rtising
patronaye, .'\'Ul»l\' say llu' l-l'lm' (1{ l»:xlu'l's now s
too high.

THE POPE'S ENCYCLICAL

(Scottish Ameriean }

A docwment which has been anticipated with
some impatience has at length ay peared. Tt is no
thing less than the Encyclical Lettor of Pope Leo
XIL  From the acknowledged ability and known
political tendencies of his Holiness, there has been
some curiosity to know how he would frame the
government of the Church, and in what manner he
would regard some of the provailing questions of
the day. The suspense is now removed : the sen
timents and purnoses of the Pope are clearly
stated ; and it can hardly be said that the revela-
tion will prove in all respects satisfactory to thos
who have hoped for the dawn of a new era in the
Church of Rome, in which greater freedom would
be allowed in matters of political liberty and relig
ious enquiry. The Encyelical of the Pope inveighs
in the strongest terms against Socialism, Commun
ism and Nibilism, which militate no longer secretly,
but openly, against the civil State, rupturing the
matrimonial tie, ignoring the rights of property,
claiming everything, however legally inherited or
honestly acquired, and attempting even the lives of
kings. This is so far good, and such an emphatic
condemnation of the theories and systems de-
nounced will tend materially to counteract theis
influence. But when the Pope proceeds to argue
that these, and all other social and religious
evils have sprung from the Reformation, and when
he denounces that great religious movements as
opening up the sluice-gales of skepticism, he be-
trays an ignorence of history and a perversion of
judgment which are not creditable to him as a pub-
lic man, and which it is very difficult to excuse. In
the judgment of the Pope the remedy for all the
cvils complained of is universal submission to the
Church. Tt will be difficult to persuade the com
munity to accept such a dietum as infallible ; and
viewed in the light of history the submission thus
demanded would appear as nothing loss thau a pub-
lic calamity,
